8. Town end Country Idfe—We recognize the basic sig-:
nificance of town and country areas in relation to population
supply, natural resources, community life, and Christian
eulture. We Dbelieve the farmer and all other agriculture
workers should have opportunity to earn a fair income.

Methodigm, becuuse of its large town and country member-
ship and world-wide impact, must lead in developing an
adequate Christian program in rural areas everywhere. This
should pertain to people in their relatiomship to God, to the
stewardship of the soil and the econgervation of all natural
resources, and to family, chureh, and community welfare,

We recognize that in many rural sections a new type of
community is emerging, due to an increase of nonfarm rural
dwellers, To this the church must give its attention.

9. Urban Life—OQur society is becoming inereasingly urban.
The city is a center of power for good or ill, and its shifting
multitudes desperately need the guiding and healing power of
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religion, The church must recognize that the city exhibits great
needs and offers amazing opportunities for Kingdem building.

10. Ohristion Vocation.—We believe that every-adult should
be engaged, so far ag possible, in some voeation productive of
eommon good, Hvery such voeation should be viewed as a
Christian ecalling, and our daily work as a sphere of service
to God for the advancement of hig Kingdom.

O. Temperance.—We belicve that the diseiplined life in
Christ is a temperate life. Total abstinence from the use of
aleoholic heverages is the historie position of The Methodist
Church, We seek to aid the individual, the home, and society
to overcome the social, economie, and meoral wastes which
accompany the traffic in intoxicants and narcotics, gambling
jn any form, and the distribution of pornographic materials.
‘We would protect the home and society from degrading and
salacious materials so prevalent in the mass media. The eharch
should also seck to understand the causes of alcoholism and
drug addiction, and to give help to their vietims in a healing
and redemptive ministry and fellowship.

D. Treatment of Crime—We sliand for the application of
the redempiive principle to the treatment of offenders sgainst
the law, to reform of penal and correctional methods, and to
eriminal court procedure, For this reason we deplore the use
of ecapital punishment.

We recognize that erime, and in partieular juvenile de-
linquency leading to crime, is often a regult of family failure
and bad social conditions. Christian citizens and churchey have
n special opportunity and responsibility for creating those
conditions of family life and social surroundings, wholesome
recreation, voeational training, personal coungeling, and soeial
adjustment by which erime may be reduced and the offender
rehabilitated,

. Freedom from Diserimination~—We stand for the equal
rights of racial, cultural, and religious groups and imsist thai
the social, economiec, and spiritual principles set forth in this
creed apply fo all alike. The right to choose a home, enter a
gchool, secure employment, vote, or join a church should not be
limited by a person’s race, culiure, or religion.

F. Peace and World Order~—1, Principles—Christianity
eannot be nationalistic; it must be universsl in its cutlook
and appeal, War makes it2 appeal to force and hate, Christian-
ity to reason and love. The methods of Jesus and the methods
of war move in different dircctions. The influence of the church
must therefore always be on the side of every cffort seeking
fo remove those conditions of heart and mind, of social and
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international injustice, in which wars begin, and which arg
contrary fo the spirit and teaching of Christ. -

Tt is not enough to declare the evil of war; we must actively

and constantly create the will to peace, the-.conditions of
peace, and the organization for peace. These tagks include the

pl‘qmctinn of upderstanding, reconciliation, and good will; the -
relief of suffering; the lifting of living standards around the

world ; concern for the freedom and welfare of dependent and

subject peoples; the removal of racial tensions; the taking of

all available steps toward disarmament; the giving of encour-
agement and support to patient negotiation by our leaders,

These efforts must be viewed as a personal Christian responsi:

bility and steadfastly undergirded with prayer. :

2._ International Organization.—We beliove that the United
Na.tmns is a working center of iternational eo-operation
which provides our most hopeful avenue leading to peace and
world order, The prayers and efforts of churches helped to

s%lape it at birth, and through many of its programs opportuni-
ties for the expression of Christian concern arise. We believe

that the United Nations, with its related agencies, should be -

sustained, upheld, undergirded, and strengthencd by all in-
fotmeé_l and eongeientious churchmen. 'We further believe that
the missionary enterprise of the church makes an important
coniribution to the development of world order.

8. The Christien and Hilitary Service—The Methodist

Chureh, true to the principles of the New Testament, teaches

G. Civil Liberties and Civil Rights—We gtand for the
recognition and maintenance of the rights and responsibilities
of free speech, free assembly, and s free press, and for the
encouragement of free communication of ideas essential fo the
discovery of truth.

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We stand for the right of all individuals and gromps to
advocate any peaceful and constitutional method for the solu-
¢ion of problems that may confromt society.

We stand upen the principle of testing every such proposal
in the light of the teachings of Jesus.

IV. Our MANDATE: REaD, SrUupy, APPLY—We recom-
mend that this Secial Creed be presented to our congregations
orally or in printed form at least omce a year, and that fre-
guent references be made to it. We further recommend that in
avery loeal church a committee shall encourage the study of our
Social Clreed and seek in every possible way to apply its prin-
ciples.

The modern family ig struggling ageinst great difficulties:
the tensions created by the world situation, uncertainties doe
to the present military demands on youth, inadequate housing,
uprooting of families due to unprecedented pepulation shifts,
and the eoarsening ivfluence of many mass media on the lives
of children. The end result of these difficulties is evidenced
by the high rate of divoree, juvenile delingueney, broken lives,
and a general laxity of moral standards. It is only when the
family fulfills its highest funetions and is truly Christian that
its members rise shove these difficultics and thus aid in halting
the trends threatening the home.

The home is the place where emotional weaknesses of the
members of the family come to light, where children express
their innate hunger to be secure, to belong, to be needed, to be
recognized.

Religion and the family naturally belong itogcther. What
religion is to accomplish it can do best in the family, What
the family must do, it eannot do without religion. Religion and
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the femily are natural allies. Religion is inseparable from {k
family. Pamily life at its best iz a matter of living life at th
deepest level, which is a level of relationship to God. ;

It is important for the churches to focus atiention on the
family at frequeént intervals during the year. Especially do we
recommend the observance of National Family Woek, as pro-
vided in § 250.5, and participation in the Family Life Con-
forence.

Parents and teachers are urged to meet together frequently
to digeuss the Christian nurture of ehildren and ways in which
they ean work together for better teaching. Parents arve urged
to read together with their children the lesson materials pro-
vided by the church. Teachers arve urged to keep parents in-
formed regarding the objectives of the lesson materials and to
point out ways in which parents ean further these objectives
through home participation.

8. Legislation—To protect both the individual and society
from hasty marriages we favor legislation requiring a period
of days or weeks between the application for a marriage license
and the granting of it. This will gllow sufficient time for
consideration on the part of the two persong concerned. We

3. Opposition to Melerielistic Ideologies—The Christian
religion stands in direct opposition to materialistic ideologies
prevalent in many places in the world. These ideologies, with
their disregard for human rights, their scorn for the dignity
of the individual, and their failure to acknowledge the father:
hood of God and the brotherhood of man, are abhorrent to
basie- Christian principles, :
We believe the begt defense nagainst thege materialistic
ideologies is found in the preservation and growth of dem
cratic institutions and in the daily practice of the Christian
way of life. We believe that gnch growth and practice provide
powerful stimulus to the elimination, as rapidly as possible;
of: {#) racial and class distinctions; (0} economic conditions
which canse hunger, disease, and ignorance for large segments
of the human race; and (¢) the political suppression of human
rights. )
We believe that Christian concern for the physical and
spiritual welfare of all people will promote unselfish sharing of
esgential goods and the value of life which God has so lavighly
provided. Such sharing will give great impetus to the elimin
‘tion of the basic causes of war. ‘ :
4. Implementing World Pegce.—Peace is the gift of God;
‘but it is appropriated by man only through the practice of
Jove and co-operation. The peace of God cannot be contained
within any one nation, economic system, or religion. To be
4 stable and lasting reality it must become wuniversal. While
the ultimate aim of the Christian mission is the conversion of
TO0
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the world, the urgent need to establish the conditions of peace
calls for the immediate and unremitting efforts of Christians
and non-Christians alike, '

No one nation or group of nations, pitted against other
nations, can initiate or maintain world peace. Tt can oxnly be
the result of wnderstanding, forbearance, and co-operation on
the part of all nations. '

We give thanks to God for the United Nations and itz
agencies, and their continued efforts to create peace in the
world. Particularly do we commend the United Nations for
its direct approach, exploration, and action om erucial prob-
lems that arise periodically throughout the world and pose
2 divect threat to the peace of the world. We are extremely
grateful, too, for the enlightened political leaders and repre-
sentatives of various individual nations who so courageously
share their part of the responsihility for world peace.

We believe there is continuing and urgent need to use more
fully the various agencies of international understanding and
co-operation which are presently available in the United
Nations. We believe the United Nations and its agencies
should be supported, strengthened, and improved. Morecver,
if these facilities are to become meost effective, the United
Nations, with membership open to all nations, must be given
sufficient authority to enact, interpret, and enforce world
law againgt aggression and war.

We eall upen the government of the Ynited States to
expand its leadership in an effort to bring about such charter
revigions as are necessary to facilitate the worlk of the United
Natiens in maintaining international order and in preventing
the outbreak of war,

‘We support the greater use of the Internatiomal Court of
Justice and urge the United States to lead the way in removing
restrictions which impair the court’s effectivencss.

5. Universal Disarmement.—TIrom the HEpiscopal Address of
the General Conference of 1960 we read: “Because of the
technology which is our pride, thiz General Confercnece
convenes under the most ominous circumstances in the long
history of the Church, For the human race has within its
hands for the first time the power of its own annihilation,
In a sensge, the toel has become the enemy of its maker, The
nuclear power that might be our weal has become a weapon.
The same technology which hag shortened the distances hag
produced the intercontinental missile. Man has dominated the
forces of nature, conquered the seas and the air, organized
hig commerce and combatted disease. Yet, the lord of the earth
cannot enjoy his conquest, but for fear of his life must hide
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cortainties. The evils implicit in applied science are com-

pounded by the residue of problems growing cut of World: .

War II and an armament race which, unless terminated early,
ean have but one result.

“We commend the international situation to the thoughtful,
prayerful concers of the church and urge that the General

(onference take the leadership in mebilizing O]%ristianﬁ
opinion within our connection in behalf of mutual digarma- .
ment, the prohibition of nuclear testing, and the peaceful

us¢ of atomie energy,”

To meet thig high ehallenge our objective must be nothing:

less than the abolition of the use of war by nations. Mere
arms reductions or limitations are inadequate. Only complete_
disarmament, invelving both nnoclear and conventional

weapong, down to the levels required for intermal policing -

will deprive nations of the tools of war.

Such complete disarmament mwust be universal to be ac--
ceptable to all nations. Tt must be enforced by a eompelent :
international agency, proferably a strengthened United Na-.
tions. Complete, universal digarmament needs to be based upon.

confidence in the enforcement system.

Moreover, such disarmament requires intermational means
for the peaceful settlement of disputes and controversies:
between nations. Extension of law and use of courts on the-
world level may well be a condition precedent to complete, -

universal, enforceable disarmament.

Dizsarmament is no simple goal, for its accomplishment:
requires ageeement of all major powers, not only on the’
principles of disarmament, but also upon the delegation fo.
the United Nations of the necessary authority and power to.
control, inspect, and enforce disarmament. In the face of-

national prejudices, suspieions, and fears this is a stupendous

tasl, Ity difficulty I8 exceeded only by its necessity and urgency. .
Negotiations must be pressed with all major powers to find

an acceptable path to disarmament. )
We commend the President, the Congress, and the State

Department of the United States on their attention to dis-;
armament; but we eall for an expansion of effort asd staff’
to develop a comprehensive, safeguarded disarmament plan’
upon which to focus negotiations.

We call upon the United States and all other governments

to declare complete, universal, and enforceable digarmament’ :

to he their goal and to move in this direction.

We further call upon the United States ‘and all othe_r
governments to exert forceful, imaginative, patient, and dedi-
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cated leadership toward the achievement of such disarmament.

We deplore the tendency of governments and individuals
to diseredit any proposal for disarmament not made by them-
selves. Such cynicism is not conducive to successful negotia-
tions, .

‘We encourage a number of immediate steps in addition to
our continuing efforts to achieve complete, univorsal, enforce-
able disarmament.

a} Nuclegr Tests—We urge permanent cessation of all
nuclear tests by all nuclear powers, present and future, in
order that present and future genmerations may be protected
from the dangers of nuclear radiation.

b) Guter Spece—We call for an international agreement
cstablishing a United Nations agency for co-operative ex-
ploration of omter space and a control system fo assure the
use of outer space for peaceful purposes only.

¢) Peaceful Uses~—We support the activities of the Inter-
national Atomie Fnergy Agency to expand peaceful uses of
nuclear energy and seek the establishment of an effective
inspection system which may furnish the pattern for supervis-
ing world-wide cessation of the production of nuclear weapons.

d) Safeguards—We support all reasonable gteps which
reduce the chances of war by migealeulation, aecident, or
inadvertent action, such as mutual aerial and ground inspeec-
tion against surprise attack and the establishment and use
of a United Nations permanent force.

e) Heonomic Benefits—We eall upon the United States
to offer to devote a substantial percentage of the savings which
will result from complete disarmament to the development of
underdeveloped countries, using the United Nations as far
as feagible. We urge study and planmning of measures needed
to cope with the domestic economic adjustments, largely loeal-
ized to industry and labor, resulting from elimination of huge
expenditures for armaments.

6. T'he Individual ond Military Treining—a) Tor two
deeades the United States of America has had on its statuie
hooks legislation providing for military conseription. Many
pergong have come to regard this as an established and per-
manent policy, The same is true in varying degrees of a large
number of other countries as well,

We are deeply troubled by the general indifference to the
infringement of individual rights and freedom involved in
compulsory military service. We urge that voluntary methods
of recruiting military manpower be developed that accord the
individual the freedom of choice which should characterize
peacetime civilian life.
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VWe reaffirm traditional Methodist opposition to -any systein
of peacetime universal military training. We appeal to the
United States to give bold leadership leoking toward the uniz
versal abolition of peaecetime conseripiion by or through the
United Nations, )

b) Christinng cannot complacently aecept rights or prive
ileges accorded to them because of their religions views buf
denied to others equally sincere who do not meet a religious
test. 8o long ay draft legislation remains in effect, we believe
that all sincere conscientious objectors showld be granted
recognition and assigned to appropriate service regardless of
whether or not they profess religious grounds as the basis of
their stand. s

¢) Regarding the duty of the individual Christian, opiniong
gincerely differ. Taced by the dilemma of participation in
war, he must decide prayerfully before God what is to be hig
course of action in relation thereto. What the Christian citizen
may not de is {o obey men rather than God, or overlook
the degree of compromise in our best acts, or gloss over the
sinfulness of war, The Church must hold within its fellowship
persons who gincerely differ at this point of critical decision,
enll all to repentance, mediate to all God’s mercy, minister to
all in Christ’s name. L

We belicve it is our obligation te render every assistance
to the individual who conscientiously objects to service in the
military forces. Ele shoul@ receive counsel concerning his
rights in this respeet, assistance in bringing his claim before
the proper authorities, and. support. in securing recognition
thereof. ;

Thousands of our sons and daughters have, with sincers
Christian conseience, responded to the call for gervice in the
military forces. We are obligated to provide pre-induction
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‘We further recommend that the home pastors of those young
p'eople who have entered military service urge them to eon-
tinue their active church affliation and participation in the
Methodist churches nearest the points they may be assigned,
and to maintain contacts with their chaplaing and chapel
programs,

c_l) In publie institutions where all male students are re-
quired te take ROTC in order to graduate, provision should
be mad‘e for the exemption of those conscientiously opposed
to participation in war and military training. The regnlations

. of edueational institutions in this matter should reflect as

much respect for conscience as the Selective Service Law.
We urge our church-related colleges and universities to play
a role digtinet from that of secular cduweational institutions.

3. Fhat as basie steps toward the removal of racial harriers
in the organizational structure of the church are taken, con-
sistent planning shall be undertaken by every jurisdiction
and conference to implement the procedurcs duly authorized
in Amendment IX of the Constitution of The Methodist

.Chureh. In realization of this goal bishops, district superin-

tendents, pastors, and Iaymen are wurged to use with greater
Obristian courage all available channels, including the loeal
churches, o create a climate of understanding and acceptance
of this responsibility.

4, That our pastors, upon whom rests the responsibility of
tecelving individeals into chmreh membership discharge that
responsibility without regard to race, color, or national origin.

5. That Methodists at national and international meetings
of the church make provision for equality of accommodations
for all races, without digerimination or segregation.

6. That the many racial and national groups which muke
up our Methodist world fellowship be afforded the cpportunity
without diserimination to enjoy full participation in all the
activities of the church.

¥2028. Religion and the Public Schools
in the United States

The Methodist Church is committed to the public school as
the most effective means of providing common education for
all our children. We hold that it is an institution essential to
the preservation and development of our true democracy. But
our public schools are hard pressed. Tublic tax funds, in
inereasing sums, are diverted to gectarian schools. Opponents
of the publie schools call the schools. “Godless” while at the
same time legal restrictions are placed upom the recognition
of religion in the schools, Tt I8 time for the friends of the
public schools to be alert to this situation and to be active
in their sapport.
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We desire to co-operate with educational leaders in achiev-
ing the highest functioning of the Ameriean publie school
gystem in ferms of the intellectual and moral development of

the pupils and the envichment of the national life. We there-::

fore call upon our people: (1) io acquaint themselves with

the program and problems of the public school and to do all;
they can to encourage and strengthen the work of teachers and

administrators, and {(2) fo present to our ablest youth the
gpiritual and public-service opportunities of publie school
teaching asg a vocation.

We are unalterably opposed to the diversion of tax funds to
the gupport of private and sectarian schoolg. In a short time
thig scattering process ean destroy our American public scheool
system and weaken the foundations of national unity.

We believe that religion hag a rightful place in the pﬁblic :
school program, and that it is possible for public school

teachers, without violating the traditional Amervican principle
of separation of church and state, to teach moral principleg

and spiritual values. We hold that it is possible, within this::

same principle of separation of church and state, to integrate
religious ingtruction with the regular curriculum—itor example,
teaching religious classies in courses In literature, and in
social studies showing the influence of religion upon our so-
ciety. Such teaching would afford a background for further
and more specific instruction on the part of home and church.
The home and church must carry the chief responsibility for
nurturing vital faith which motivates life, but the bome and
chureh musgt have the support of our publie schools, Our
society must discover the techniques within the prineiple of
separation of church and state by which that support ean be
achieved. :

1 2929, Methodists and Evangelism
Krvangelism ig the effort of persons and groups to Witness

to the mew life that comes through the acceptance of Jesus. -

Christ as Lord. Although evangelism expresseg itgelf in many
ways, it is Dbasically a declaration of what, through Christ,
has become experience znd conviction. Kvangelism, then, be-
comes the natural and normnal sctivity of a Christian person.
Tvery Christian iz an evangelist, a hearcr of the good news
of God's ecare for all his children.

Furthermore, evangelism is an inevitnble expression of"

personal relationship with Jesus Christ. Qur experience is
that of two of his first diseiples: “We cannot but speak of

what we have geen and heard.”” We are compelled by his::
spirit within us to say Ly word, act, and attitude what we
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have seen of God’s love, power, and purpose through Jesus
Christ our Loxd,

In the Hpiscopal Address the bishops lifted up the need for
evangelism : “The finally inescapable truth is that at the heart
of all the problems that heset us, deeper than our social,
economie, political, and cultural perplexities, the basic one
is religion. It is the question as to what we know of God,
what bis will and purpose for us are, and what we are to do
in right response and comsequence,’”

Methodism must face adequately, creatively, and effectively
the ever-present foes of the good life—secularism, nationalizm,
militarism, materialism, and sin in all its enticing forms.

Christ ealls The Methodist Church to dynamic discipleship.
On Methodism’s response to Christ's eall rests, in some
measare, the future of our ecivilization and the spiritual re-
newal of the Chureh as the rvedemptive body of Christ.

Can Methodism recover for our decade the explosive sense

- of spiritual power which has been its heritage? Can we

move beyond crganimation to become a living organism of
the body of Christ? The major threai faecing the Church
today does not come from the cnemies of the Church. It is
the spiritual deadness of the witness of the Church, the lack
of evangelistic initiative.

The Christian witness is & compulsion born of a personal
disecovery, The evangelistic task of Methodigm is: A Mission to
the Church and a Mission to the World, We must see the task!
‘We must be obedient in omur responge to God!

In the total evangelistic enterprise there is definite place
for pregram, professional leadership, meetings, and methods.
There is also need for fully committed persons whose com-
pelling " concern is that Jesus Christ may become a living
reality in the lives of all, Mo that end each Christian must
witness in word and deed. The vitality of each person’s witness
is dependent upon his commitment- to Chrigt,

The Church’s evangelistic effort is to be neither seasonal
nor sporadic. Nor should evangelism be reserved for the labors
of specialists only. It must be made the continning activity of
all members of the Chuvch. Only as dedicated Christians see
evangelism in thig light, and obey Christ’s call for witnesses,
will the cause of Christ make its redemptive way across the
community and the world,

The General Conference, in approving the report of the
Co-ordinating Couneil, has affirmed that “Jesus Christ is
Lord” In the new quadrennium Methodists will be re-
mernzbering this affirmation. Methodists are ealled upon to try
to bring all of life under the leadership of the Lord of life.
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Yvery  activity in  the Joeal church ought to become an
affirmation of the truth that Jesus Christ is Lord. If we haw
Teft evangelism to the loeal-church Commission on Membership
and Wvangelism, now is the time for every organization in

the Joeal church o be aware of its evangelistic privileges and

respongibilities. The chureh school, Methodist Men, th
‘Woman’s Society of Christinn Service, the Young Adnlt Fel
lowship, the Methodist Youth Fellowship—each group has

peenliar place as a group witnessing to the Christian faitl
and life. Let each group ask itself these questions: “Wha

District superintendent. A minigter appointed by the hishop to
travel through a distriet in order fo preach and to oversee the
spiritual and temporal affairg of the church, (1§ 361-62.)

A layman charged with certain responsibilities; specifi-

cally, an elected or ex officic membper of the Quarterly Confer-

ence and the Official Board in a local charch. (9 2p8-11.)" .

A preacher appointed to a pastoral charge as a

substitute, either because of an emergency between sessions of

the Annual Conference or becauge of a shortage of ministerial
members of the conference.
