,-r 2022. Temperance and Public Morals 
1. Be·verage ..ttloohol.-'J.1he Methodist Chur.ch reasserts its 

long-established conviction rthat intoxicating liquor .cannot be 
legalized without sin, and continues its battle 
against intoxicating liquors. Our church, from very 
stands at variance with the liqu?r .. For 1t t? 
in its opposition would be to be (hsloyal m 1ts functiOn. 
fore to be true to itself, The Methodist Church must be 
mili-l:ant in opposition to the liquor traffic. . 

Against the confused moral judgments of our age w1th 
spect to drinking and the liquo: Metlwdist Chu:ch 
lifts the clear voice of the Chrrshan conscience. teachmg 
of Christ emphasizes, as one of its basic princtplcs, 
sacredness of each human personali'ty. 'l'he usc. of alcoholic 
beverages impairs the functions of the body and mmd. It 
perception and judgment. It delays reactio.n. not only Im­
pairs physical health but, more important, 1mpa1rs the tender­
ness of conscience. It deterio·rates cha:racter. ViTe are stew.ards 
of our bodies. We are stewards of an ability to think 
Anything which blights and destroys personality IS 

fundamentally opposed to the gospel of 'Ve therefore 
stand for the Christian principle of total abstmence from the 
use of alcoholic beverages of any kind. Om people 
regard abstinence as an essential part of to. the 
we profess and as evidence of loyalty 1to the h1gh 1deals for 
which our church srt:ands. . . . 

'l'he use of alcoholic beverages violates the Ohrl!shan prm­
ciple •that we are each our brother's keeper. We stewards 
of our influence upon others. Tie who uses alcoholic bevPl'ages 
may by his example lay a stumbling block in. the path of a 
brother and thus contribute to the destrnctwn of 
human personality. The influence of 1s a 
sacred trust, Jror a Chri,stian the use of mtoxiCatmg liquors 
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is a fundamental moral issue which must be determined in the 
light of the gospel of Jesus Christ. 

The drinking of alcoholic beverages is increasingly respon­
sible for the disintegration of the home as witnessed by social 
service records and those of divorce court proceedings. It is 
a major cause of public disorder, disaster, and traffic injuries 
and fatalities. It causes poverty and produces economic waste 
in industry and commerce. It is a corrupting influence upon 
the conduct of public affairs. It is a most formidable obstacle 
to the good life. 

Since human welfare decreases as drinking of alcohol 
increases, we stand opposed to the continuation of the organ­
ized liquor traffic. The church must be vigorous in its opposi­
tion to it. The truth concerning the personal and ·social evils 
of alcohol has been clouded by the falsehoods cleverly presented 
in liquor advertising and propaganda. 

We denounce the continued invasion of the American home 
by liquo1· advertisers who seek to indoctrinate even our chil­
dren in the use of alcoholic beverages, through magazines, news­
papers, radio, television, and other media. We deplore govern­
mental toleration of this practice, and call on tho Congress of 
the United States to enact legislation to prevent the use of 
radio, television, and other interstate means of advertising 
for such purposes. 

'Ve are deeply concerned over the growing practice of per­
mitting the sale of alcoholic beverages through drug and 
grocery stores in a deliberate attempt to win the housewife 
as a customer, This practice also makes these beverages more 

to minors. 
W c commend the secretary of defense for his action in pro­

hibiting the sale of package liquors on most armed services 
installations. We urge the extension of this policy to include 
the outlawing of beer and 1iqum· by the drink on all armed 
forces installations. 

We commend those airlines that refuse to serve alcoholic 
beverages on their airplanes and request each of the other air­
lines to join in this voluntary policy. We also call on the 
Civil Aeronautics Boa·rd and the Congross to enact legislation 
to prohibit rt:he serving, of alcoholic beverages on airplanes. We 
request the railroads likewise to stop the serving. of alcoholic 
beverages on trains. 

Knowledge must always precede conviction, and without 
conviction there can be no successful social1·eform. We there­
fore, as a matter of major importance, call upon our churches 
vigorously to declare and teach the truth concerning the per­
s-onal and social evils resulting from the use of alcoholic 
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bevernges. To do this, we ask them to use and support the 
best methods of educational procedure in every agency of our 
church. 

We urge and support education in our public schools rega.rd­
ing the harmful effects of the usc of alcoholic beverages. 

We recommcn'd that organizations and institutions related 
to 'l'hc Methodist Church refrain f1'0m accepting and printing 
advertisements fm• alcoholic beve1'ages. 

'l'he Methodist Church takes the 110sition tllat laws Rlwuld 
be enacted controlling and prohibiting, the traffic in alcohol. 
'l'he ri'ght of the people to enact such legislation to protect 
their homes and communities is a fundamental legal and moral 
right. Ade(]ua•te relief can come only through total abAtinencc 
for the individual and effective prohibition for the state. 

We give our unqualified endoreement to the program of our 
Board of ~L'emperance, which now centers around these four 
major emphases: 

(1) Positi.ve education for a life free from beverage alcohol. 
This is the htiart of the board's total effort. It is a broad and 
comprehensive educational program designed to reach all 
Methodists and without it there can be no consistent and 
effective action for abstinence. 

(2) Gom·mittnent t·o a.bstinence is a natural and logical out­
growth of commitment to Christ. The Board of Temperanee 
encourages individuals to commit their lives to sobriety as an 
essential manifestation of their Christian faith. 

(3) Rehabilitation of those who suffer because of beverage 
alcohol is clearly the obligation of all Christians. Tl1e board 
gives guidnnce to thousands of pastoi'S and laymen who de~l 
perRon-to-person with individuals and families seeldng theu· 
help. 

(4) Legislation as an effective means to outlaw beverage 
alcohol is a natural outgrowth of the concern of informed 
citizens. The board stimulates local, state, and national legis­
lation to protect individuals, families, and communities from 
the pressures of the organized traffic in beverage alcohol. 

2. Corruption in PoUtics.-We call attention to the fact 
that distressing corruption in the administration of public 
affairs is closely related to moral evil. The Cl'imes of vice 
:finance crimes of violence and institutionalize them. Our 
citizens should demand the most rigid integrity upon the part 
of public servants and ·should support this ~en;and by fl1~l 
pal'lticipation in public affairs. 'l'he great maJority of public 
servants are not corrupt, but corruption to any degree must be 
t•egarded as a menace to political freedom. 

3. Na,.ootio Drugs.-While alcohol is the narcotic drug 
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most ~ar-reaching in its evil effects upon our people, traffic in 
the OJHates such as heroin and marijuana ll3s caused profound 
con:ern. to nll humane people. The distribution of the drugs 
ordmal'lly known as narcotics has recently become much more 
prevalent, with destructive results to the body mind and soni 
of many people, particulnrly those still in 'their 'formative 
years. :ve commend the efficiency of rthe Fc<leral Bureau of 
Narc?hcs, the ~tate legislatures, and the various city polic~ 
?<'PUt b~en:ts which hav~ taken effeetive action, and we rejoice 
m the llliprovement whiCh has resulted. TMs, however gives 
no ~au~e for cm;nrla~ency; Christian compassion dem~nds a 
contmumg and mtelhgent concern. 
. 4. Gntnbl!ng.-Gambling is a menace to business integdty · 
It. breeds. c_rm;c .an~ i~ destructive of the interests of good gov2 
et nment, It IS .m rnttmate relationship with vico and govern­
men:al co,!·ruphon. ~s boo ·been mated in the 1956 Episcopal 
Addt~Rs, The pasSion to get something for nothing inflamed 
by Wld~l~ pub~icized gambling schemes, has rcsult~d in the 
nnderm1m~1g of the basic moral and economic laws of life." 
Constructive measures taken to disorganize this traffic iu evil 
dc~erve w~rm ap!lroval and support from Christian citizens. 

.rhc dl!bwus gams of petty g_ambling are neither nePded nor 
wanted m financing the •vork of the church. All Methodist 
churches not only shall ahstain from the use of raffles lotteries 
nnd other forms of games of chance in the raising of ~oney fo; 
the v~rposcs of_the church (1f272) but should protest similar 
gam?I~ng prachces by secular organizations in theit· com­
mmuhes. 

5. 'l'obn~co.-In the 1956 lDpiscopal Address the bisbops 
?,f Methodism stated th.at the widespread usc of tobacco now 
. not only t•onfronts soctety with a serious health problem but 
Js als~, becoming an increasing danger as n fil'e hazard. S~cial 
amembes and personal courtesies often suffer t:hrouo·h tlw 
tho~t.ghtl;ssness resulting from the dominant demands for tJ1 ~ ~flbsfacbon o~ this habit-forming practice regardless of th~ 
comfort and rights of others." 

VVe are deeply ~::oncerned over the increase in the use of 
to!mcco! especmlly among youth, and we protest against the 
m1s_leadmg, and suggestive advertisements for ·the promotion 
of Its sale. 

It~ the interest of a larger Christian influence and service 
'':'e Issue om· solemn warning to youth against all such dec~p­
bve propagan~]a and urge them to abstain from the use of 
tobacc~ 1~ all1·ts f~n·ms. \Vc remind our adult membership tlwt 
the prmctple of ng·ht example .must· he considered ill reo-ard 
to the use of tobacco. "' 
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We recommend that organizations and institutions related 
to The Methodist Church refrain from accepting and printing 
advel'tisements for tobacco. 

~ 2023. Abstinence Among Church Leaders 
It is recommended that no member be nominated for or 

appointed to any official pof=l:ftion in the church _or chur.ch 
school who is not a morally disciplined person, w1th spccml 
reference to total abstinence from alcoholic beverages. (See 
~ 207.) 

,-r 2024. World Order and International Peace 
'l'he role of the Church in today's world situation is clear. 

Its· task is to help mankind attain freedom, human rights, 
justice, adequate living standards, sclr-government, and the 
co-operation of all nations for rthe mamtenance of peace. 

With the development of increasingly horrible weapons of 
mass destruction, mankind stands at the threshold of pos­
sible extinction. In the face of this situation, Christians every­
·whel·e are confronted with a definite challenge. 

.Motivated and mobilized by tl1e spirit of Christ and chal­
lenged by wo1·Id conditions, Christians are in a strategic posi­
tion to make the g.ospel articulate in wcHld affairs to the 
end that peace may become real and dynamic. 

1. '.l'he Individual and Peaoe.-In the Episcopal Address of 
1956 we read : 

"The attainment of enduring peace is primarily a matter 
of knowledge and spirit. Wars continue, not because they are 
inevitable, but because the people 'do not know the ways of 
peace' and therefore have not aimed at 'whatever makes. for 
peace.' We have educated society to live in a world of war 
and not in a world of peace, which explains why, when wars 
are won, the peace is so quickly lost." 

The Methodist Church is in accord with the following ex­
pression of the Second Assembly of the World Council of. 
Churches of 1954 on '"l'he Church and International Rela­
tions": 

"Christians everywhere are committed to world peace as a 
goal. However, for them 'peace' means far more than mere 
'absence of waT'; it is characterized positively by freedom, 
justice, truth, and love. For such peace the Church must labor 
and pray." 

We call upon individual Methodists to hold fast to rthe gospel 
of tlte Christ of peace. One of the foundations of a warle~s 
world finds its origin within the thinking of the individual 
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Christian. Hatred and p:rejudice must be overcome by love as 
the cementing bond of brotherhood. When the teachings of 
Jesus are fully accepted and implemented by virile, vigorous 
action, war as a means of settling international disputes will 
die. As war disappears, thereby -setting the world free from 
the tyranny of destruction, man will be able to build anew, 
within a rtruly Christian structure, an environment of lasting 
freedom and peace. 

2. Moral and Spirit1tal Aspects of Peaoe.-The primary 
conditions of peace lie in the attitudes of men. Since i't holds 
in its keeping the moral and spiritual forces for a peaceful 
wol'ld, the Church has a unique and God-given responsibility. 
The position of IJ.~he Methodist Church is made clear in the 
Social Creed, 1f 2020 § li'. Certainly the Church can be an 
Agency of great power for the establishment of a world com­
munity, as has been demonstruted by the missionary and 
ecumenical movements. 'l'hat the bonds of .brotherhood among 
Christians have held so firm during the recent years of war 
and .international tension is occa1don for humble thanksgiv­
ing to God. From 'the beginnings already made, a wider world 
community must be fashioned rthrough co-operation with per­
f!ons of all religious faiths. To this ideal we dedicate ourselves 
unflinchingly. 

3. Man's Str1tggle Tmvat·d Self-Govermne·nt.-Since World 
War II the·re has been a surge toward self-government and 
Belf-determinrution on the part of subject peoples. Old imperial­
isms are breaking up. Colonial and dependent territories are 
seeking freedom and political independence. 'l'hese affecrted 
peoples are struggling for the knowledge, the tools, and the 
skills necessary to provide themselves with a :::;tandard of living 
desig.ned to alleviate hunger, disease, exposure, and ignorance. 
They are seeking, and many have already gained, a new status 
in the family of nations. 

We reaffirm the Christian'::::; undying interest in freedom and 
self-government for all -people. We urge all governments to 
support the aspirations of non-self-governing peoples through 
such educational, medical, and technical aid as may assist 
them to gain independence and to set up stable democraJtic 
governments and Christian social practices for tllemselves. 

4. Mankind Oomprises One F'amily.~We believe that all 
peoples, irrespective of color, race, caste, creed, or national 
origin, arc one family of God's creation. Differences within 
this family may exist according to individual circumstances, 
but we commend to all of us, as children of God, diligence in 
understanding the conditions confronting our brothers of all 
lands and dedicated earnestness in applying ourselves toward 
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helping them achieve and maintain harmony and understand­
ing one of the other. 

5. Opposition to Materialistic ldeologies.-The Christian 
religi011 stunds in direct opposition to materialistic· ideologies 
pr"valent in many places in th,e world. These ideologies, with 
t-I1eir disregard for human rights, their scorn for the dignity 
of the individual, and their failure to acknowledge the father­
huod of God and the brotherhood of Man, are abhorrent to 
ba:odc Christian principles. 

'Ve believe the best defense against these mwtcrialistic 
ideologies is fuund in the preservation and growth of -Christian 
democratic institutions and in the daily practice of the Ghrif.;­
t.inn way of life. "Te believe that such growth and practice 
provide powerful stimulus to the elimination, as rapidly H~> 
por-;:~ihle, of: (a) racial and class distinction; (b) economic 
conditions which cause hunger, disease, and ignorance for 
large segments of the human race; and (c) the political sup­
Jil'I'HRion of human rights. 

We believe that Christian concern fo-r the physical and 
t;{Jidtual welfare of all people will promote unselfish sharing of 
esr-;t>utial goods and the values of life which God har-; so 
Javi:;hly vrovided. Such sharing will give great imvetus to 
t:he elimination of the basic causes of war. 

6. Implemen#ng Wot·la Peace.-Peace is the gilt of God, 
but it is appropriated by man only through the practice of 
love and co-operation. The peace of God cannot be contained 
within any one nation, economic system, or religion. •ro be 
a stable and lasting reality it must become universal. 

No one nation or group of nations, pitted against othPr 
nations, can initiate or maintain world peace. It can onl~' be 
the result of understanding, forbearance, and co-operation 011 

the part of all nations. 
We give thanks to God for the United Nations and it~> 

ngE.>nciefl, and their continued efforts to create peace h1 the 
world. Particularly do we commend the United Nations for 
its direct rruproach, exploration, and action on crucial prob­
lemB that arise periodically throughout the world and pol-le 
a direct threat to the peace of the world. ·we are extremely 
grateful, too, for the enlightened political leaders and revre­
sentatives of various individual nations who so courageously 
Rhare their part of the responsibility for wo1·Id peace. 

We believe there is- continuing and urgent need to U."le more 
fully the vadous agencies of international understanding and 
~o-operation which are. presently available in the United 
Nations. We believe the United Na<tions and its agencies 
~hould be suppm·ted, strengthened, and improved. Moreover, 
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if these facilities are to become most effective the United 
Nations, with membership open to all nations ~ust be given 
sufficient au<thority to enact, interpret and' enforce world 
law against aggression and war. ' 

We call upon the government of the United States to 
expand its leadership in an effort to bring about such chartf"l' 
revisions as are necessary to facilitate the work of the United 
Nations in maintaining international order and in preventing 
the outbreak of war. 

·we recognize, however, that it is upon the Church that the 
major 'l'esponsibiJi.ty for guiding the world toward lasting 
peace rests .. The Chmch can, and should, reach directly into 
the hearts of individuals of all nations. Political leaders are 
_often blind. to t~e fears of insecurity, poverty, destruction, 
and war With which so much of mankind is enshrouded 

We believe rthat the Church·, thi·ough its genuine c~ncern 
for every man I'egardl~ss of race, color, or national origin, and 
through the compassiOnate love of the Lord Jesus Christ 
can effectively disintegrate these man-made baniers to unde;. 
standi_ng. and brotherhood so essential to world peace. 

. 7. Unwm·Ba.l Disarma1nent.-Tbe necessity for universal 
diSarmament is urgently apparent. 

Jesus said, "'l'hey that take the sword shall perish with 
the sword." .Translated into terms of the current world prob­
lem! a continued program of competitive armaments by the 
maJor blocs of world powers leads toward financial bank­
ruptcy and the irrecoverable dissolution of material and 
power, if not to the abyss of mutual annihilation. 

The menace of the arms race is recognized by the dis­
armament proposals made by the United States in terms of 
a system of aerial inspection and by Russia . in terms of 
strategically loca:ted inspection teams. '.rhe faot that the pro~ 
posals of one nation may not be satisfactory to the other must 
not discourage us from insisting on the continuous search for 
mutua1ly satisfactory bases for universal disarmament and 
the heai'ty approval of aU efforts made in the councils of the 
nations toward that end. Nor need it deter any nation from 
creating and announcing to the wol'ld a definite plan for 
progressive disarmament as an invttation for other nahons 
to varticipate in it. 

The vision of what can be done consh·uctivcly to lift the 
level of the life of the world with the money now being ex­
pende~ for stockpiles of military preparations in men and 
mat:er~el, ·should ~ve find the. way to alleviate this militm·y 
financtal burden, IS a further meentive for our untiring effort. 

.An even greater cost of war is represented by the tragic 
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sacrifice of human life. This, indeed, is the greatest cost of 
all. We cannot estimate the leadership in the aris, sciences, 
and humanities which has been lost to our civilization through 
the grim toll of conflict. War indeed must cease, and--universal 
disarmament is the prime and potent factor toward that end. 

Of this we are sure, that we cannot achieve any permanent 
disarmament apart from a fundamental agreement among the 
nations subject to enforceable international authority. 

"\Ve therefore affi.rm as the imperative g,oal for the effO'rt 
of all nations a universal disarmament through the United 
Nations. We urge all Methodists to keep themselves informed 
on the progress of the nations toward this gateway to peace 
and to let 1lleir. representatives in government know of their 
determination that a solution to this universal problem must 
be found. . 

Because of possible deleterious hereditary effects of atomic 
radia,tion and the reported miscalculations on a .previous 
hydrogen bomb test, we urge discontinuance of nuclear ex­
plosions by all nations and recommend, instead, the further de­
velopment of atomic energy for peaceful uses. 

8. The In-dividual and MiUtaTV Tmin.i-ng.-We believe our 
task to be the revelation of the message of Jesus of Nazareth­
a message of love, of healing, of reconciliation, and of the 
~·emoval of prejudice and hatred. We find the utilization of war 
as a method of settling international issues unacceptable in 
theory and practice. 

·we believe it is the task of every nation to develop and 
utilize existing processes for the attainment of a peaceful 
settlement of international disputes. The Methodist Church 
dedicates itself to lend every assistance to government for the 
attainment of this goal. 

We reaffirm traditional Methodist opposition to any system 
of peacetime universal military training. We appeal to the 
United States to give bold leadersllip looking rtoward the uni­
versal abolition of peacetime conscription by or through the 
United Nations. 

Regarding the duty of the individual Christian, opinions 
sincerely differ. Faced by the dilemma of participation in 
war, he must decide _prayerfully before God wha,t is to be his 
course of .action in relation thereto. What the Christian citizen 
may not do is to obey men Tather than God, or overlook the 
degree of compromise in our best aet!'l, or gloss over the sin­
fulness of war. The Church must hold within its fellowship 
persons who sincerely differ at 1this point of critical decision, 
call all to repentance, mediate to all God's mercy, minister to 
all in Chris-t's name. 
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We believe it is our obligation to render every assistance 
to the individual who conscientiously objects to service in the 
military forces. He should receive counsel concerning his 
rights in this respect, assistance in bringing bis claim before 
the proper authorities, and support in securing recognition 
theTeof. 

'l'housands of our sons and daughters have, with sincere 
Christian conscience, responded to -the call for service in the 
military forces. We are obligated to provide pre-induction 
counseling and educational material prepared by the related 
agencies of the church, such as the Boa-rd of Education, the 
Methodist Youth Fellowship, etc. This mate1·ial should be 
directed toward the wise usc of leisure time and the challenge 
:to Christlike living during their military service. We believe 
particular emphasis should be directed to the serviceman's 
bearing a good witness for Christ, the Church, and the nation 
while on duty outside his country. 

In meeting these obligations we reiterate our unswerving 
opposi•tion ·to the principle of militarism and any de-pendence 
for security upoi:t the sword alone. 

We call upon local Methodist churches to enlist the interest 
of, and to otf.er hospitality -to, the men and women of the 
armed services who arc stationed in or near their communities. 
We further recommend that the home pastors of those young 
people who have entered military service urge them to con­
tinue their active church affiliation and participation in the 
Methodist churches nearest the points they may be assigned. 

9. Technical Assistance and Foreign Ait:l.-We sincerely 
acknowledge the liberal conh'ibution of the United States 
and other countries for food and other material l'esources 
togethet• wHh technical assistance to benefit the underde­
veloped areas of the world. 

We believe •that economic assistance, which seeks to make 
the benefits of scientific advance and industrial progress 
available f6r the improvemel'l.t of underdeveloped areas is an 
example of both Christian love and practical intemational 
brotherhood. 

We urge that the United Nations Program of Technical As­
sistance and the United States Program of Foreign Aid 
(Point IV) be supported hereafter on a long-range rather 
than an annual basis. Necessary safeguards to ensure against 
such aid being used for either military or political expediency 
should be provided. Study should be continued to determine 
the areas of greatest need for distribution, and the agencies 
through which the distribution should be made (with consid-
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erution given to the Special United Nations· Fund for Eco­
nomic Development). 

l'crsonuel employed in these projects should be of.the highest 
character and should ever seek, through the implementation of 
the aid program, to develop b8tter human relations as well U..<J 

better economic conditions. 
VVe also commend and urge increased support of technical 

assistance by denominational and interdenominational pro­
grams as well as by private foundations and agencies. 

10. Civil Libedies.~The American Declaration of In­
dependence declares that life, liberty, and the pursuit of 
happiness are the inalienable rights of every human being. 
This implies that these rights are not the gifts of g,avernments, 
hut the gifts of God. Civil governments exist, not to confer 
these rights, but to guarantee them 1o all men alike and to 
protect all men in the fullest possible enjoyment of them. The . 
right to be free implies not only the freedom of the body but 
the freedom of the mind. 

In this time of fear, areas of freedom of speech and thought 
a-re being narrowed all over rthe world. Everywhere there is 
increasing limitation of the expression of variant ideas and 
opinions, and even of factual information. Thought control 
uses the techniques of absolute censorship, surveillance by 
secrm police, torture, imprisonment, and death. Other tech­
niques are those of social rejection, calling of names, demands 
for "loyalty oaths," denial of employment, irresponsible ac­
cusations, and assertion of "guilt by association." 

In any of these cases the results arc false and inadequate 
information, degradation of the human mind, and shackling 
of the human spirit. In-such an a•tmosphere suspicion becomes 
fear, fear becomes ha<tred, and hwtred becomes war. Our role 
is not to suppress ideas, but to open channels of communi­
cation so that men can come to know the thoughts of their 
neighbors, and so that the best thoughts of all men can come 
to be possessions of all mankind. 

We who are Christians profess that Christ came to 
dcmonsh·ate the character of God and reveal that God is 
love. Love is. the power of God at work in human '!'elations. 
Against such power no earthly barriers can stand, no earthly 
armies ultimately can pl'evail. This power can be ours. 
\V c need only dare to use it. 

'IT 2025. Loyalty Oaths 
We protest legislation requiring the loyalty oath of any 

church to any state 0'1' nation. The Ohurch must be in the 
world but not of irt. She belongs to no class, nation, or· race. 
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She belongs to Christ. The Church cannot serve two masters. 
She can obey but one, Jesus Christ. 'l'he Church must be 
f1·ee to bring all persons and institutions under the judgment 
of the gospel. In so far as the state is righteous, it has noth­
ing to fear from the Church. In loyalty to her Lord th~~ 
Church will be its grave and sturdy ally. But in so far as a 
state seeks !J:o dominate, the Church must resist. Irreedom is 
secure and justice is maintained only as the Church lives 
and works among men, not as a creature subservient to tlw 
state, but as a free, unintimidated voice, speaking for Al­
mighty God in opposition to error and evil, and in support of 
truth and righteousness. 

~ 2026. The Methodist Church and Race 
The teaching of our 'Lord is that all men are brothers. 'l'he 

l\o!nster permits no discrimination because of race, color, or 
national ol'igin. 

'l'he position of The Methodist Church, long :held and 
frequently declared, is an amplification of our LQrd's teaCh­
ing. "'l'o discriminate againlij't a person solely upon the basis 
of his race is both unfair and unchristian. Every child of Gorl 
is entitled to that place in society which he has won by his 
industry and his character. 'l'o deny him that position o~ 
honot' because of the accident of hls bh•th is neither honest 
democracy nor good religion." (The Episcopal Address, 1952 
and 1956.) 

'l'here must be no place in The Methodist Church for racial 
discrimination or enforced segregation. Re.cognizing that we 
have not attained this goal, yet rejoicing in the progress made, 
we recommend that discrimination or segregation by any 
method or prnctice, whether by conference structure or 
othe1·wise, in The Methodist Church be abolished with rea.<;­
onable speed, 'l'he growing spirit of brotherhood throughout 
the chm·ch strengthens our confidence that, under the leader­
ship of the Holy Spirit, we will continue_ to go forward. 

There is a changing racial climate in our world, largely 
growing out of the teachings of the Christian Church. The 
conscience of society has become increasingly senSitive re­
gal·ding racial discrimination and injustiCe. Methodists unite 
with people of all lands and all faiths in a determined effort 
to eliminate these unchristian practices. We look to the 
ultimate establishment of a truly Christian society. 

The decisions o-f rthe Supreme Court of the United States 
relative to segregation make necessary far-reaching and often 
difficult community 1'Cadjustments throughout the nation. Wc-
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caU upon our people to effect these adjustments in all good 
faith, with brotherliness and patience. In doing this all racial 
groups must be willing to admit their imperfections and seek 
to correct them. Let the-se things, however, be done ill love lest 
the cause of Chrisb suffer art our hands. 

It is our desire to accomplish the realization of Christian 
brotherhood .and full participation by all in every aspect of 
the church's life. We join other people of good will around 
the world in moving toward the day when all races shall 
share richly without discrimination or segregation in the 
good things of life. 'l'herefore, we resolutely go forward with 
1thc work begun with respect to race relations in the church 
and in om· world. 

In this spiTit, we recommend the following: 
1. That the institutions of the church, local churches, 

colleges, universities, theological schools, publishing agencies, 
hospitals, and homes carefully restudy tl1eir policies and 
practices as they relate to race, maldng certain that thes_e 
policies and practices are Oh1·istian. 

2, That Methodists in <their homes, in their work, in their 
churches, and in' their communities actively work to eliminate 
discrimination on the basis of race, color, or national origin, 
'l'htlt pal'ents, teachers, and others who work with children 
and youth help create attitudes which make it easy rto live 
in harmony with those of other races. 

3. 'l'hat Methodist churches in changing neighborhoods, 
rather than seeking new locations, early prepare their people 
to welcome into their fellowship all races as they become a 
part of their community. 

'l'hat our pastors, upon whom rests the responsibility of 
receiving individuals into church membership discharge that 
responsibility without regard to race, color, or national origin. 

4. That bishops, district superintendents, pastors, and lay 
leaders seek ways for the implementation of better fraternal 
relations between the Central .T urisdiction and other juris­
dictions where they are adjacent, by closer co-operation at 
Annual and District Conferences, and at local-church levels. 

5. That Methodists at national and international meetings 
of the church make provision for equality of accommodations 
for aU l·aces, without discrimination or segregation. 

6. That the many racial and national groups which make 
up our Methodist world fellowship be aO:orded the opportunity 
without discrimination to enjoy full participation in all the 
activities of the church. 
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,-r 2027. Church~School Literature and 
Quadrennial Emphasis 

Our church-school literature serves the church in ways 
vital to its life and work, and therefore it should be used in 
every church school. 

The increasing effectiveness of our literature is indicated 
by the fact that during the last quadrennium there has been 
an increase in circulation of 780,000, so that the present 
average circulation is 6,800,000. 

Some of the values of our literature are as follows: 
l. It nurtures the spiritual life and character. 
2. It confronts men and society with the need of redemp­

tion through Christ Jesus, 
3. It challenges to commitment to Christ and to the 

practice of his spirit and teachings in everyday life. 
4. It sets forth the historic Christian faith as understood 

and proclaimed by Methodism. 
5. It requires extensh•e use of the Bible as the source of 

our faith and practice. 
6. It undergirds all church-wide programs authorized by 

the General Conference. 
7. It makes provision for every· age group in every type 

of church. 
8. Its effectiveness depends upon consecrated teachers 

willing to study faithfully and to seek training, 
Its use will be an effective instrument in the promotion 

of the emphases of the coming quadrennium. 

,-r 2028. Religion and the Public Schools 
The Methodist Church is committed to the public school as 

the most effective means of providing common education for 
all our children. We hold that it is an institution essential to 
the preRervation and development of our true democracy. But 
our public schools are hard pressed. Public tax funds, in 
increasing sums, are diverted to sectarian schools. Opponents 
of the public schools call the schools "Godless" while at 
the same time legal restrictions are placed upon the recog­
nition of religion in the schools. It is time for the friends of 
the public schools to be alert to this situation and to be active 
in their support. 

We deodre to co-operate with educational leaders in achiev­
ing the highest functioning of the American public school 
system in terms of the intellectual and moral devP]opment of 
the pupils and the-enrichment of the national life. We there­
fore call upon our people: (1) to acquaint themselves with 
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the program and problems of the public school and to do all 
they can to encourage and strengthen the work of teachers and 
administrators, and (2) to present to our able:;t youth the 
spiritual and public-service opportunities of public school 
ten(•hing as a vocation. 

\Ve arc unalterably opposed to the divei·sion of tax funds to 
the support of private tlnd sectarian schools. In a short time 
this scattering process can destroy our American public school 
R;rstem and weaken the foundations of national unity. 

VVe believe that religion has a rightful place in the public 
school program, and that it is possible for public school 
teachers, without violating the traditional American principle 
of separn !:ion of church and state, to teach moral principles 
and spiritual values. We hold that it L"l possible, within this 
snme principle of separation of church and state, to integrate 
religious instruction with the regular curriculum-for example, 
tenching religious classics in courses in literature, and in 
social studies showing the influence of religion upon our so­
ciety. Such teaching would afford a background for further 
alld more specific instruction on the part of home and church. 
'l'he home and church must carry tbe chief responsibility for 
nmturing vital faith which motivates life, but the home and 
church must have the sUpport of our publie schools, Our 
society mm;t discover the techniques within the principle of 
separation of church and state by which that supp01·t can be 
acllieved, 

~ 2029. Call to Evangelism 
l-1Jvangclism is the heart of the Church. If it is sound, all 

tlmt is the Body of Christ is athrob with vital power. If it 
i~ ~trong, every concern and activity which belongs to the 
Bncly of Christ is curried forward with competence. 

\Ye believe the Church has arrived at an hour of supreme 
ONIOl'tunity. This is true in terms of mlprececlented popula­
tion growth, especially in the United States of America. 
l'reseut tt·ends indicate there v.'i11 he a net gain of more than 
63,000,000 in this country in the next twenty years. This of 
itself calls for an intensive a-nd extensive· program in cvange­
lislll which will result in the establishment of thousands of 
new churches, the recruiting alHl training of thousands of new 
ministers, and the reaching of millions of unchurched persons 
for Christ and hh; Church. 

The Church's opportunity rises even more urgently from 
the total worid situation and from issues of far greater im­
port than population expan>~ion. In this -respect, when has 
Jesus Christ stood more tall against the skyline of past 
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even~s an~ future n_eeds? When have men been more willing 
to giYe hnn a hearmg? When has the world been more in 
need of him 'l Where is the salvation to compare with the new 
men and new world which can be born through him? 

Devotees of economic and political secularism in our times 
whether of the right or left, would correct evil and creat~ 
ju1'ltice by external law and coercion, Indeed, they ignore or 
deny the existence of a God who alone can do this. So even 
the! good they would do is destroyed in the end by the evil 
which abides unconquered in their hearts. 

Salvation gained through Christ begins within. Christianity 
conquers evil and creates goodness first within the heart and 
mind. It links men with the love, power, and wisdom of God. 
~l'hen through men whose hearts God ha.s cleansed, whose 
thoughts God directs, and whose deeds God empowers Chris~ 
tianity conquers evil and establishes the good, ' 

Only Christlike people working under the empowerment 
and direction of a Christlike God can create and sustain a 
world which can long exist in this Atomic ICm. 

Let it be understood, events of these turbulent times will 
not wait patiently for our convenience. The world has been 
in the forge of great travaiL It now is upon the anvil flam­
ing hot. !t is soft and malleable. Almost anything ~an be 
made of It, from paradise beyond our dreams to hell more 
hideous than our worst fears. For a few fleeting years we 
are the man at the anvil. Soon the metal will harden and 
what we have made, we have made. 

While strategy for wise and co-ordinated endeavor in the 
local church, a denomination, and throughout Christendom 
must be a constant concern, the major responsibility for meet­
ing this evangelistic opportunity rests upon the personal 
response of each Christian in his opportunity to be a witnesR. 

People ask, "What is the answer to the menace of modern 
Communism, the decay of secularism, the threat of American 
jingoism? What is the way to sanity and hope? What can 
remedy the siclmess now threatening civilhmtion with death?" 

]'or those who know Jesus Christ there is a sane and 
conquering answer. l!~or them it is not fearful withdrawalH 
behind sl~1·ill denunciations of Communism nor cautious pro­
tes~s agam.st American materialism. It is a bold and Practical 
action Which operates at the grass roots, which overcomes 
weeds by planting something better. It is the unending ever­
increasing, irresistible impact of every Christian doin~ what 
he can where he is as a witness in life and word for Jesus 
Christ. . · .. ' 

Without a 'Yihless truth is impotent. It has neither feet 
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nor voice. It may be buried under ignorance, shunned through 
indifference, forgotten in silence, lost in superstition, betrayed 
by rumor. It has no vital life, no way to reach and rule the 
minds of men. It is helpless, captive. 

It is the witness who sets truth free, gives it legs to stride 
the globe, a voice to recruit obedience. The witness liberates 
truth, lets it become the incandescence of wisdom, the tool 
of science, a dynamic for morality, the found3.tion for faith, 
even the hand of God. 

Thus the last request made by our Lord of his friends was, 
"lle my witnesses," Even before they were first ca11ed Chris­
tians, they had another name, witnesses! The New Testament, 
the Church, indeed all Christian history from that day to 
this, is the evidence of Christians at work as witnesses. 

So the Christian Church was born in a dying world among 
doomed men. During centuries when the best harvest of all 
that mankind had achieved in millennia past sickened and 
perished, there emerged in the providence of God a new and 
mighty mother for a new and nobler culture. Those first 
friends of our Lord, in obedience to his request, brought new 
life to doomed men. Of their witnessing a new humanity was 
born, a new world established. 

So the saving truth revealed by Jesus Christ has lived and 
grown through the centuries. Empires have risen and fallen. 
But that truth has lived on. It has traversed the centuries 
and spanned the continents because always there were val­
iant hearts whose lips gave it voice, whose feet gave it trans­
port, whose lives gave it authority. By witnesses it came to 
us. By witnesses it lives and worl{s among us in redeeming 
power today. 

As our I.Jord trusted his first friends, so he trusts us_. Up­
on us rests even· a greater debt of honor. As their witness 
was needed by doomed men in a dying world, no less is ours. 
As obedience to their responsibility lifted their little lives 
into significance far beyond their imagining, so may we be 
lifted. 

We who wish to be known as the friends of Jesus Christ 
have our chance now. The Church has arrived at the hour 
of unsurpassed opportunity. If we believe in him and will 
serve him, the time is now ! "Behold, now is the accepted 
time; behold, now is the day of salvation." 

1f 2030. Church and Community Co-operation 
in Town and Country 

It "is in active participation in the life of the local com­
munity that an individual becomes a unit in our total society. 
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~ecause of this, the church should asSign its pastors and plan 
1ts program to serve the total parish area. The stronger town 
church a~d the adjacent rural churches should work together 
to m:et ~he ne~ds of the area. This gives an adequate basis 
for crrcmt, pansh, and group ministry plans. 

An e~ective denominational church serving every rural 
commumty is our primary objective. Federated and union 
churches have given good temporary service in some fields· 
but they should become part of a denomination within two 0 ; 

three Y;-~rs. Mutual exchange, denominational withdrawal, 
and affiliated n;tem?ership are among the -methods found 
heiJ?~ul. . Denommahonal overlapping and excessive com­
petition m overchurched areas should be corrected We su 
~1ort allocation of denominational responsibility in ~ew fiell­
~n order to av?id each denomination establishing a church fo~: 
1ts own constituency. 'Ve would name the state council of 
ch~rches, ~her~ver possible, as the agency through which 
thiS allocation IS made. 
Th~ u.roup ministry is a voluntary plan of co-operation and 

assocmhon of churches in a natural geographic or political 
area ~o make better use of ministerial and lay leaders. A 
council comp?sed of ministerial and lay representatives from 
each church I~ the l~sual form of organization. This minL"ltry 
n;tay be orgamzed either denominationally or interdenomina­
twnally. 

'l:he larger parish is usually organized with one minister as 
charrma~1. n:e dir~cts the work of a staff of specialized workers. 
The parish Is gmded by a council made up of representatives 
elected by. the co-operating churches. The purpose of th 
lai·ger parish is to serve eff~ctively the entire constituency 0~ 
~e area. thr~~~g:h the ~harmg of leadership, resources, and 
mforma~wn. Ihrs sharmg can greatly aid the work of th 
ch~rrch m .a given com.munity or group of communities. Th: 
l=;nger parish may be erther denominational or intm·denomina­
tional. 
. The Parish Area. A clear designation of parish boundaries 
1~ .necessary in or~er tJ:at. there may be pastoral rcsponsi­
hiht~ fo; every fam1ly Withm a parish, and in order to avoid 
duphcatwn of effort and competition between Methodist 
churches. 

1f 2031. The Healing Ministry of Jesus 
In ~is ministry. J est?s not only taught .and preached the 

gospel, he exemplified It by healing the sick and helping the 
needy. T.h: New Testament states that "Jesus went ahont 
all the Cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and 
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preaching the· gospel of the kingdom and healing every sick­
ness." Among the instructions. which he gave the_ .twelve,. as 
he sent· them forth, were· these: "Preach ... Heal the sick, 
, .. : freely ye have received, freely give." ~n the parable ~f 
the good Samaritan he pointed o~1t ~at on_e s_love of God .Is, 
incomplete until it· finds expresswu m rehevmg human dis­
tress. 

John Wesley, founder of .Methodism, insisted tha~ our 
Christian faith, if it is to be vital, must include compasswnate 
service to our· needy fellow men. 

In the light of ·Jesus' many admonitions and examples and 
their re-emphasis by John Wesley, The Methodist Church 
affirms that God has laid upon his people the obligation to 
care for the sick, the aged, and children in distress, and that 
to accomplish this purpOse· hospitals and homes should be 
e~tablished and supported by the church. 

The church has a divine missio'n to meet ·human need. 
AR our brother's keeper we have a moral obligation to ease 
suffering. Persons in every walk of life realize the importance 
of good health and welfare, and this has been strongly em­
phasized by the United Nations through the establishment. of 
the World Health Organization and other departments With 
welfare interests and responsibilities. This alone is posi.tive 
te:;timony that world letlders recog:g_ize that care must be giVen 
to people of aU ages in aU circumstances. We cannot, as a· 
church, neglect our responsibility to help God's children, be­
cause the health and welfare of our nation-and our world­
affects every living person.

Women 

The World Federation of· Methodist Women is recognized 
as un agency to unite the women of the Methodist churc~es 
around the world for fellowship in the purpose ·of knowmg 
Christ and making him known. (See 1f 568.)

3. It is recommended that these courses be taken in an ap­
proved pastors' school. If this is not possible, they may ·be 
tal{en through the Correspondence Office. 

4. GuideboOks for the courses are published under the titles 
Stttdies for License to Prea.ch, Introdnctory Studies for the 
Minist-ry, and Student's H(tndbook for Om-respondence Work 
(covering the four-'yeiir course of mT 2045-48). The student 
should rend the instructions in these guides before preparing 
his examination on each book, and should- follow them ca're· 
fully. All examinations must be in ·writing, without ·any aid 
from another. The student should complete at least· one book 
each month. 

5. Passing a 'written examination on the five books in 
~ 2043 is required for license to preach (1f 306). The ex­
:mlination may be given by the District Committee on- Min­
isterial Qualifications (1f 695) or by the Correspondence Of­
fice,· as the district superintendent may_ direct.

']'his glossary is published for the convenience of the reader. 
The definitions here glven do not conRtitute the law of the 
church, but are bas~!l on tli.tt law as stated in the Constih1tio 
and statutes in the Discipline or, where no specific leglslatio~ 
covers the subject, on accepted practice. 

Appoint~nent. The pastoral charge or other position in the church 
to ':'h1ch a preacher is assigned by. a bishop or, between sessions 
of the Annual Conference, by a district superintendent ('il1[ 362 
§ 3, 431-33.) • 

Apportionment_ An amount· assigned -to a local church or other 
:M:ethodlst body by_ proper church authority to be raised by that 
body for some connectional purpose, 

Approved supply pasto:- A local preacher who on ;eco~mendati~n 
of the Board of :Mmlsteria1 Training and Qualiflca tions has 
bet>n appr.oved by the Annual Conference as eligible for appoint­
ment durmg the ensuing year as a supply pustor·'of a charge 
(~~ 314-20.) Bee Supply pastor. · 

Area, ep~sc:opal. Tile ~nn~ul Conference or Confere~ces assigned 
to a bishop for resJdentml and presidential supervision : (Ull' 37 
38, 440, 2102-3.) • ' 

Baptism, adult- (youth). Administration ,of· the Sacrament. of 
~aptism to those who present themselves and,- after -instruc­
i~.)' personally take the- vows set forth· in the ·Ritual. (tfU 1911-

Baptism, c:hHd_ · Admi~istration of the Sacrament of: Baptlsm.- to 
infants or young children whose parents gmwdiuns or sponso s 
present them and take on their behulf'.the vows 'set forth. ~· 
the Ritual. (ff 1910.) · n 
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Bishop. A general superintendent of The Methodist Church. He is 
an elder who has been set apart after the manner prescribed in 
the Discipline for that office, (~~ 34-41.) 

Cabinet. The district superintendents of an Annual Conference 
acting togetper as a body under the presidency of the blshop. 

Charge, pastoral. One or more churches which are organized 
under, and subject to, the Discipline, with a single pastoral­
clmrge Quarterly Conference, and to which a minister is or 
may be duly appointed or a·ppoiiltable as preacher in charge. 
(U 104.) 

Church, local. A connectional society of persons who have pro~ 
fessed their faith in Christ, have been baptiY.ed, have as­
sumed the vows of membership in The Methodist Church, and 
are associated in fellowship as a local Methodist church in 
order tlmt they may hear the Word of God, receive the Sacra­
ments, and carry forward the work which Christ has com­
mitted to his Church. Such a society of believem, being within 
'l'he Methodist Church and subject to its Discipline, is also an 
inherent part of the Church Universal, which is composed of 
all who accept .Jesus Christ as I~ord and Saviour, UJ1d which 
in the Apostles' Creed we declare to be the holy catholic 
Church. en 102.) 

Circuit. Two or more local churches which are joined toget11er 
for pastoral supervision, constituting one pastoral charge. 
<n 104.) 

<College of Bishops. All the bishops assigned to or elected by a 
.Jurisdictional or Central Conference. 

<Conference, Annual. The baslc _administrative body in 'l'he 1\Ictb­
.odist Church, having supervision over the affairs of the clmrch 
in a -specific territory, as established by tile ,Jurisdictional or 
•C-entral Conference. (111121-25.) Also, tile territory adminis­
tered by such a body. 

Conkronce, Central. A representative body outside the United 
.States of America comparable to a Jurisdictional Conference 
within the United States. (~~ 16-19.) 

Conferenc~ Church. An assembly of the members of a charge or 
church for review and planning of the church's work, for 
.action on matters requiring a vote of the church membership, 
:and, when so authorized by the Quarterly Conference, for elec­
tion of ehurch officers. (UR 33, 196-200.) 

Conferenc~ District. An assembly held annually in each district 
where authorized by the Annual Conference. It include!'! lay ttnd 
ministerial representatives from each local church (n 687) and 
performs the duties assigned to it. {nU 689-91, 695.) 
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Confer':nce, General. The legislative body for the entire church, 
meebng every four years, and having full legislative powers 
over all connectional matters. It is composed of elected repre­
sentatives, ministerial and lay from all the Annual Confer-
ences. (UU 5-10.) ' 

Conference, Jurisdictional 'l'he representative body in the United 
Stll;tes, established by the Plan of Union, composed of minis­
term!. a~d ~a~ delegates from the several Annual Conferences 
o~ a JUrJS(llcbon, and meeting eYery four years. It elects tlie 
bishops and certain members of tile general boards of the 
church. cnn 11-15.) 

Conference, Quarterly. The governing body of the pastoral 
~a:ge. (UU 137~50,) A Church Quarterly Conference is a body 
Bimtlar_Iy con~tituted in each local church of a circuit, with 
authority Hm1ted to control of the property of the local church 
(UU 152-54, 158.) .

Deacon. A person who, having fulfilled the rct}nirements bas been 
electctl. to the order o~ deacon by .an Annual Confe~ence, has 
tak~n the vows prescnbed, and has been duly ordained by the 
laymg on of the hands of a bishop. (nTI 3Ul-93.) 

Deacon, local. A local preacher who has been or!lained deacon . 

Deaconess. A woman who has been led by the Holy Spirit to 
devote herself to Christlike service under the direction of the 
Church_, and who, having met the requirements, has been 
duly licensed, conseera ted, and commissioned by a bishop 
(if 1252.) - . 

Di~~iplinary. I? accordance with the Constitution and laws of 
Ihe MethodiSt Church, as set forth in t11e Discipline. 

Discipline. The official and published statement of the Constltu­
t!on and laws of 'l'he Methodi.st Chui·ch, its rules of organiza­
tion an~ procerl~1re, the description of administrative agencies 
and their functions and the Ritual. 

District. 'l'he major administrative subdivision of an Annual Con­
ference, _established by the Annual Conference and formed 
by the bishop, It comprises a number of pastoral charges and 
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is undet. the supervision of a, distdct superintendent. (W 431 
§ 3.) 

District superintendent. A member of an A~nunl- Conference in 
the effective relation who is appointed by the bishop to travel 
through his district, in order to preach and to oversee the 
spiritual arid temporal afrairs of the- church. (W\1361-62.) 

Elder. A person who, having fulfilled the requirements, has been 
elected to the order of elder by an Annual Conference, has 
taken the vows prescribed, and has· been duly ordained by the 
laying on of the hands of a bishop and other eld~rs. (\l\1401-3.) 
This is the second and higher ministerial order m the church. 

Elder, Ioci!.l. A local preacher who has been ordained elder. 

ltinerancy., The system by which The Methodist Church moves its 
ministers from church to church so that every preacher ·has. a 
church and every church has a preacher. 

Judicial Council. The final court of appeal in The M?thodist 
Church, elected by the General Conference. It dcteriD~nes, on 
appeal the constitutionality of any act of a General, Juris­
dlctior:al, Ol' Central Conference, and exercises other judicial 
functions as set forth in the Discipline. (~~ 901-18.) 

Jurisdiction. A major division of The Methodist C:hurch in the 
United States as established by the Plan of UniOn, composed 
of several Annual Conferences, and under the administration 
of a Jurisdictional Conference. (1~ 11-15, 26.) See Conference, 
Jurisdictional. 

NoTE: When the organiz;ation into jurisdictions was in­
troduced at the tlme of Unification in 1939, tlle~~- WflS u~ce~~ 
tainty whether such a division should be called a JUrisdictiOn 
or a "Jurisdictional Conference." Some of the resulting incon­
sistencies are still found in the Constitution; but in 1944 
all legislation was edited to conform to the popular usage 
which had by that time become established, to use the word 
"jurisdiction" except for the administrative body. 

Layman. A member of n local Methodist church. This term also 
applies to unordained local preachers and to persons who have 
received ministerial ordination but who are not. members on 
trial or in full connection in an Annual Conference. 

Location. The voluntary or involuntary terminnt.ion of a min· 
ister's membership in an Annual Conference Witho It the sur­
render ·of ministerinl crellcntials. orn 374-79.) 

Member, church. A person who has been baptized and. has. ac­
cepted the baptismal and membcrsbip vows, entermg ~to 
solemn covenant with the members of the church, as provided 
in the Ritual. WI 105-12, 1910-16.) 
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Minister. A person who I1as been ordained by a bishop ;.md, ordi­
narily,·-is a member on trial or in full .connection in an An­
nual Conference. 'I'he term is also aPIHicd to licensed, or to 
licensed and ordained, persons serving as pastors of charges. 

Minister on trial. A person who, after meeting the conditions 
prescribed in the Discipline, has been received by vote of an 
Annual Conference as a probationary member of thnt body. 
(U~ 321~31.) 

Min~ster in full connection. A person who, having satisfactorily 
completed all the Dlsciplinary requirements, including the 
probationary period (except for p('rsons received on creden­
tials), has been elected to full membership by an Annual Con­
ference. cmr 341-45.) 

Minister in effective relation. A minister in full connection in an 
Annual Conference who is under appointment of n bishop. 

Minister under special appointment (in detnched service). One 
who has been appointed by a bishop to serve in some capacity 
other than as pastor of a charge or as district superintendent. 
(fl~ 432 §§ 4, 5, 6.) 

Minister in supemumerary relation (supernumeJ•ary), One who 
because of impaired health or other equally sufficient reason 
is temporarily unable to perform full work and has been 
granted this relation by vote of the Annual Conference. (ff 
865.) 

Minister, retired (superannuated). One who has been placed in the 
retired relation by action of his Annual Conference or who 
has reached the age of seventy-two and therefore has automati­
cally been placed in the-retired relation. (n 367·71). 

Official Board. The administrative body of tJ1c local church, re­
sponsible to the Quarterly Conference. (~ 206.) 

Orders, ministerial. The office or Rtatus of a person in the Chris­
tian ministry. In 'l'he l\iethoclist Church ministerial orders Hre 
of two classes: deHcun's and elder's. 

Ordination. The act of conferring ministerial orders. The ritual 
for ordination is set forth in the Discipline. (~ff 1920-21.) 

Preacher, local. A la~'man who has b0en granted a license to 
preach, or has been ordained, according to the laws of the 
church. ITe continues to be a la;v member of, a local church. 
(ffff 304-20,) See note 1mder Preacher, trnvellng. 

Preacher, traveling. A minister who has been admitted on trial 
or into full connection in an Annual Conference. (1!!1 321-85.) 

NOTJ\l: This term ha~ f!-n interesting historical background. 
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The minister, in early Methodism, who devoted his full 
tim'e to the work of the ministry and was therefore subject 
to appointment in :first one place, then ·another, was called 
a •ftraveling preacher," in aistinction from the ''local 
preacher,'' wllo, because he served only part time and earn.ed 
his livelihood by other means, was tie(] to a local commumty 
and was unable to ''travel" or "itinerate," 

Reception on credentials. 'l'he process by which a Ihinister com­
ing from some other evangelical church is received into mem­
bersliip by ·an Annual Conference, on trial or in full connection, 
on presentation of his ministel"ial credentials. (Tiff 411-13.) 

Ritual. The rites and ceremonies which have been authorized for 
use in the administration of the Sacraments of tho Lord's 
Supper and Baptism! in marriage, burial of the de~d, or­
dination, and other offices for the conduct of publle and 
priVate worship. 

Steward. A layman who is charged with the responsibility of ful- · 
filling certain assigned duties. Specifically, u steward in a 
local church is ·one who is elected by the Quarterly Con­
ference or members of the church to serve on the Qnaiterly 
Conference and the Official Board or who holds such ofllce 
ex officio. (Ufi 208-11.) 

Supply pastor. A local preacher or a member of an Annun1 Con­
ference who is employed by a district superintendent during the 
conference year to serve as the pastor of a charge. 

World service. The program, approyud by tho General -Corifer­
enco, for tho promotion of tho gene1·nl benevolences of The 
Methodist ChurCh, inchuling the collection of funds for these 
purposes. 'l'hc world serv-ice agencies arc: the Board of Mis­
sions, t1Je Board of Erlneation, the t}leologieal schools, the 
Board of Evange1iRm, the Boar(l of Lay Aetiyitios, the Board 
of 'l'emperance, the Board of World I'eace, the Board of 
Social and Economic Rellltions, the Board of Hospitals and 
nomcs, tlie Board Of Pensions, the Television, Radio, and 
Film Commission, and the American Bible Society. (UU 741-55.)
