 The year 2004 was a year of significant change concerning the health insurance program. 
The Annual Conference voted to end our self-funded insurance program after several years of 
escalating health costs. All attempts to reduce costs and raise premiums were failing to keep 
the program financially viable; a deficit of about $2 million had accumulated by the end of 2003. 
The conference authorized the purchase of a contract with Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield for 
a fully-insured program. In addition, the conference acted to mandate the participation of all 
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clergy serving full-time or 3/4-time appointments; payments are required from each local charge 
with a full-time or 3/4-time appointment. The September 1, 2004 conversion went quite well. 
The “run-out” expenses of the old plan have been less than anticipated, so the deficit was 
reduced to under $500,000 by the end of 2004. 
Concerning pensions, the General Conference of 2004 made significant changes, which will be 
implemented over the next couple of years. The Board will make the necessary preparations to 
respond to those changes and will help members of the program understand the new 
opportunities and responsibilities.

4. Commission on Equitable Compensation 

 The purpose of the Commission on Equitable Compensation is to support clergy serving as 
pastors in the charges of the annual conference by: 
 a) Recommending conference standards for pastoral support; 
 b) Administering funds to be used in base compensation supplementation; and 
 c) Providing counsel and advisory material on pastoral support to district superintendents and 
committees on pastor parish relations. 
 The Commission on Equitable Compensation is an agency that operates under the direction of 
the Officers of the Annual Conference. 
 Each church or charge has an obligation to pay full compensation as approved by the charge 
conference, to its pastor(s). If it becomes apparent that a church or charge will be unable to 
provide the compensation approved by the charge conference, the church shall immediately 
notify the district superintendent and may request consideration for a short-term emergency 
subsidy grant from the Equitable Compensation Fund. The Book of Discipline of The United 
Methodist Church directs the annual conference, to have a Commission on Equitable 
Compensation that will provide for these functions and maintain the connectional relationships. 
 Originally all local United Methodist pastors were assured a common minimum salary. This was 
uniform to all regardless of years of service, training or assignment. Over the years the annual 
conference has studied and modified the method for determining minimum salary. At the present 
time, the Commission on Equitable Compensation recommends to the Annual Conference for 
action, minimums in the areas of: travel reimbursement, continuing education reimbursement, 
and base compensation. Travel reimbursement and continuing education expense are both set at 
a uniform amount that is applicable to all pastors. The Minimum Base Compensation may be a 
combination of cash, utilities, or pastor’s share of benefits and is set at 60% of the 
Denominational Average Compensation as calculated by the General Board of Pensions and 
Health Benefits for all pastors. This amount is then increased based on the number of years of 
service and by the number of churches served. This amount of payment is mandatory to all 
churches and the Annual Conference sets aside a pool of money each year from annual 
apportionments, to assist churches that for special reasons are not able to meet this minimum. 
 During 2004-2005 the commission will provide supplemental assistance to 24 local churches 
and 3 missional projects. The commission is also providing a counseling service to assist local 
churches and district superintendents in making plans that will strengthen the church so they can 
operate without a supplemental grant.

3. Board of Church and Society 
     The Board of Church and Society’s purpose is to develop and promote programs that provide 
education and action on issues confronting the Church, consistent with the Social Principles and 
Policies adopted by the General Conference and the Iowa Annual Conference. 
 The Board sees as its primary mission to call local churches, individuals, and the Annual 
Conference to witness to Jesus Christ in active Social Justice ministries. 
 Advocacy and education are top priorities as we try to help all members know and understand 
the Church’s Social Principles, as well as both the General and Annual Conference resolutions. A 
full time Justice Advocate is appointed by and responsible to the Bishop. The Advocate 
represents the Bishop and the Iowa Annual Conference at the State House helping elected 
officials understand the church’s official position on issues. A Standing Committee both advises 
and is in consultation with the Advocate. The conference wide Advocacy Network serves as the 
most effective tool to inform members of issues important to the church so that they may make 
their own contacts to their elected officials. 
 The Advocate is available throughout the year to encourage, enable, and educate United 
Methodists in the Social Principles, resolutions and other issues of justice. This education takes 
place at the local church, School of Missions, Youth Annual Conference, and district events to 
name a few. 
 To educate Board members we do training in September at a day and a half meeting. This past 
year the emphasis has been Restorative Justice and looking at ways we can practice restorative 
justice in our churches. Each meeting also includes a Justice Bible Study. The General Board 
offered training for young pastors and the Board supported two pastors to attend training and an 
issues briefing in Washington DC, March 2004. 
 Our second priority is Restorative Justice, thus our education emphasis for all Board members. 
The Restorative Justice Committee has focused its attention on the possibility of a Prison 
Congregation at the Iowa Women’s Correction Facility at Mitchellville. Training persons to share 
the story and the need has been the main emphasis, working to have a full time pastor appointed 
to this “new” congregation or starting this special mission. 
 Working ecumenically with the Iowa Peace Network, the Board continues its emphasis to work 
with others who can share expertise and resources that strengthen peace education and training. 
 Other programs include work with coalitions and advocacy groups sharing our church’s official 
positions on issues, including Project Equality, Iowa Religious Coalition for Reproductive Choice, 
the Iowa Environmental Council, and the Justice Reform Consortium.

5. Board of Global Ministries 
 The big action from the Board of Global Ministries this year is funding the expansion of Justice 
for Our Neighbors from interest earned by the Great Commission Fund, (Bequest Fund). With the 
use of these funds the Justice For Our Neighbors program has been able to hire another 
immigration lawyer to work with immigrants in Iowa. This has allowed the expansion to the 
eastern part of the state. Centers are now in Sioux City, Des Moines, Cedar Rapids, and 
Columbus Junction. 
 Much of the Board’s time has been spent adjusting to the changes in its work because of the 
Matthew 25 legislation. Temporarily the Board, through the Parish Development Standing 
Committee and the Hispanic Standing Committee, will continue to help to fund new church starts 
and Hispanic ministries. There still needs to be many details worked out to allow these important 
functions to continue. The major job of the board will be facilitating the work of the districts. The 
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Community and Institutional Ministries Standing Committee will continue to be responsible for 
funding of the state-wide programs. The Board of Global Ministries supports the work of the 
Board of Church and Society as it works to start a new prison congregation. The Mission 
Education Standing Committee will continue to promote missions throughout the state. 
 The Volunteers in Mission committee and the Iowa-Nigeria Partnership task force have 
become Standing Committees in the Board of Global Ministry. The Volunteers in Mission (VIM) 
continues to grow and is one of the most vital parts of the United Methodist Church. There will be 
a Volunteers in Mission Awareness Sunday celebrated in September, 2005. The Iowa-Nigeria 
Partnership continues to aid the Nigerian United Methodist Church in its rapid growth in spite of a 
lack of funds. A new school building will be dedicated during July, 2005.

11. Commission on Religion and Race 
 The Commission on Religion and Race strives to fulfill the task of pursuing racial inclusiveness 
as an agenda and as a way of life in the Iowa Annual Conference through monitoring, advocating, 
linking, sensitizing conference boards and agencies, and local congregations as well as 
empowering ethnic minority groups. Working with the Bishop and the Cabinet, conference boards 
and agencies, individuals serving cross-cultural appointments, and local congregations is an 
important piece of work and a big step towards achieving the task entrusted to us. 
 We are mandated by the General Church to develop ministries in seven areas, namely; 
Monitoring/Evaluating, Advocating, Empowering, Sensitizing, Counseling/Consulting, 
Investigating, and Enabling. Our partners in our work are: The General Commission on Religion 
and Race; the Commission on the Status and Role of Women; The Commission on Christian 
Unity and Interreligious Concerns; The Board of Church and Society; and The Board of Ordained 
Ministry. These partners provide resources for us while we do our work. Since they are our 
partners, we also provide resources for them. Resources may come in the form of guidance and 
counseling, consulting, information, training, and/or co-sponsorship of an action or event. 
 Membership of the Commission on Religion and Race include 12 elected district 
representatives, representatives of each of the six ethnic minority fellowship groups, one youth 
representative, and the elected chair. We have also included representatives from African 
Methodist Episcopal Church, African Methodist Episcopal Zion Church, and Christian Methodist 
Episcopal Church. These groups are encouraged to provide us with information regarding their 
life together by coming to our meetings and having them give reports. 
 Our ministries during 2004 are: 
 1. We continue to provide adequate resources for racial inclusiveness and celebrating diversity. 
 2. Administering the Ethnic Minority Self-Determination Fund. 
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  a. Churches/agencies received grants from this Fund as they work to empower Ethnic 
Minorities in their communities and/or congregations. 
   1) Diversity Service Center of Iowa (ESL/Citizenship) received $2,000.00. 
   2) Hawthorn Hill – Language Services Program received $2,000.00. 
   3) Hope Ministries received $2,000.00. 
   4) Catholic Charities – Emigrant Rights Network received $1,800.00. 
   5) Columbus Area Hispanic Ministries – Project Open Door received $1,350.00. 
   6) Estherville UMC – Threshold (Hispanic) Ministries received $1,500.00. 
   7) Bidwell Riverside Center received $7,000.00.

13. Commission on Ministry with Persons with Disabilities 
 Our Commission continues to strive to maintain a level awareness on disability issues in the 
Iowa Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church. To this end, our members serve as 
valuable resource persons on each District Church Building and Location Committee.

We 
continue to encourage each church to set aside time once a year in worship to educate people 
about everyone’s uniqueness as a child of God regardless of their abilities and to do an 
accessibility audit on their church and parsonage.

15. Conference Council on Youth Ministry 
 The Conference Council on Youth Ministry (CCYM) provides opportunities for youth to hear, 
identify, respond to, and live out God’s call of developing as strong Christian leaders.  CCYM 
provides youth with opportunities for leadership development, within themselves and works to 
strengthen local and district youth ministry. 
 CCYM has responsibility for the election of youth participants to United Methodist Youth 
Organization and Jurisdictional Youth Ministry Organization Convocations, district youth 
representation, CCYM executive membership and as youth members to Annual Conference. 
 CCYM works with the Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee by recommending and 
appointing youth members to conference boards and agencies.   CCYM sets the policy and 
criteria for education and promotion of the Youth Service Fund - the mission fund raised by youth 
for youth projects – as well as reviewing and awarding grants from YSF. 
 CCYM has oversight of both Youth Annual Conference - a leadership development event 
where local churches are encouraged to send up to four youth who they have identified as 
leaders and for Youth Strike for Christ - a faith building experience for youth in 7th  – 12th  grade.  
CCYM plans, hosts and resources YSF Day at Adventureland – a fall event for youth groups that 
also raises money for the Youth Service Fund. 
 In 2004, under the guidance of CCYM, the Academy for Youth Ministry was initiated.  AYM is 
an in-depth course for adults in United Methodist youth ministries that seeks to strengthen a 
person’s call to ministry, provide theological reflection on ministry to and with youth and give 
hands-on ideas to support on going youth ministry programs.

More than 350 men, women and teens came together to pray, study, sing and 
celebrate.

Division Director, Beverly Spencer, was the key note speaker. 
 Throughout the United Methodist Women’s 135 year history, the focus has been constant: We 
are organized to be in mission with women, children and youth. As we move into our future we 
remained committed to this mission and our purpose: The organized unit of United Methodist 
Women shall be a community of women whose purpose is to know God and to experience 
freedom as whole persons through Jesus Christ; to develop a creative, supportive community and 
to expand concepts of mission through participation in the church.

1. Children and Family Urban Ministries

2. Hawthorn Hill Ministries 
 Hawthorn Hill Ministries went through a year of transition and rebirth during 2004. The Board of 
Directors went from 5 Board members to 17 members and a new Executive Director was hired. 
We are very excited about our future, and our ability to serve those in need. 
 Our mission is to serve community needs through hospitality and support. Hawthorn Hill 
Ministries has been in existence since 1978. We predominately serve very low-income mothers 
with children and at least 50% of those we serve are of ethnic status. We serve the community 
through three programs: New Directions Shelter, English as a Second Language, and Friends of 
Iowa Women Prisoners. 
 New Directions Shelter: Since opening in February of 1990, New Directions Shelter has 
provided free, temporary, emergency shelter and services for homeless mothers and their 
children. The primary goal of New Directions Shelter is to offer all guests an atmosphere of 
hospitality which emphasizes dignity and respect for others, encouragement for positive change, 
and the emotional and physical space necessary to make responsible, informed decisions for 
securing housing for their families. During their stay at New Directions Shelter, women are 
assisted by staff and volunteers in locating more permanent housing for their families and in 
accessing available community resources. We served approximately 400 homeless mothers and 
children during 2004. 
 English as a Second Language (ESL): We provide English classes for refuses and immigrants 
from around the world. We do our best to welcome strangers in our community, and provide the 
means for them to become a part of our community. All of our teachers are volunteers. We 
provide transportation by van for those who need it, and care for preschool children of students. 
Women with children are our special focus. We served approximately 80 students during 2004. 
 Friends of Iowa Women Prisoners: An advocacy group on behalf of women in the Iowa 
correctional system. Administer a scholarship program for women prisoners. Ten scholarships for 
college courses were awarded to women in the Iowa correctional system during 2004. 
 Hawthorn Hill Ministries is active in the Affordable Housing and Homeless Partnership, the Polk 
County Housing & Homeless Collaboration, the United Methodist Conference Umbrella Group, 
United Way of Central Iowa and many other human service advocacy endeavors.

3. Iowa United Methodist Foundation 
 The Iowa United Methodist Foundation’s focus is totally on service to Iowa United Methodist 
individuals, churches, the Annual Conference and related agencies.  Services are concentrated in 
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two areas: fund development and investment management. 
 Fund development services include: working with individuals in planning charitable gifts; 
assisting local churches with planned giving programs and special campaigns; and, providing 
fund-raising services for the Annual Conference and related agencies.   
 The Foundation’s asset base grew 13.6% in 2004, and Foundation staff now manages more 
than $23 million (including the Iowa United Methodist Church Building Fund Trust).  This growth 
is even more remarkable when you consider the Foundation distributed more than $2.7 million 
in grants and income to United Methodist ministries and individuals.   
 A few examples of ministries funded are:  Heifer Project, UMCOR, agricultural projects in India, 
missionary support, seminary scholarships, undergraduate scholarships, local church projects 
and more.  $750,000 in new gifts went to these ministries and future gifts totaling more than 
$500,000 were contracted. Twenty-two new scholarships were endowed.  These new gifts will 
produce more than $30,000 in annual income for ministries of The United Methodist Church. 
 Investment management services include: providing investment options within the Social 
Principles of The United Methodist Church for local churches, the Conference and related 
agencies; and investing and managing charitable trusts and endowments from United Methodist 
individuals.  The Foundation’s Main Fund (60% stocks & 40% bonds) returned 7.83% to investors 
and the Growth Fund (100% stocks) returned 4.9%. 
 The Fixed-rate Fund continues to pay excellent returns. 
 The Iowa United Methodist Church Building Fund Trust (which the Foundation started and is 
now operated by five independent Trustees) doubled its investment pool and the number of 
mortgages provided to churches.  
 Foundation staff continues to help form Endowment Committees, make investment 
presentations, assist with stewardship and conduct Estate Planning and Investment and 
Retirement Planning Seminars for local churches. 
 The volunteers and staff of the Foundation continue to be grateful for being able to serve 
United Methodism ministries.

I grew up Presbyterian, but I hadn’t really been into any religious activities 
at college, except my home church. But I had a sense that God was doing something with me. I 
decided to take some religion classes and met a student from Wesley. Between that and Kim, I 
knew I needed to get involved.” Spirited Volunteer Coordinator Kim Matteson met Angie at the fall 
UNI campus wide Volunteer Fair and invited Angie to sign up for the upcoming Community Meals 
cookie baking project or one of the monthly Habitat for Humanity projects. 
 After her first year, campus minister Dave Glenn-Burns invited Angie to be a Peer Minister. 
Angie worked with the Spirited Volunteer Program and the Coordinator Wendy Denning. 
 Upon hearing about the Mission Intern Program, Angie knew that she again “needed to check 
that our, because it sounded cool.” Angie applied, was accepted and is now in Belfast Northern 
Ireland where she works with a children’s center ministry for 16 months, followed by an 
assignment here in the United States that is related to her experiences in Belfast.

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Society of the Methodist Church on a former slave auction site.  During the 2004-2005 academic 
year, this historically black liberal arts, fully accredited College celebrated 138 years of service to 
the church and more than 1,000 young people from 22 states and several foreign countries. 
Highlights for the 2004-05 year include: 
• The College was reaffirmed for re-accreditation by the Southern Association of Colleges and 

Schools (SACS) without any follow-up reports. 
• The College had a positive review from the University Senate of the United Methodist 

Church. 
• The College announced the completion of its five-year, $10 million capital campaign – the 

largest such fund-raising effort in its existence. 
• The College ended with a balanced budget with the receipt of an unqualified Audit Report for 

the 2003-04 fiscal year, the 36th consecutive year for balanced operations. 
• President David L. Beckley was inducted into the Order of Omega Honorary Society. 
• The Department of Social Work received a visit from the Council for Social Work Education 

(CSWE) site team for reaffirmation of accreditation. 
• The College received more than $300,000 through the Tom Joyner Foundation School of the 

Month program in July. 
• The College was highlighted in the Mississippi Department of Transportation’s marketing 

brochure on Mississippi about Historically Black Colleges. 
• The A’Cappella Choir, the 2003 Governor’s Awards winner, was selected to perform at the 

2005 Mississippi Arts Commission Governor’s Awards Ceremony. 
 The future of Rust College continues to hold promise because of the United Methodist 
Church’s commitment to education and support through apportionments, the Black College Fund, 
individual giving and local church donations.  This support is critical as it assists the College in 
expanding its endowed scholarship program and places Rust in a better position for attracting 
additional students in its Honors Programs, and United Methodist pre-ministerial students.

As our leadership team and board of directors discussed the 
2005 goals, they determined an additional consideration was important. “Community” was added 
so we may elevate the priority of initiatives that directly support our mission: “To improve the 
health of our communities through healing, caring and teaching.” Our community goals for 2005 
include: 
1. Access to health care for the uninsured; 
2. Health literacy; 
3. Cultural and diversity issues that form barriers to health care access for many constituencies; 
4. Access to mental health, and promoting the understanding in the public and payer community 

that mental health must be treated on a level that is the same as other services that we offer; 
and 

5. Health needs that are unique to rural populations.  
 Iowa Health – Des Moines achieved some very important recognition in 2004 – support for the 

everyday commitment of our dedicated team of professionals. 
• Iowa Methodist: A Solucient Top 100TM Hospital for Cardiovascular Care (Solucient is a 

leading information provider to the healthcare industry.) 
• UnitedHealthcare (a national health system developer) chose both Iowa Methodist and 

Iowa Lutheran Hospital (also part of Iowa Health – Des Moines) for its select list of 
Premium Cardiac Centers. 

• The hospitals of Iowa Health – Des Moines, including Iowa Methodist, performed more 
deliveries and cardiac surgeries than any hospital in the State of Iowa. 

• The John Stoddard Cancer Center at Iowa Methodist was granted a three-year approval 
with no deficiencies from the Commission on Cancer of the American College of the 
American College of Surgeons (ACS), the highest level of approval given. 

 In 2004, Iowa Health – Des Moines admitted 31,565 patients; 4,767 births took place in our 
maternity centers; 67,849 emergency and trauma cases were seen; and we served more than 
600,000 Iowans on an outpatient basis. On a typical weekday, Iowa Methodist, Iowa Lutheran 
and Blank Children’s Hospital provided direct patient care to more than 2,700 Iowans. 
 Iowa Health – Des Moines is an important medical hub for central Iowa and continues to be a 
practical demonstration of the ethics of Christ at work in the world.

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8. Western Home Communities, Cedar Falls 
 The Western Old People’s Home, begun in 1912 by the Evangelical United Brethren Church, 
welcomed 17 aged pilgrims in September of that year.  From those humble beginnings, Western 
Home Communities now encompasses three campuses.  Elizabeth E. Martin Health Center, a 
100 bed nursing facility constructed in 1990, the main Western Home building, recently renamed 
Stanard Family Assisted Living Center, that houses administrative offices as well as 121 certified 
assisted living units, and Willowwood Retirement Community built in 1988 with 34 units, occupy 
the main campus.  Walnut Court, built in 1922, has 87 units of retirement living with services. 
 At our South Campus location, Windgrace and Windermere Retirement Communities, built in 
1991 and 1992 respectively, house 33 and 34 units of retirement living with services.  
Construction of Windcrest Villas at our South Campus commenced in 2001 with 17 villas (34 
units) and continued in 2004 with Phase II which consisted of 12 more villas (24 units).  Phase III 
of Windcrest Villas will be announced in the spring of 2005. Completion of Windcove, our newest 
retirement community at the South Campus site, occurred in October 2004.  Modeled after our 
three previous projects, Windcove has 70 units ranging from 950 to 1450 square feet in size.  
New this year for Western Home Communities will be Windhaven, a building housing 48 assisted 
living units and 32 units of memory enhanced services.  Groundbreaking will occur around April 1, 
2005 with completion set for July/August of 2006. 
 SureCare Services of Western Home Communities delivers 1500 hours of care per week 
including companion care, housekeeping/laundry services, and transportation services.  Western 
Home Foundation is a benevolent fundraising arm of our organization as well as a tax planning 
entity for Western Home Communities.  Our organization currently serves 550 residents 
throughout the Cedar Valley and employs 315 individuals.

3. Church World Service/CROP 
 Thank you very much for another outstanding year of support through the ministry of Church 
World Service/CROP in Iowa. 
 The communities of Muscatine, the Quad Cities, De Witt, Iowa, and Ames led the way in terms 
of number of walkers and income for all of Iowa in 2004.  We added 10 new CROP WALKS in 
2004 bringing our total to about 110 WALKS, generating a litter over $500,000 to help hungry 
people overseas and in the U.S. Twenty-five percent of all CROP WALK money raised in 2004 
was returned to local food pantries. 
 In addition, our Tools of Hope and Blanket Program, along with individual and congregation-
based gifts, brought our 2004 income to almost one-million dollars. The twenty-two regions of 
Church World Service raised about sixteen million dollars from CROP WALKS and other related 
events in 2004. 
 I have been privileged to travel to 14 of the 80 nations where Church World Service works.

4. Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa 
 On Nov. 16, 2004, the Board of Directors of Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa voted to cease 
operations effective March 31, 2005.  The closure was largely in response to financial pressures 
facing the 18 member judicatories, but it was also an acknowledgement that today’s world is 
much different than the world that existed when EMI or its predecessor ecumenical bodies were 
created.  With fewer resources, the judicatories of the member denominations have courageously 
committed themselves to finding a way to work together that does not require a separate 
organization.  The hope of the Board is that this will lead to even closer ties rather than a 
diminishing of life together. 
 Several of EMI’s programs will move to other partner organizations.  Sowing Seeds of Hope, 
which is the rural mental health voucher program, will continue under the auspices of ISU 
Extension.  The Interfaith Caring for Creation program will be housed in the National Catholic 
Rural Life Conference, whose headquarters are here in Des Moines.  EMI’s legislative advocate, 
Judie Hoffman, will continue through the close of the 2005 legislative session.  Other work, such 
as maintaining partnerships with state agencies of building networks of peace activists, will 
become the responsibility of the individual denominations. 
 At its last official meeting, in February 2005, the Board of Directors committed itself to a 
“Sabbath Year,” during which time members will work on convening networks of judicatory 
executives, judicatory staff, state-wide ecumenical organizations, and local churches for times of 
spiritual reflection.  The goal of this Sabbath time will be to discern what the will of God might be 
for the church in Iowa as we move into new ways of being the one Body of Christ together.

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 Hillcrest Family Services remains the only childcare agency related to the Iowa Conference. 
 Major activities during the past year included the opening of Reflections House, which will be 
used to help increase family participation in their child’s residential treatment and provide a home-
like setting for family therapy. Out-of-town families can stay free in the facility while in Dubuque to 
participate in their child’s treatment. 
The opening of the New Pathways program gave the agency flexibility to handle the increasing 
number of boys with emotional and behavior problems being referred to Hillcrest for residential 
treatment. 
 At the request of the Monticello School District, another special education classroom/program 
was opened in Monticello. 
 Big Brothers Big Sisters of Dubuque County, a program of Hillcrest, was awarded a grant in 
excess of $182,000 from the U. S. Department of Education to expand their school based 
mentoring program in five school districts. 
 Hillcrest expanded its maternal health enhanced services to include three additional Iowa 
counties, raising the total counties served by this program to six. 
 The agency offers programs and services to troubled adolescents, women and families, and 
adults with serious mental illness, serves more than 14,000 people each year.

City, Iowa (2). Each store gives Goodwill a presence and ownership component in each 
community. 
 Special events within our community makes Goodwill Industries quite unique. Starting with our 
Annual Dinner and ending with our Summer Camp, I will explain each program in synopsis form. 
Our Annual Dinner is based on selecting a very special guest speaker who has qualities that can 
be displayed with enthusiasm and spirit. Over 1000 guests come to hear their message and enjoy 
an evening with Goodwill Industries and the people who make up our work force, volunteers, and 
donor base. 
 The Goodwill Book Sale has been in existence for the past four years. Throughout the year, we 
collect books in a variety of categories. These books are then sold to teachers, librarians, 
collectors and individuals. This is a community project that has blossomed into a fun-filled day for 
families and friends. Funds from this book sale generally nets $5500 to $6000, with proceeds 
going to help fund our summer camp. 
 Thanksgiving Dinners are provided at both Sioux City, Iowa and Sioux Falls, South Dakota 
Goodwills. Between 2200 and 2500 people become our distinguished guests for the Sunday 
before Thanksgiving. We greet, seat, feed and become hosts and hostesses for the individuals 
and families we serve. This is a way to share the bounty and give thanks for all the blessings we 
enjoy. 
 Goodwill Christmas Shoe and Mitten parties were held in 11 cities in which we currently 
operate retail stores. Each Goodwill facilitates their own shoe party with the help of many 
dedicated employees and community volunteers. New shoes were provided to over 2400 children 
in grades K-6 in 2004. 
 This brings us to our Goodwill Summer Camp. An exciting time to be an 8-12 year old boy or 
girl, right? Underprivileged children should be offered the same quality of life as the children who 
have so many luxuries. From June 19th through July 22, over 450 kids enjoyed the five weekly 
camping sessions offered by Goodwill Industries. Our camp director along with his counselors 
provided a mission driven camp to challenge the children to be good citizens and learn social 
skills along the way. Many of these children are away from home for the very first time in their 
young lives. Good food, good friends and good times are the model for our summer camp at 
Camp Goodwill. 
 The United Methodist Church generously granted Goodwill Industries a total amount of 
$500.04 in 2004. These funds were used in our Summer Camp program. Each child benefited in 
one way or another because of your generosity. Scholarships were available to kids who could 
not afford the modest $5.00 per week charge. Arts and crafts supplies and basic first aid supplies 
were also purchased thanks to this grant. From all of us at Goodwill Industries, we are honored to 
be a part of The United Methodist Church grant process.

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Note 1. Nature of Organization and Significant Accounting Policies 

Nature of organization:  The Iowa Annual Conference of the United Methodist Church and affiliate (the Conference) is 
a not-for-profit organization representing 850 member churches.  The Conference provides various services for its 
member churches including administration of health benefits and retirement plans available to member clergy and lay 
employees and collection of funds for remittance to various regional, national and global benevolences.  The program 
areas of the Conference are as follows: 
 

• Clergy support ministries, which include the credentialing, appointment, supervision, nurturing and caring for 
active and retired clergy within the Conference. 

 
• Local church support ministries, which include grants given to local churches to help them fulfill their mission 

and ministry within a local congregation and to assist them in connecting with the broader mission within the 
state, nation and world. 

 
• Institutional support ministries, which include grants provided to institutions that have a historic and covenant 

relationship with the Conference.  
 
• Other ministries, which include all other programs and ministries that do not fall under one of the categories 

listed above. 
 
Principles of consolidation:  Generally accepted accounting principles require the Conference to consolidate entities 
in which it has control and an economic interest, when that control is evidenced through majority ownership or voting 
interests.  The Iowa Annual Conference of the United Methodist Church has an economic interest in and control of 
The Board of Pensions of the Iowa Annual Conference of the United Methodist Church (Board of Pensions) voting 
interests and consolidation is required.  The consolidated financial statements include the accounts of the 
Conference and the Board of Pensions.  All significant intercompany balances and transactions have been eliminated 
in consolidation.  
 
Significant accounting policies: 
 

Basis of accounting:  Except as described in the following paragraph, the Conference follows the practice of 
presenting its financial statements in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles.   
 
The exception to generally accepted accounting principles consists of: 
 
• Joint service costs, which contain elements of program service, general and administrative, and fund raising, 

have not been properly allocated to the expense classification in accordance with SOP 98-2, Accounting for 
Costs of Activities of Not-for-Profit Organizations and State and Local Governmental Entities that Include 
Fund Raising.  The effect of this misclassification in not reasonably estimable. 

 
Investments:  The Conference carries its debt and equity securities at fair value.  Unrealized appreciation or 
depreciation is reported as an increase or a decrease to net assets.  Fair values of investments are based on 
quoted market prices. 
 
Property and equipment:  Property and equipment have been recorded at cost or fair market value at the date of 
donation.  Depreciation is provided over the estimated useful lives of the respective assets on a straight-line basis.  
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Revenue recognition and pledges receivable: 
 
Contributions:  The Conference records contributions, including promises to give (pledges receivable), when the 
contribution is deemed unconditional.  Contributions are reflected in the financial statements at the earlier of the 
transfer of assets or at the time the unconditional promise to give is made and are reported as increases in the 
appropriate category of net assets in accordance with donor restrictions.  Since a significant dollar amount of 
member church contributions (apportionments) are received close to year-end, member churches are provided a 
cut-off date subsequent to year-end in order for churches to fulfill their annual apportionments.  Thus, accounts 
receivable are recognized at the dollar amount of apportionments received by the cut-off date.  Bequests are 
recognized as a contribution at the time the will is declared valid, provided the bequest is unconditional.  When a 
restriction expires, that is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose of restriction is accomplished, 
temporarily restricted net assets are reclassified to unrestricted net assets and reported in the statement of 
activities as net assets released from restrictions. 
 
Contributions to be received in excess of one year are discounted at an appropriate discount rate commensurate 
with the risks involved.  Amortization of discounts is recorded as additional contribution revenue in accordance 
with donor-imposed restrictions, if any. 
 
An allowance for uncollectible contributions receivable is provided based on management’s judgment including 
such factors as prior collection history, type of contribution and nature of fundraising activity. 
 
Conditional promises to give, where the donor has placed a condition on the gift that the ultimate transfer of assets 
or promise to give is contingent on a future and uncertain event, are not recorded as contributions until the 
condition is met.  There are no material amounts of conditional promises to give at December 31, 2003.  
 

Accounting estimates and assumptions:  The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally 
accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported 
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial 
statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period.  Actual results could 
differ from those estimates. 
 
Cash and cash equivalents:  The Conference considers all highly liquid investments available for current use with an 
initial maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents.  
 
Receivables:  Apportionment receivables are carried at the estimated net amount collectible.  Other receivables are 
carried at original invoice amount or contract amount less an estimate made for doubtful receivables.  Management 
determines the allowance for doubtful accounts by identifying delinquent accounts and by using historical experience 
applied to an aging of accounts.  Receivables are written off when deemed uncollectible.   
 
Loans:  The Conference will provide building loans to congregations on a periodic basis.  Loans are stated at the 
amount of unpaid principal. 

 
The Conference reviews loan activity on a periodic basis and considers current economic conditions, historical loss 
experience and review of specific problem loans and other factors in determining the necessity of an allowance for 
loan loss. 
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Loans are considered impaired when, based on all current information and events, it is probable the Conference will 
not be able to collect all amounts due. 
 
Interest on loans is accrued daily on the outstanding balances.  Accrual of interest is discontinued on a loan when 
management believes, after considering collection efforts and other factors, that the borrower’s financial condition is 
such that collection of interest is doubtful.  There were no non-accrued loans at December 31, 2003. 
 
Classification of net assets:  The Conference reports information regarding its financial position and activities 
according to three classes of net assets defined as:     

 
Unrestricted - assets that are neither permanently restricted nor temporarily restricted by donor-imposed 
stipulations.  The Conference may designate portions of its unrestricted net assets as board-designated for 
various purposes. 
 
Temporarily restricted - assets resulting from contributions and other inflows of assets whose use by the 
Conference is limited by donor-imposed stipulations that either expire by  passage of time or can be fulfilled by 
actions of the Conference meeting the purpose of the restriction. 
 
Permanently restricted - assets resulting from contributions and other inflows of assets whose use by the 
Conference is limited by donor-imposed stipulations that neither expire by passage of time nor can be fulfilled or 
otherwise removed by actions of the Conference.  Although such assets cannot be expended, the investment 
income earned on them is generally to be expended for a specific purpose. 

 
Pass-through liabilities:  Pass-through liabilities represent amounts received that have not been passed on to certain 
charities specified by the donor.  The Conference remits such funds to the various charities within thirty days of each 
month-end.  Since the Conference does not have any control over how these funds are disbursed and serves only an 
administrative function in collecting and disbursing the funds, these funds are not included in the Conference’s 
revenues and expenses.

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Note 3. Loans Receivable 

Loans to local United Methodist congregations originate primarily through the Rotating Loan Fund.  In order to 
encourage growth and revitalization, the Conference Board of Global Ministry’s Parish Development Committee 
extends loans to new and existing churches.  The loans, which are unsecured, carry interest at a rate determined by 
the Conference Board of Global Ministry, and payment terms are negotiated on an individual loan basis.  Generally, 
the loans range from 10 to 15 years with interest rates of 3.50% - 9.5%.  For new congregations, interest is zero 
percent for the first three to five years. 
 
The Conference offers loans to certain staff members for the purpose of purchasing a principal residence.  The loans 
cannot exceed 25% of the appraised value of the property and must be paid through payroll withholdings.  Interest 
rates and terms are determined on an individual basis.  Current loans outstanding are for 15 or 30 years with an 
interest rate of 6.00% - 9.38% per annum.

Note 4. Notes Receivable 

In 1979, the Des Moines Urban Mission Council sold its parsonage located in Des Moines for $40,000, with $7,000 
payable at closing and the balance in monthly installments with interest at 10% beginning February 1, 1980, and 
continuing until paid. 
 
In 1992, the Conference purchased an episcopal residence for $182,500.  This amount will be repaid to the 
Conference through amounts received from the General Church Episcopal Fund.  The note is being amortized over 
20 years and bears interest at 5%.  At December 31, 2003 the Conference forgave approximately $72,000 of the 
original loan balance. 
 
In 1994, the Conference sold its headquarters building to Iowa Health Systems for $4,000,000.  The Conference 
received a $1,000,000 down payment and a $3,000,000 non interest bearing promissory note receivable which has 
been recorded with an imputed interest rate of 8%.  The note calls for the Conference to receive annual installments 
of $300,000 through February 1, 2004.  Unearned interest income at December 31, 2003, is approximately $20,000.

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Note 5. Investments 

The Conference has agreements with the Iowa United Methodist Foundation (the Foundation) and General Board of 
Pension and Health Benefits of the United Methodist Church (the General Board) in which the Foundation and the 
General Board acts as Agent and investment managers of the Conference’s investments as well as other 
organizations related to the United Methodist Churches.  These investments are pooled into a larger investment fund 
at the Foundation and the General Board.  Fund investments are comprised of approved equity, securities, fixed 
income and money market instruments in accordance with investment objectives.

The funds held with independent investment managers are comprised of the following types of investments: money 
market funds (7% of total), fixed income securities (26%) and equity securities (67%).

The line is collateralized by the investments held at the brokerage firm 
and bears interest at a variable rate (2.87% at December 31, 2003.)  The line of credit is payable on demand and 
$185,294 was outstanding as of December 31, 2003.

The Conference has a $2,600,000 construction line of credit with a bank.  The line is collateralized by a mortgage on 
the property under construction and bears interest at the banks index rate minus .25% (3.75% at December 31, 
2003).  The line expires on April 15, 2005 and there was no outstanding balance as of December 31, 2003. 
 
On April 30, 2003, the Conference entered into a mortgage note payable in the amount of $162,000 payable in 59 
monthly installments of $1,342 including interest at 5.6% with the balance due on May 10, 2008.  The note is secured 
by the director’s residence located at Lake Okoboji United Methodist Camp.  At December 31, 2003, the balance due 
on the note payable is $158,203. 
 
On December 2, 2003, the Conference entered into a promissory note in the amount of $491,000 payable in 59 
monthly installments of $9,056 including interest at the bank’s index rate (4% at December 31, 2003) with the 
balance due on December 2, 2008.

Note 9. Pension and Postretirement Health Insurance Fund and Subsequent Event 

The Conference participates in the Ministers Reserve Pension Fund which is a multi-employer defined benefit 
pension plan administered by the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits of the United Methodist Church.  
The fund covers service prior to 1982 for substantially all clergy and lay pastors.  The Board of Pensions of the 
Conference acts as trustee responsible for deposits with the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits of the 
United Methodist Church.  The Conference paid contributions of $1,207,907 to the Ministers Reserve Pension Fund 
during the year ended December 31, 2003, however there is no effect on the statement of activities as the amount 
was fully accrued in the prior year. 
 
For service subsequent to 1981, ministerial and lay employees of the Conference are eligible to participate in multi-
employer retirement plans offered by The United Methodist Church as described below.  Annual contributions to the 
plans are funded through a combination of direct billing and apportionments to the various member churches of the 
Conference and from earnings on investments. 
 

Ministerial Pension Plan:  U.S. bishops, Conference members and local pastors under Episcopal appointment are 
eligible for pension coverage under the Ministerial Pension Plan (MPP).  The MPP is a defined contribution plan 
which currently requires the Conference to contribute 12% of each participant’s compensation.   
 
Comprehensive Protection Plan:  In addition to the MPP, certain ministerial employees are provided disability and 
death benefits as well as certain minimum benefits related to pension coverage through participation in the 
Comprehensive Protection Plan (CPP).   

 
Basic Protection Plan:  Conference lay employees that meet certain eligibility requirements are provided disability 
and death benefits. 
 
Cumulative Pension and Benefit Fund:  Conference lay employees are eligible for retirement coverage under the 
Cumulative Pension and Benefit Fund (CPBF).  The CPBF is a defined contribution pension plan which currently 
requires between a 4% and 20% employer contribution.  The Conference currently contributes 6% of all eligible 
participant’s compensation.   
 
Personal Investment Plan:  Conference and local church personnel are eligible to participate in a defined 
contribution plan administered by the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits of the United Methodist 
Church.  Contributions are limited to the lesser of 10% of compensation or $12,000.  No contributions are made to 
the plan by the Conference. 

 
The Conference provides health benefits (medical, hospital, surgical, and major medical) to full-time and part-time 
clergy (elders, associated members, licensed local pastors, and probationary members), full-time or part-time 
deacons, diaconal or lay employees who are employed no less than 21 hours per week, and to their covered 
dependents.  Effective September 1, 2004, the Conference ended its self-insured health insurance plan and 
purchased health insurance coverage.  The new health insurance contract is mandatory single coverage for all clergy 
of the Conference and all lay employees of the Conference Center who are employed at least three-quarter time. 
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Total contributions to retirement plans and health benefits are as follows: 
 

 
The Conference also sponsors a postretirement health plan for all retired clergy and lay employees that meet 
eligibility requirements.  The plan is contributory, with retiree contributions that are adjustable annually based on 
various factors, some of which are discretionary.  The plan is unfunded.  
 
Information relative to the Conference’s postretirement health benefit plan is presented below: 
 

 
For measurement purposes, a 12% annual rate of increase in the per capita costs of covered health care benefits 
was assumed for 2004; the rate was assumed to decreased gradually to 5% in 2015 and remain at 5% through 2023.  
If the assumed rates increased by one percentage point, it would increase the benefit obligation as of December 31, 
2003 by $4,052,258.  A one percentage point decrease would decrease the benefit obligation by $3,268,610.

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Note 10. Lease Commitments 

The Conference leases office equipment with a cost of approximately $259,000 and accumulated depreciation of 
approximately $72,000 under capital lease agreements.  The office equipment and related liability under the leases 
are recorded at the present value of future payments.  The related liability of the capital leases requires monthly 
payments ranging from $625 to $3,377, including interest at 4.25% through June 2006 to March 2009. 
 
On September 1, 1995, the Conference entered into a lease agreement for the rental of its facilities known as the 
Conference Center.  The lease is for a ten-year period and includes parking, utilities, janitorial services and general 
building repairs.  The monthly base rent for the first five years is $26,182 per month and increases to $29,595 for the 
last five years of the lease.  The Conference is also responsible for additional rent equal to its proportionate share of 
the amount by which the lessors general building operating expenses in each fiscal year exceed the base year 
expenses.  The base year is defined as the year ending December 31, 1996. 
 
The Conference leases office space for the Office of Pastoral Care and Counseling, four District Offices, and for the 
Colony 320 ministry.  These leases are for terms ranging from two to ten years at $4,755 per month and include 
utilities and general building repairs.  The termination dates for these leases range from June 2004 to October 2010. 
 
The Conference also leases several of its copy machines with accessory attachments and mailing equipment under 
three to five year noncancelable agreements as operating leases.  Monthly rent for the copy and mailing equipment 
totals $4,592, and the leases expire from February 2004 through January 2008.

Note 12. Related-Party Transactions 

Iowa United Methodist Foundation 
 
In 1999, the Conference renewed a two-year service contract with the Iowa United Methodist Foundation whereby 
the Conference will purchase fundraising and development services from the Foundation.  Total expense related to 
this contract was $20,000 for the year ended December 31, 2003. 
 
The Conference received from the Foundation $12,399 in administrative services such as rent, telephone, postage 
and printing for the year ended December 31, 2003. 
 

Note 13. Apportionments, Net 

Apportionments (including pass-through amounts not recognized in the statement of activities) totaled approximately 
$14,374,000 for the year ended December 31, 2003.  Of this amount, approximately $1,539,000 was not received 
and is netted against apportionment revenue.

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Note 14. Commitments and Contingencies 

The Conference has a general insurance policy that covers all of the Conference’s assets as well as the member 
United Methodist Churches of Iowa where the Conference pays the first $400,000 of insurance claims.  The 
insurance company requires the Conference to maintain $130,000 cash in escrow and $270,000 letter of credit with a 
Bank for the benefit of paying insurance claims up to $400,000.  The letter of credit expires April 2005, bears interest 
at prime as published in the Wall Street Journal (4.00% at December 31, 2003) and is collateralized by a mortgage 
on the property under construction.  At December 31, 2003 there were no borrowings on the letter of credit. 
 
The Board of Global Ministries of the Conference has provided the following guarantees as of December 31, 2003 for 
no consideration: 
 

New Horizons United Methodist Church:  The Conference has provided a limited guarantee up to $180,000 of 
indebtedness on behalf of the member church and a local bank.  The Conference would be required to perform 
under the guarantee if the member church was in default in accordance with the loan agreement.  The loan 
guarantee expires March 2009. 
 
Christ Community United Methodist Church:  The Conference has provided a guarantee of a loan balance on 
behalf of the member church and United Methodist Development Fund.  The maximum amount of the guarantee 
by the Conference is equal to the loan balance.  The loan balance at December 31, 2003 was approximately 
$529,000.  The Conference would be required to perform under the guarantee if the member church was in default 
in accordance with the loan agreement.  The loan guarantee expires July 2014. 
 

Management evaluates the Conference’s exposure to loss at each financial position date and provides accruals for 
such loss as deemed necessary.  No accruals were deemed necessary at December 31, 2003. 
 
These guarantees by the Conference are designated by investments of the Conference with a balance of 
approximately $671,000. 
 
In April 2003, the Conference purchased land for approximately $455,000 for the construction of a new Conference 
Center.  Total construction costs are expected to approximate $5,000,000 and will be funded by using the 
Conference Center Reserve (see Note 5) and borrowing from a commercial bank.  On November 12, 2003, the 
Conference entered into a construction loan agreement with a bank, for $2,600,000 secured by the new Conference 
Center and due April 2005.  (See Note 7). 
 

Note 15. Income Tax Status 

The Internal Revenue Service has issued a determination letter dated October 16, 1974, stating that the Conference 
and The Board of Pensions are exempt from income tax under the provisions of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal 
Revenue Code. 
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Note 16. Unconsolidated Entity 

Generally accepted accounting principles require the Conference to consolidate entities in which it has control and an 
economic interest, when that control is evidenced through majority ownership or voting interests.  The Conference 
has an economic interest in, but does not control, Iowa United Methodist Foundation (the Foundation) through 
ownership in voting interest, consolidation is permitted, but not required.  Therefore, the Conference has elected not 
to consolidate the Foundation as described below.

During the coming budgeting years, the Board of Pensions will continue monitoring health 
usage of the Conference Health Program and increasing our emphasis upon wellness 
programs for our members. 
     
1. 2006 Annuity Rate.  The 2006 annuity rate for pre-1982 service will be $510, which is 
1% of the Conference Average Compensation (CAC) as suggested in the 2004 Book of 
Discipline. 
 
2. Annuity Years Corrections.

3. Cafeteria 125 Clergy and Laity. 
 a. Purpose.  The cafeteria plan sponsored by the Iowa Annual Conference is under 
the supervision of the Conference Board of Pensions, Inc. and is administered by a plan 
administrator selected by the Conference Board of Pensions, Inc.   The plan includes before-
tax Conference health insurance premiums and medical care, dependent care, or insurance 
premium reimbursement accounts.   
 b. Clergy Eligible for Cafeteria 125 Plan Participation.  Clergy appointed in any of the 
following categories are eligible to participate in the plan under the provisions listed: 
 1) full-time and part-time clergy appointed to an Iowa Annual Conference charge 
including student local pastors.  Local congregations are encouraged to pay the 
administrative cost of the program. 
 2) full-time or part-time clergy appointed to an Iowa Annual Conference 
appointment to extended ministries such as a district superintendent, conference staff 
person, or camping staff other than part-time summer employees shall have the 
administrative costs paid by the compensating agency.  Clergy appointed to other extension 
ministries are encouraged to have their compensating agency pay the administrative costs. 
  c. Diaconal Ministers and Lay Employees Eligible for Cafeteria 125 Plan Participation.  
Diaconal ministers and lay employees of an Iowa United Methodist Church and/or other 
organizations affiliated with the Iowa Annual Conference may participate in the Conference 
Cafeteria 125 Plan provided that he or she is regularly employed no less than 20 hours per 
week.  Annual conference employees will have the compensating agency pay the 
administrative costs of their program.  Local congregations are encouraged to pay the 
administrative costs for lay and diaconal employees. 
 
Action Item #104 
 
 Pension Plan Fund 
 
1. Past Service Liability Funding (PSL).  The unfunded past service liability (UPSL) for 
clergy currently active and retired who have service years with the Iowa Annual Conference 
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prior to 1982 was estimated to be zero in the year 2006.  The plan has assets of 
$69,307,659 with an estimated minimum contribution level of $67,592,301. The UPSL 
defined benefit may be funded through apportionments, current investments with the 
General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits (GBOPHB) or a combination thereof.  The 
Conference Board of Pensions Inc., in accordance with plan documents, must accept the 
goal of funding this liability by 2021. 
 
The Conference Board of Pensions, Inc., in consultation with the GBOPHB, recommends 
that the PSL be funded by an annual past service deposit with the GBOPHB each December 
31.  The estimated contribution required will be zero for 2006.  If a deposit is required it will 
be paid from earnings of assets invested in the General Board of Pensions Multiple Asset 
Fund.  The Board will evaluate its long-term funding of the PSL a minimum of every two 
years or a maximum of every four years.  At the time of each evaluation, adjustments may 
need to be made in the funding ratio between apportionments, investments, and earnings.  
Investments within the GBOPHB, and earnings from these investments are currently 
sufficient to fund the past service funding, no money will be needed from apportionments for 
2006. 
 
2. Ministerial Pension Plan (MPP).  The cost of the Ministerial Pension Plan (MPP) will be 
12% of each clergy person’s compensation base in accordance with the provisions of the 
MPP plan documents of the GBOPHB and the 2000 Book of Discipline.  The cost of the MPP 
shall be direct billed to the local churches.  Full-time or part-time clergy appointed to an Iowa 
Conference appointment of extended ministries such as district superintendent, conference 
staff, or camp’s staff shall have their pension share direct billed to the employing Conference 
agency.  Specifics of the plan are detailed in the plan documents available in the office of 
Director of Administrative Services or from the GBOPHB. 
 
3. Comprehensive Protection Plan (CPP).  The cost of the Comprehensive Protection Plan 
(CPP) for current pastoral service of pastors will be 4.4% of each clergy person’s 
compensation base in accordance with the provisions of the CPP plan document of the 
GBOPHB and the 2000 Book of Discipline.  The cost of the CPP shall be apportioned to 
each local church.  Full-time or part-time clergy appointed to an Iowa Conference 
appointment of extended ministries such as district superintendent, conference staff, or 
camps staff shall have their CPP costs direct billed to the employing Conference agency.  
Specifics of the plan are detailed in the plan documents available in the office of Director of 
Administrative Services or from the GBOPHB. 
 
4. Cumulative Pension and Benefit Fund (CPBF). 
 a) The Iowa Annual Conference offers to its Conference lay employees and diaconal 
ministers the Cumulative Pension and Benefit Fund (CPBF).  The fund is available for those 
who meet eligibility requirements.  The employer must contribute 6% of the employee’s base 
compensation into the fund.  The employing agency is responsible for the cost of the plan.  
Specifics of the plan and eligibility requirements are detailed in the plan documents and are 
available in the office of Director of Administrative Services or from the GBOPHB. 
 b) The GBOPHB offers to United Methodist churches and church-affiliated 
organizations of the Conference the CPBF.  The fund is available for those who meet 
eligibility requirements.  The employer must contribute into the fund.  The employing agency 
is responsible for the cost of the plan.  Specifics of the plan and eligibility requirements are 
detailed in the plan documents and are available from the GBOPHB. 
 
5.   Basic Protection Plan (BPP). 
 a) The Iowa Annual Conference offers to its Conference lay employees and diaconal 
ministers the Basic Protection Plan (BPP).  The plan is available for those who meet 
eligibility requirements.  The employing agency is responsible for the cost of the plan.  The 
plan offers death and disability benefits to its participants.  Specifics of the plan and eligibility 
requirements are detailed in the plan documents and are available in the office of Director of 
Administrative Services or from the GBOPHB.

 b) The GBOPHB offers to United Methodist churches and church-affiliated 
organizations of the Conference the BPP.  The plan is available for those who meet eligibility 
requirements.  The employing organization is responsible for the cost of the plan.  The plan 
offers death and disability benefits to its participants.  Specifics of the plan and eligibility 
requirements are detailed in the plan documents and are available from the GBOPHB.  
 
6. Personal Investment Plan (PIP). 
The Iowa Annual Conference participates in the GBOPHB Personal Investment Plan (PIP).  
This plan is a retirement savings and investment plan administered by the GBOPHB. 
Participants may make contributions on a before- and/or after-tax basis.  Only participant 
money will be contributed to PIP.   Affiliated agencies of the Conference and local churches 
can make contributions on behalf of United Methodist clergy, staff and lay employees.  
Specifics of the plan and eligibility requirements are detailed in the plan documents and are 
available from the GBOPHB. 
 
7. Pension Payments for Special Circumstances. 
 a) CPP for Probationary and/or Commissioned Clergy Members.  The Conference 
shall pay the premium cost of the CPP for probationary or commissioned members who are 
not otherwise covered as the result of an appointment other than a local church.  This 
provision does not apply to probationary members on leave of absence. 
 b) Appointments To Extended Ministries.  The cost of MPP and CPP for Probationary, 
Commissioned, Full, Associate, Deacon and Elder members of the Conference in 
appointments to extended ministries shall be 16.4% of the annual cash salary up to the 
Denominational Average Compensation (DAC).  The salary paying unit shall pay the MPP 
and CPP costs. 
 c) Continuing Formation and Spiritual Growth Leave.  Clergy members of the Iowa 
Conference on Continuing Formation and Spiritual Growth leave shall be continued in MPP 
with the compensation paying unit responsible for the 12% share of salary up to the DAC. 
 d) CPP for Less Than Full-Time Clergy Appointments.  Probationary, Commissioned, 
Full, Associate, and Deacon members of the Conference appointed to “Less than Full-Time” 
status to a local charge shall have their CPP premiums paid by the Conference. 
 e) Adoption Agreements. Each year the Conference Board of Pensions, Inc. signs an 
adoption agreement with the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits which details 
clergy eligibility, cost and benefits available for MPP and CPP; and for Conference Lay 
Employees on CPBF and BPP. 
 
Action Item #105 
 
Health Insurance: Iowa UMC Health Plan 
I. The Board of Pensions shall enter into a contract with Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield 

to provide a fully-insured health insurance program for the Iowa Annual Conference for 
the period January 1, 2006 to December 31, 2006. A plan booklet, to be distributed to 
all participants, will detail coverages and limits. 

II. Mandatory Participation 
A. Without regard to other coverage, the following persons will be enrolled for single 

coverage automatically. Family coverage is available if the participant chooses.  
1. All non-retired clergy appointed ¾-time or full-time to local churches or whose 

compensation is paid directly by the conference Central Treasury. 
2. All laity employed at least ¾-time and whose compensation is paid directly by 

the conference Central Treasury. 
3. All retired clergy appointed ¾-time or full-time to local churches or whose 

compensation is paid directly by the conference Central Treasury if the clergy 
was on the UMC Health Plan prior to retirement and moved directly to this 
appointment upon retirement (and therefore is ineligible for Medicare 
benefits). 

B. Billing: Each month for the period January 1, 2006 - December 31, 2006: 
1. A direct bill for insurance coverage will occur for each ¾-time or full-time 

appointment at the rate of $780 for each appointment. This bill will go directly 
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to the lead church for that appointment. 
2. Each clergy who chooses family coverage (except clergy couples when both 

are on the plan) will be billed $415. The local church will be responsible to 
make its own arrangements for any cost sharing of family coverage with the 
clergy. 

3. Spouses employed by the Annual Conference will be billed the same as clergy 
couples. 

C. The Board of Pensions shall explore utilizing the services of a risk insurance 
manager through the R.I.M.S. 

 
Action Item #106 
 
Iowa UMC Health Plan Special Circumstances 
I. Other Participation: The following persons may be enrolled for single coverage or family 

coverage, if the participant chooses, provided they were on the plan May 1, 2004 or 
prior to taking this status. 
A. Non-retired clergy who are appointed to positions less than ¾-time. The clergy is 

billed $780 per month for single coverage; $1,195 for family coverage. Churches 
who have clergy serving less than ¾ time enrolled in the plan are encouraged to 
pay a percentage of the premium equal to the percentage of time they serve. 

B. Clergy on leave of absence during the first 12 months of leave. The clergy is billed 
$780 per month for single coverage; $1,195 for family coverage. 

C. Clergy appointed to extension ministries for which the conference does not have 
pension responsibility. The employing agency is billed $780 per month for single 
coverage; $1,195 for family coverage. 

D. Clergy who are on disability leave, until the disabled person is eligible for social 
security disability, at which time the person will be transferred to the Iowa UMC 
Medicare Supplement Plan. The clergy pays nothing for single coverage, $415 for 
family coverage; apportionments pay the remainder. 

E. Clergy who are retired members of the Iowa Annual Conference who are under the 
age of 65 or whose spouses are under the age of 65. Rules of how the costs are 
split between clergy and apportionments are as follows: 
1. If they took retirement prior to July 1, 2003 will be billed according to the rules 

of #1003, p. 199, 2002 IACJ, which state:  
a. Clergy participants who are retired and do not have 35 years of service 

and are under the age of 62 are billed for a proportional share of the 
premium. 

b. Clergy participants who are retired and have 35 years of service or are at 
least 62 years of age are billed for one-third or more of the premium. 
(1) For clergy who have 35 years or more of pension claim on the UMC, 

with at least five years immediately prior to retirement from active 
ministry under appointment to an Iowa Conference local church or to 
a position for which the Iowa Conference had pension responsibility, 
the Conference apportions two-thirds of the premium. The remainder 
is added to the clergy member’s bill. 

(2) For clergy who have served at least five years immediately prior to 
retirement from active ministry under appointment to an Iowa 
Conference local church or to a position for which the Iowa 
Conference had pension responsibility, the Conference shall be 
apportioned x/35ths of two-thirds of the premium, where x equals the 
number of years of pension credit. The remainder is added to the 
clergy member’s bill.  

(3) Clergy who did not serve under appointment to an Iowa Conference 
local church or to a position for which the Iowa Conference had 
pension responsibility during the last five years immediately before 
retirement are billed for the entire cost of the premium. 

(4) Clergy members who formerly served as Diaconal Ministers shall 
have their years of serving churches and serving the Iowa 
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Conference and the General Church added to their years of pension 
claim to calculate their share of the premium cost. 

2. Clergy participants who took retirement after December 31, 2005 shall pay the 
entire premium if they are under-age to be eligible for Medicare supplement. 

3. Clergy participants who took retirement during 2005 and who were under the 
age 64 shall pay the entire premium. Those who took retirement during 2004 
and who were under age 63 shall pay the entire amount. After they reach the 
required age (63 or 64) the conference may pay a portion of their premium, as 
follows: 
a. Those who were not participants in the plan for the five years immediately 

before retirement shall pay the entire premium. 
b. Those who have been in the plan for 20 years or some other comparable 

connectional plan in which five of those years has been immediately prior 
to retirement will pay one-third of the entire premium. 

c. Others who have been in the plan for less than 20 years or some other 
comparable connectional plan in which five of those years has been 
immediately prior to retirement will pay one-third of the entire premium 
plus an amount equal to the ratio of years they were in the plan for less 
than 20 years. 

F. The surviving spouse and children of a deceased clergy, except the eligibility shall 
expire if the surviving spouse remarries provided that all children are otherwise 
insurable. The spouse shall pay 1/3 of the cost; apportionments pay the remainder. 

G. Employees of the conference who are retired but under the age of 65 or whose 
spouses are under the age of 65. Personnel policies govern how costs are paid. 

H. Lay employees of local churches. The local church will be billed (to be determined 
by June 8) for each lay employee with single coverage and (to be determined by 
June 8) for each lay employee with family coverage. 

II. COBRA and Conversion: 
A. Although the Iowa UMC Health Plan is exempt from compliance with Federal 

Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (COBRA) regulations, the Board 
of Pensions will voluntarily comply with the intent of COBRA. Any person who 
becomes ineligible to continue participation in the Iowa UMC Health Plan will be 
sent a letter explaining his or her COBRA rights, including the right to participate 
under COBRA for up to 18 months, paying 102% of the premium charged by 
Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield. 

B. The options for converting to a private health policy are articulated in our current 
vendor’s sponsor plan document. 

III. Premium Delinquencies: 
A. Participants in the Iowa UMC Health Plan who are more than two months or sixty 

(60) days delinquent in the payment of their share of the premium shall have their 
coverage suspended after notification from the Administrative Services Office to 
the participant and the participant’s district superintendent or other appropriate 
supervisor, if there is one. 
1. Participants who are delinquent in their payments will be given an opportunity 

to make arrangements with the Director of Administrative Services for 
payment of the delinquent account. If payment arrangements have not been 
made within ten (10) days of the first notification, health insurance coverage 
will be terminated. 

2. If a terminated participant wishes to re-enroll in the Iowa UMC Health Plan, 
proof of insurability will be required which may result in some or all pre-
existing medical conditions being excluded from coverage for 12 months. All 
premium delinquencies must be paid prior to reinstatement. 

B. Participants whose employers are delinquent in the payment of their share of the 
premium, or who are delinquent in submitting the participants’ share which was 
part of a salary- reduction agreement, shall receive notification from the 
Administrative Services Office with copies to the employer and the participant’s 
district superintendent or other appropriate supervisor, if there is one. 

IV. Exceptions: In special or unique circumstances the Board of Directors of the Board of 
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Pensions is authorized to make exceptions to some of the above requirements not 
covered by contract with the insurance vendor. The Director of Administrative Services 
is authorized to make interpretations and adjustments in some individual situations.  

 
Action Item #107 
 
Health Insurance for Retirees: Iowa UMC Medicare Supplement Plan  
I. Role of Board of Pensions: The Board of Pensions of the Iowa Annual Conference of 

The United Methodist Church offers a Medicare Supplement Plan for the benefit of the 
Iowa Annual Conference. Within the guidelines authorized by the membership, a Board 
of Directors manages this program, determines its benefits and limits, contracts with 
other firms for services, establishes rates and collects premiums and invests assets of 
the Retired Health Insurance Fund. 

II. Overview of Coverage: 
A. All contracts shall be single subscriber contracts. 
B. Services paid are the “Usual, Customary and Reasonable.” 
C. Chiropractic services and Hospice Care are included. 
D. Prescription medications are not covered. 
E. Premiums for the coming year will be determined by November 1 of the current 

year. 
III. Eligibility: Any person in one of the following categories may enroll in the Iowa UMC 

Medicare Supplement Plan: 
A. Clergy who have retired from the Iowa Annual Conference according to The Book 

of Discipline2004, were on the Conference Health Insurance plan for a minimum of 
5 years before retirement, and who are eligible for Medicare. 
1. Clergy who retired from the Iowa Annual Conference prior to July 1, 2003 will 

be eligible according to the plan documents in effect the year of retirement. 
2. Clergy who retire between July 1, 2004 and June 30, 2009 and who were not 

on the Iowa UMC Health Plan for the required years before retirement but 
otherwise would be eligible will be considered eligible if they participate in the 
Health Plan from September 1, 2004 until they are eligible for Medicare. 

B. Clergy who are members of the Iowa Conference who are disabled and who have 
been on Social Security disability. 

C. Lay persons who meet all of the following requirements: They were participants in 
the Iowa UMC Health Plan for 5 years immediately prior to retirement, have retired, 
have reached the age of 65, and are eligible for Medicare. 

D. The spouses or the surviving spouses of all of the above, if they have reached the 
age of 65, and, are eligible for Medicare. 

IV. Billing: 
A. Clergy participants and conference lay staff who took retirement prior to July 1, 

2003 will be billed according to the following rules  
1. Clergy who have 35 or more years of pension claim on the UMC, with at least 

five service years immediately prior to retirement from active ministry under 
appointment to an Iowa Conference local church or to a position for which the 
Iowa Conference had pension responsibility, and spouses or surviving 
spouses of the same, are billed for one-third of the premium; the Retired 
Health Insurance Fund will pay two-thirds of the premium. 

2. Clergy who have been approved for disability leave by the GBOPHB, and 
spouses or surviving spouses of the same, are billed for one-third of the 
premium; the Retired Health Insurance Fund will pay two-thirds of the 
premium. 

3. Clergy who did not serve under appointment to an Iowa Conference local 
church or to a position for which the Iowa Conference had pension 
responsibility during the last five years immediately before retirement, and 
spouses or surviving spouses of the same, are billed for the entire cost of the 
premium. 

4. For clergy who have served at least five years immediately prior to retirement 
from active ministry under appointment to an Iowa Conference local church or 
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to a position for which the Iowa Conference had pension responsibility, and  
spouses or surviving spouses of the same, the Retired Health Insurance Fund 
will pay x/35ths of two-thirds of the premium, where x equals the number of 
years of pension credit. The clergy are billed for the remainder of the 
premium. 

5. Conference lay staff who retires shall have 2/3 of the cost of their insurance 
paid by the Conference and shall be billed 1/3 providing they have 10 number 
of years of service to the Conference. All others shall have their amount 
prorated according to years of service. 

6. Lay persons, and spouses or surviving spouses of the same, are billed for the 
entire cost of the premium. 

7. Clergy members who formerly served as Diaconal Ministers shall have their 
years of serving churches and serving the Iowa Conference and the General 
Church added to their years of pension credit to calculate their share of the 
premium cost. 

B. Clergy and conference lay staff (and their spouses and surviving spouses) who 
retire after June 30, 2003 and who were participants in the Iowa UMC Health Plan 
or some other comparable connectional plan:  
1. For 20 years or more with at least five of those years being immediately prior 

to retirement will pay one-third of the entire premium. 
2. For less than 20 years with at least five of those years being immediately prior 

to retirement, will pay one-third of the entire premium plus an amount equal to 
the ratio of years they were in the plan for less than 20 years. 

3. For less than five years immediately prior to retirement will pay the entire 
premium. However, those retiring prior to June 30, 2009 and who participate 
in the Iowa UMC Health Plan from September 1, 2004 until they are eligible 
for Medicare pay according to their years of participation in the Health Plan, 
without the five year requirement. 

C. Clergy who have been approved for disability leave by the GBOPHB, and spouses 
or surviving spouses of the same are billed for one-third of the premium; the 
Retired Health Insurance Fund will pay two-thirds of the premium. 

D. Clergy who did not serve under appointment to an Iowa Conference local church or 
to a position for which the Iowa Conference had pension responsibility during the 
last five years immediately before retirement, and spouses or surviving spouses of 
the same, are billed for the entire cost of the premium. 

E. Retired local church lay employees and spouses or surviving spouses of the same, 
are billed for the entire cost of the premium.  

F. Clergy members who formerly served as Diaconal Ministers shall have their years 
of participating in the agency sponsoring health plan while serving churches and 
serving the Iowa Conference and the General Church added together to calculate 
their share of the premium cost. 

G. Premium delinquency: Participants in the Iowa UMC Medicare Supplement Plan 
who are more than two months or sixty (60) days delinquent in the payment of their 
share of the premium shall have their coverage suspended after notification from 
the Administrative Services Office. Participants who are delinquent will be given an 
opportunity to make arrangements with the Director of Administrative Services for 
payment of the delinquent account. If payment arrangements have not been made 
within ten (10) days of the first notification, the Medicare supplement will be 
terminated. 

 
Action Item #108 
 
Waivers of Participation in the Ministerial Pension Plan (MPP) 
 The General Conference of the United Methodist Church amended Article III of the MPP 
to allow some itinerant clergy persons and local pastors whose participation in the MPP is 
mandated by 1996 Book of Discipline to elect to waive their participation in the MPP. The 
Iowa Annual  Conference hereby adopts the policy that a clergy person who is an ordained 
member and is appointed to less than full time service or a clergy person who is a part-time 
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or student local pastor or other denomination may voluntarily elect not to participate in the 
MPP providing:  
1. a Waiver of Participation form is signed by the participant and the participant’s spouse. 
2. the Waiver of Participation form is filed with the GBOPHB, the district superintendent 
and the Conference Board of Pensions, Inc. 
3. the request for waiver is approved by the Conference Board of Pensions, Inc. The MPP 
is a benefit offered to all clergy under appointment in the Iowa Annual Conference and, as 
such, no United Methodist Church in Iowa may deny their clergy participation in this plan. A 
participant may not be coerced into signing the waiver and signing the waiver cannot be a 
condition of the clergy person serving that congregation.  
 The clergy who elects not to participate in the MPP understands that because of their 
election, no contributions will be made to this plan on their behalf, nor will any benefit accrue 
for them. The waiver is binding on them and their heirs and on all other persons who might 
otherwise claim benefits because of their participation.  
 The waiver is effective on the date the “Waiver of Participation” is signed and shall 
remain in effect until the date the clergy elects to revoke this decision. Any revocation shall 
apply only to future contributions. The Conference, the Board of Pensions, Inc. or the local 
church will not be required to make retroactive contributions to cover any of the employment 
prior to the date that the waiver is revoked. A clergy may enroll in the plan only if all eligibility 
requirements are met as set forth in the plan document. 
 The Conference Board of Pension, Inc. may choose not to honor this waiver if 
participation in the plan is necessary in order for the plan to satisfy the requirements of any 
section of the Internal Revenue Code. 
 
Action Item #109 
 
Conference Wellness Program 
 The Wellness Program of the Iowa Annual Conference is sponsored by the Conference 
Board of Pensions, Inc. The purpose of the Wellness Program is to assist the participants of 
the Conference health plans in maintaining and improving their comprehensive health status. 
The Wellness Program may offer resources, personnel, and events in the areas of physical, 
emotional/mental, and spiritual wellness. These resources and events will be administered 
by the Wellness Coordinator as directed by the Wellness Committee of the Conference 
Board of Pensions, Inc. The goals of the wellness program are to (1) provide an Annual 
Conference Health event during the time of the Annual Conference (2) provide information 
about wellness in District Newsletters and other publications of the Conference (3) compile 
statistical data about the wellness and health habits of the Conference clergy.

Action Item #110 
 
Resolution Relating to Rental/Housing Allowances for Retired or Disabled Clergy 
Persons of the Iowa Conference 
 The Iowa Conference (The “Conference”) adopts the following resolution relating to 
rental/housing allowances for retired or disabled clergypersons of the Conference:  
 WHEREAS, the religious denomination known as The United Methodist Church (the 
“Church”), of which this Conference is a part, has in the past functioned and continues to 
function through ministers of the gospel (within the meaning of Internal Revenue code 
section 107) who were or are duly ordained, commissioned, or licensed ministers of the 
Church (“Clergypersons”); 
  WHEREAS, the practice of the church and of this Conference was and is to provide 
active Clergypersons with a parsonage or a rental/housing allowance as part of their gross 
compensation; 
 WHEREAS, pensions or other amounts paid to retired and disabled Clergypersons are 
considered to be deferred compensation and are paid to retired and disabled Clergypersons 
in consideration of previous active service; and  
 WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service has recognized the Conference (or its 
predecessors) as the appropriate organization to designate a rental/housing allowance for 
retired and disabled Clergypersons who are or were members of this Conference; 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:  
That an amount equal to 100% of the pension or disability payments received from plans 
authorized under The Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church (the “Discipline”), 
which includes all such payments from the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits 
(“GBOPHB”), during the year 2004, 2005 and 2006 by each retired or disabled Clergyperson 
who is or was a member of the Conference, or its predecessors, be and herby is designated 
as a rental/housing allowance for each such Clergyperson; and  
 THAT the pension or disability payments to which this rental/housing allowance applies 
will be any pension or disability payments from plans, annuities, or funds authorized under 
the Discipline, including such payments from the GBOPHB and from a commercial annuity 
company that provides an annuity arising from benefits accrued under a GBOPHB plan, 
annuity, or fund authorized under the Discipline, that result from  
any service a Clergyperson rendered to this Conference or that a retired or disabled 
Clergyperson of this Conference rendered to any local church, annual conference of the 
Church, general agency of the Church, other institution of the Church, former denomination 
that is now a part of the Church, or any other employer that employed the Clergyperson to 
perform services related to the ministry of the Church, or its predecessors, and that elected 
to make contributions to, or accrue a benefit under, such a plan, annuity, or fund for such 
retired or disabled Clergyperson’s pension or disability as part of his or her gross 
compensation. 
 
NOTE: The rental/housing allowance that may be excluded from a Clergyperson’s gross 
income in any year for federal income tax purposes is limited under Internal Revenue Code 
section 107(2) and regulations thereunder to the least of: (1) the amount of the 
rental/housing allowance designated by the Clergyperson’s employer or other appropriate 
body of the Church (such as this Conference in the foregoing resolutions) for such year; (2) 
the amount actually expended by the Clergyperson to rent or provide a home in such year; 
or (3) the fair rental value of the home, including furnishings and appurtenances (such as a 
garage), plus the cost of utilities in such year.

2006 Ministry Plan 

The Conference Center Operations apportionments request for 2006 includes an increase of 
$46,756.  The increase is from increased cost of property insurance and liability insurance.  
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The Conference Center Operations funds the cost of the total conference insurance 
package.  This includes property and liability insurance for the five camp sites, the District 
Offices and conference owned parsonages and the Conference Center.  Changing the 
Conference Center insurance from a renter’s to a owner’s does change the cost.  The 
increase comes in the insurance for the Conference Camping Program.  Many insurance 
underwriters identify this as a greater and greater risk.  Thus, nearly 2/3 of the increased 
asking is related to insurance.  The balance of the increased asking occurs because of the 
projected increased costs in telephone service, postage for Center Operations, maintenance 
and repair of equipment moved from the 500 East Court site and increased cost of supplies. 
The savings over the former lease costs have kept the apportionment asking for the center 
operations funds lower than it would have been if we had remained at 500 East Court. 

2. The Conference Board of Trustees takes very seriously the commitment to make the 
District and Episcopal residences compliant with the Conference standards for all 
congregation owned parsonages.  (Parsonage Guidelines, Safety and Standards, IACJ, 
2003, Item 806, p. 186) The Annual Conference authorizes the Conference Board of 
Trustees when there is a change in District Superintendents to modify, repair, sell, purchase 
and if necessary mortgage the property to allow the District Parsonages to meet the 
Conference approved standards for accessibility and function.  The Annual Conference 
authorizes the Conference Board of Trustees to modify, repair, sell, purchase and, if 
necessary, mortgage the property during the remainder of this quadrennium to insure that 
the Episcopal Residence meets the Conference approved standards for accessibility and 
function and to have an appropriate residence available for the appointment of an Iowa Area 
Bishop at the 2008 Jurisdictional Conference. 

3.  From time to time the Conference Board of Trustees is asked to assist a local 
congregation with some specialized needs.  These needs can relate to property 
development, risk management, specialized insurance needs, and compliance with the 
“Trust Clause” as defined in the 2004 Book of Discipline.  The  Board of Trustees is willing to 
help provide some guidance in local church property issues. 

4. Continue the Insurance Program for the Annual Conference and encourage all churches 
to have minimum coverage as defined later in this report.

Full Replacement cost on property insurance will provide the church with a sense of 
security that money will be available for any part of the building in the event of destruction by 
fire or windstorm.  Also, it good to remember that with a windstorm many church members 
may have damage to their personal property and not be able to provide extra funds for 
church damage.  Replacement cost helps to alleviate these concerns. 
 
Liability Insurance has important functions. They provide legal defense for the church, 
employees, board members and volunteers. They can provide some medical care even 
through there was no legal obligation. Judgment settlements are getting higher and more 
frequent and so adequate coverage is important because it can promote good will and help 
reduce the likelihood of an expensive lawsuit.  The size of a congregation or its ability to pay 
has no bearing on the final legal settlements; therefore all congregations need to provide 
adequate coverage. 
 
Builders Risk is necessary for a congregation when they are involved in new construction or 
remodeling.  The risk insurance can help guarantee that the church will not be left with 
undue costs caused by a contractor’s default.   
 
Annual Insurance Review by the Board of Trustees shall include: 
1. A careful review and evaluation of the replacement value of church owned property 
2. An understanding of the nature of the organization’s activities in carrying out its mission 
3. Review insurance to focus on exposures to loss and quality of the current insurance 
4. Evaluate the cost of insurance considering what reduced insurance coverage could be 

for a congregation with a loss. 
5. Budget the amount for the premiums which can be inexpensive compared to the 

surprise cost of a large uninsured loss. 
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Action Item #113 
 
Discontinuation or Abandonment Local Churches 
 
Discontinuation or Abandonment of Local Church Property shall proceed following these 
guidelines: 
 
 a. The 2004 Book of Discipline ¶2548 outlines some of the procedures for 
discontinuation or abandonment.  The district superintendent shall obtain and consider an 
opinion of legal counsel as to the existence of any reversion, possibility of reverter, right of 
reacquisition or similar restrictions to the benefit of any party. 
 
 b.  Consent for discontinuation or abandonment must be received from the following: 
   1) vote of local charge conference 
   2) consent of the presiding bishop 
   3) consent of the majority of the district superintendents 
   4) consent of the district board of church location and building 
 
 c. When a local church is discontinued, the district superintendent shall select 
another United Methodist Church and transfer its members thereto, or to such other 
churches the members may select. 
 
 d. If the property is sold, an appraisal or other reliable data should be obtained to aid 
in determining a fair sale price.  It is recommended that information be forwarded to the 
chairperson of the Conference Board of Trustees for examination and for the purpose of 
creating a Deed of Transfer/Sale. 
 
 e. The Disposition of Property shall occur as follows: 
 
  1) If the church is discontinued but a local board of trustees remains active, the 
sale and/or other disposition of the property and the building contents shall be the 
responsibility of that active board of trustees in consultation with the district board of church 
location and building. 
 
  2) If the church does not have an active board of trustees, the church shall be 
declared abandoned and the Conference Board of Trustees becomes responsible for the 
property.  Its disposition shall be in conjunction with the district board of church location and 
building. 
 
  3) Proceeds from the sale of the property shall be disbursed in the following 
order of priority: 
   a) any outstanding local bills such as utility, telephone, salary etc. 
   b) outstanding pension or health insurance direct bills 
   c) any unpaid apportionments for the previous 10 years 
   d) remaining amounts shall be disbursed at the discretion of the active local 

board of trustees or, if the church is abandoned, the amount shall be 
placed in the Conference Abandoned Church Fund to be disbursed by 
the Conference Board of Trustees. 

 
  4) All deeds, records and other official and legal papers, including the contents of 

the cornerstone of the church, shall be collected by the district superintendent 
and deposited for permanent safekeeping with the Commission on Archives 
and History. 

 
  5) Any gift, legacy, bequest, devise, annuity or other benefit to a pastoral charge 

or local church that accrues shall become the property of the Conference 
Board of Trustees.  The trustees shall, in so far as possible, honor the original 
intent of the gift, legacy, bequest, devise, annuity or other benefit. 
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6) The district superintendent will be asked to present to the Annual Conference 
any resolution for a local church(es) to be declared abandoned and/or 
discontinued.

2005-2006 Ministry Plan 
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• Development of a method to pay General Church and Jurisdictional Apportionments in 

full each year and to repay those past due.   
• Assist in developing a new apportionment interpretation program around the 

connectional church.   
• Develop guidelines to help local churches be financially responsible. 
• Review guidelines to help the boards and agencies of the Annual Conference to be 

financially responsible 
 
The Council on Finance and Administration also makes the following recommendations: 
 
1. Mileage for conference staff shall be reimbursed at the IRS mileage rate presently in 

force. 
 
2. Reimbursements for persons attending conference board and agency meetings shall 

be: 
 

a. 15 cents per mile for one person in the vehicle attending a conference meeting, 25 
cents per mile for two persons in the vehicle attending a conference meeting, and 35 
cents per mile for three persons or more in the vehicle attending a conference meeting. 

 
 b. $85 per night for lodging and meals. 
 
 c. Recommend that meetings projected to last 8 hours or less be one day meetings.  

Exceptions may be made by the board or agency chairperson to allow an overnight for 
those traveling long hours to the meeting, for those with handicapping conditions, or 
other extenuating circumstances. 

 
3. The Conference Council of Finance and Administration (CFA) is granted authority to 
make necessary editorial adjustments in the 2006 Conference Budget. 
 
4. The Conference Council of Finance and Administration will examine the 2004 fiscal 
year audit report when it is completed by McGladrey & Pullen, LLP.  The Council will report 
it’s findings to the 2006 Annual Conference. 
 
5. A clergy person appointed by the Iowa Annual Conference to develop churches not yet 
officially constituted or to positions within the Conference shall have the housing allowance 
exclusion, as defined under Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code, determined by CFA 
prior to the beginning of each new year or prior to the beginning of each clergy’s 
employment.  The housing exclusion may vary depending upon individual circumstances. 
 
6.  Apportionment Formula: 
 

a. The formula used to apportion the Conference Apportionment Budget to the 
congregations of the Iowa Annual Conference shall be the four-year average of local 
expenses excluding all United Methodist and local mission giving, amounts paid on 
principal and interest, rental expenses for facilities, grants from the Conference or 
District, apportionments paid and all single capital improvement projects above 
$1,000 as a percent of the congregations share of the four-year average total of all 
congregations local expense.  The percent share of each congregation shall be the 
percent share of the Conference apportionment budget. 

b. In critical missional situations a team of persons from the Appointive Cabinet, 
Conference Council on Finance and Administration, and Parish Development 
Standing committee shall be established to review the specific issues and develop a 
response that would encourage a congregation to develop a pattern of faithfulness to 
our connectional apportionments.  This response, made prior to calculation of 
apportionments (Judicial Council Decision 818), may include a temporary, partial or 
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full relief from apportionments on a year-to-year basis.  The plan of actions is 
intended to allow a congregation to maintain a positive pattern of growth. 

c. The calculations steps for the formula are as follows: 
1)  The four-year average of the local congregation’s expenses excluding all United 

Methodist and local mission giving, amounts paid on principal and interest, rental 
expenses for facilities, grants from the Conference or District, apportionments 
paid and all single capital improvement projects above $1,000 is determined by 
using the immediately previous four years available from the Conference 
statistical tables.  If a congregation fails to provide statistical table information at 
the time determined by the Conference Statistician, their apportionments for the 
next year shall automatically increase by 10%. 

2)  The Conference four-year average is determined by adding together the 
amounts from all congregations as computed from step c.1 above 

3)  The results from step c.1 for each congregation are divided into the Conference 
four-year average from step c.2 yielding a percentage for each congregation. 

4)  The results from step c.3 for each church are multiplied times each of the 
Conference funds resulting in the apportionment for each church. 

 
d.  Each district may apportion an amount within that district to support the ministry and 

programs of that district.  The formula used by the district shall be determined by a 
vote of the District Conference upon recommendation of the District Council on 
Ministries.  The district apportionment must be approved by the Conference Council 
on Finance and Administration (CFA) and by the Annual Conference.  Each year the 
Conference Budget shall include each district’s formula and a listing of the programs 
to be supported by the district apportionment as a part of CFA’s budget report 

 
7. In order to implement the revised budget format, as required by FASB (Financial 
Accounting Standards Board), and provide needed information, the budget information in the 
Conference Journal and in the Pre-Conference Manual shall include supplemental 
information on agency budgets and program expenses, providing at least as much specific 
information as in the 1998 Conference Journal. 
 
8. Each December, or before start of employment, CFA shall establish an amount to be 
considered housing exclusion as defined by Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code for all 
eligible Conference Staff. 
 
9. Goals: 
 a) Goal #1:   Reach 100% payment of apportionments. 
 
 Strategy: 
 1)  CFA, CCMC and the Appointive Cabinet will aid in teaching local congregations to 
teach full lives of stewardship. 
 2) Communications, CFA, CCCM and the Appointive Cabinet will develop new 
apportionment interpretation materials and implement new effective interpretation methods 
to increase the level of paid apportionments.  
 3) The Appointive Cabinet, CCCM and CFA will explore any possible link between 
ministerial appointments or other valued services and regular payment of apportionments. 
 
  b) Goal #2: 
    1) Further increase our Unrestricted Reserve Fund by the amount equal to 10% 
of the Annual Conference budget to give the Conference a comfortable cash-flow throughout 
the whole year. 
   2) Maintain the Unrestricted Reserve Fund at that level. 
  
 Strategy: 
 1) Place in each year’s budget, beginning in 1999, a line item for the Unrestricted 
Reserve Fund. 
 2) Each fall CFA, based on the previous year’s apportionment receipts, will instruct 
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each board or agency to prioritize their spending for the coming year and submit the revised 
spending budget to CFA.  If the board or agency has a program that needs to be funded at 
100%, the balance of the remaining programs may be funded at a ratio of the remaining 
budget.   
 3)  When the budget is presented at the Annual Conference for the succeeding year 
the budget shall include the amount of apportionments requested, income from all other 
sources and a spending plan for each agency based on prior year short fall in apportionment 
receipts.   
 4) The Annual Conference authorizes CFA, if necessary, to negotiate a line of credit 
from a commercial lender for the remainder of 2005 and 2006 to cover lease contracts, 
salaries, equitable compensation grants and grants to Connectional agencies, institutions 
and missional churches.  The amount of the line of credit shall not exceed $1,200,000.  If the 
line of credit becomes necessary, the repayment plan will become an additional obligation of 
the Annual Conference and may be reflected in increased apportionment askings (2004 
Book of Discipline ¶612.9).

Cabinet – District Superintendents 
 
Action Item #202  
 
2006 Ministry Plan 
From apostolic times, certain ordained persons have been entrusted with particular tasks of 
superintending.  The purpose of superintending is to equip the Church in its disciple-making 
ministry.  See The Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church 2000, paragraphs 401-
404, and 417-425.  
 
The work of the Cabinet – District Superintendents and Bishop - is to oversee the total 
ministry of the clergy and of the churches in the communities of the Iowa Annual Conference 
throughout each district as they pursue their missions of witness and service to the world.  In 
the context of this overall work specific attention is given to the following five key areas of 
tasks: Spiritual and Pastoral Leadership, Supervision, Personnel, Administration, and 
Program.  The most obvious ways this work is seen is through conducting Church 
Conferences, making Appointment, and consulting with churches on a variety of issues.  
 
In addition to continuing the work described above, we will continue to encourage 
faithfulness of all pastors to our covenant life as they serve and work.  The District 
Superintendent’s salary, as set by the standing items, for 2006 shall be $70,716, which is 
135% of DAC.

1. Moving Expenses:  Expenses for moving clergy and their families shall be administered 

under the following policies: 
 
 a. The moving fund shall assist in paying the moving expenses for household goods, 

office furniture, and equipment of itinerant clergy appointed to a pastoral charge, a 
conference staff position, or as district superintendent.  Clergy included in this provision 
shall include full members, probationary members, associate members, local pastors, 
seminary students appointed to a local charge, one move of a retiring clergy person to 
his/her retirement residence, and those under disability leave.  If a clergy person 
receives payment for a retirement move and later is appointed to serve a local charge, 
additional retirement moves will not be paid. 

 
 b. The moving expenses for the first move for divorced spouses from the parsonage 

shall be paid by the conference not to exceed the average of all moves from the 
previous year (excluding self move) plus 5% or the actual cost of the move, whichever 
is less.  The District Superintendent shall notify the Director of Administrative Services 
when this provision becomes applicable. 
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 c. Surviving spouses and/or dependents of clergy who die while under appointment to a 

local charge, conference staff position, or a district superintendent may have their 
moving expenses paid by the conference within the provisions of this policy.  The total 
amount paid shall be determined by the District Superintendent in consultation with the 
Director of Administrative Services. 

 
 d. Clergy leaving appointment in Iowa for leave of absence, honorable location, 

extension ministry, transfer to another conference or denomination will not be eligible 
for moving expense payments. 

 
 e. The move shall be performed by regular licensed moving firms listed on the 

Conference's Approved Movers List (AML). The person being moved shall select a 
mover from the AML.  If any other means of conveyance is used, a certificate of 
insurance shall be deposited in advance of the move with the Director of Administrative 
Services by the person or persons being moved.  Failure to use a mover on the AML or 
to deposit a certificate of insurance for an alternative conveyance will result in the denial 
of moving expense payments. 

 
 f. The Director of Administrative Services will follow the Internal Revenue Service�s 

(IRS) regulations in issuing the proper tax forms to those whose move does not meet 
tax exempt requirements. 

 
 g. Clergy couples being moved shall be given an additional moving expense allowance 

up to $500. The allowance may be used for additional packing material or packing. The 
Conference will also pay for the cost of stops at either an additional residence and/or 
church office required to move a clergy couple. 

 
 h. Clergy moving to Iowa from the 48 contiguous states are eligible to receive a 

maximum moving cost as designated within our current guidelines.  Once the clergy is 
appointed, the Director of Administrative Services will assign a moving company to 
arrange for the move. The moving company will be on the Approved Mover�s List.   

 
 i. Clergy moving to Iowa from outside the 48 contiguous states will have a moving 

company assigned by the Director of Administrative Services to arrange for the move.  
The moving company will be on the Approved Mover�s List.  

 
 j. Retiring pastors moving out of Iowa are eligible to receive a maximum moving 

expense allowance not to exceed the average of all moves from the previous year plus 
5% (excluding self-moves and out-of-state moves) or the actual cost of the move 
whichever is less. 

 
 k. The IAC contract with the movers states that if a residence is found unsatisfactory, 

the mover will contact the Conference and the move is subject to cancellation until it is 
corrected.  Residence must be free of insects and animal waste.  Loading and 
unloading cannot take place if floors are wet.  No garbage bags will be accepted as 
packed items.  

 
2. Approved Mover List:  The Conference shall maintain an Approved Mover List (AML).  

Conference moves may be made only by movers who are on the AML unless the move 
is a pre-authorized self move.  Moving expense payments will only be made to movers 
who are on the AML.  To qualify for inclusion on the AML, the mover must meet the 
following criteria: 

 
 a. Be licensed by the State of Iowa under applicable laws. 
 
 b. Have signed a contract with the Iowa Annual Conference and agree to abide by the 

policies established by the Iowa Annual Conference. 
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 c. Submit weight tickets for a move before payment is made. 
 
 d. Give a minimum bottom line discount on all Conference moves, such discount to be 

established by the Conference Council on Finance and Administration. 
 
3. Expense Payment Parameters: The following parameters shall apply to the payment of 

moving expenses: 
 
 a. The total move weight shall be 15,000 pounds or less. 
 
 b. The total packing and unpacking cost shall be $500 or less.  (For clergy couples see 

item 1.g.) 
 
 c. The total insured cost shall be full replacement value at $5.00 per pound with the 

Conference paying for 15,000 pounds and/or $75,000 maximum valuation whichever is 
less.  There will be a $500 deductible.  If the goods being moved are greater than 
15,000 pounds, the clergy may buy more insurance. 

 
 d. Charges for only one piano and/or organ and/or other large musical instrument shall 

be paid. 
 
 e. The limitations listed in 3.a., b., c., and d. may be exceeded in the move; however, 

the person being moved shall pay the mover upon completion of the move. 
 
 f. The Director of Administrative Services shall remit to the AML mover the amount due 

for the move within the parameters described herein and upon receipt of the following: 
 � An invoice 
 � Weight tickets  
 � A bill of lading signed by the person being moved or an authorized family member 
 
 g. The cost of appliance hook-ups shall be the responsibility of the local charge. 
 
 h. The Conference shall not pay for "extra carry" charges, storage or delays unless 

approved before the move. 
 
 i. Charges for vehicles, motorcycles, canoes, firewood, lumber, potters clay, kilns and 

other oversize or overweight items shall be the responsibility of the person being 
moved. 

 
 j. An extra expense allowance not to exceed $300 shall be made available to graduating 

seminary students from outside Iowa or to persons transferring from another conference 
accepting appointment in the Iowa Conference.  This amount will be set by the receiving 
District Superintendent after determining financial need and after consultation with the 
Director of Administrative Services. 

 
 k. The cost of motel, meals, and mileage during the actual days of the move are not 

reimbursed by the Conference to the person being moved.  This reimbursement may be 
taxable. 

 
4. Self Moves: Self moves must be authorized in advance of the move by the Director of 

Administrative Services.  The appropriate certificate of insurance (see 1.e.) must also 
be on file before the Director of Administrative Services may authorize the move. 

 
5. Exceptions: Exceptions to any of the above may be approved or denied by the Director 

of Administrative Services after consultation with the District Superintendent, if 
appropriate.  Appeals of any decision by the Director of Administrative Services may be 
directed to the Conference Council on Finance and Administration (CFA).  CFA shall 
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have the final authority to interpret the moving policy and make decisions regarding its 
implementation. 

 
6. Procedures: The Director of Administrative Services shall establish and administer all 

procedures for implementing the moving policy contained herein.  The Director of 
Administrative Services shall be the only person to authorize a move with an AML 
mover.

Action Item #204 
 
2006 Ministry Plan 
 
Through our designated areas of action and ministry we seek to meet the needs of all who 
come under our care at all stages of their journey in ministry.  It is our intention to enhance 
the vitality of our connection in all its forms by appropriately being nurturing and challenging.  
Our many on-going efforts include but are not limited to: 
 

† Increasing our financial support of seminary students and maintaining that support 
for the future;  

† Analyzing and continuing our support of students in Licensing School and Course 
of Study;  

† Working on a proposal for an Extension Course of Study in Iowa offered through a 
seminary within our Jurisdiction;  

† Addressing and communicating the need for background checks;  
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† Petitioning General Conference to update language in the Discipline particularly in 
regards to Deacons;  

† Facilitating Residency In Ministry Covenant Groups and Training Events;  
† Identifying and communicating our Iowa Conference standards for Distance 

Learning at our seminaries, especially when it varies with the University Senate;  
† Producing an Orientation Manual for lay persons (and perhaps clergy) who are 

newly appointed to the Board of Ordained Ministry;  
† Helping with funds for the Preaching Academy being initiated by Bishop Palmer; 
† Allocating money for the Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa Seminar for Pastors, 

Charting a New Path for Mainline Churches. 
 
The 2004 Book of Discipline, Paragraph 816.1 states, “Of the total money raised in each 
annual conference for the Ministerial Education Fund, 25 percent shall be retained by the 
annual conference that raised it, to be used in its program of ministerial education as 
approved by the annual conference and administered through its board of ordained ministry.” 
 
The Board of Ordained Ministry’s Ministerial Education Fund budget will provide the following 
in 2006 for a total of $113,600. 
 
a. Grants. $50,000.00 for financial assistance to seminary students who are certified 
candidates in the Iowa Annual Conference. 
 
b. Continuing Education.  $15,000.00 for continuing education for professionals in ministry. 
 
c. Mentor Training. $2,000.00 for inquiring candidates retreats and for administration of the 
mentor program. 
 
d. Assessment and Guidance. Initial psychological assessment of candidates for ministry 
and retesting as deemed necessary at the time of probationary or full membership candidacy 
is provided for in the Conference Apportionment Requests for 2005 and 2006.  
 
e. School for Ministry. $5,000.00 to help support the Iowa Conference School for Ministry. 
 
f. Recruitment/Enlistment. $4,000.00 to help the local churches and district Committees on 
Ministry promote awareness of the need for persons to respond to God’s call to ordained 
ministry.  This will also fund events within Iowa and help persons attend national events 
where individuals can explore a call to ordained ministry. 
 
g. Licensing School. $10,000.00 for financial assistance to persons attending local pastor’s 
licensing school. 
 
h. Order of Elders. $3,000.00 for regular meetings of the Order of Elders, including 
honoraria for speakers, postage, and other administrative expenses. 
 
i. Order of Deacons.  $2,000.00 for an annual gathering of deacons and other 
administrative expenses related to the Order of Deacons. 
 
j. Residency In Ministry Program. $2,000.00 for peer group meetings, mentoring of 
probationary members and continuing education for persons who are beginning full-time 
ministry. 
 
k. New Ministry Professional Teams. $400.00 for administrative costs involved in bringing 
together new teams of ministry professionals to begin the process of learning to work 
together. 
 
l. Course of Study Support. $17,000.00 in financial assistance to local pastors who are 
attending the Course of Study School. 
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m. Start-up and Culmination.  $2,500.00 for an event which helps pastors who are 
changing appointments understand the dynamics involved in leaving one parish and 
beginning ministry in another. 
 
n. Effective Team Ministries Retreat. $200.00 of administrative support for local church 
staffs who want to learn how to function together more effectively. 
 
o. Ethnic Initiative (Ministry Candidate). $500.00 for the education expense of an ethnic 
candidate in the ministry process.

The Commission on Equitable Compensation 
 

Action Item #205 
 
2006 Ministry Plan 

 
1. While the church is receiving Equitable Compensation assistance, they are required to 

pay their apportionments in full. 
 
2.   Travel Reimbursement for all pastors serving a local charge will be at the IRS mileage 

rate currently in force. 
 
3.   A minimum of $500 shall be allowed for continuing education for all pastors serving a 

local charge. 
 
4.   Each charge is encouraged to work with their pastor to establish: 
 (1) an accountable reimbursement account to cover job related expenses such as 

continuing education, educational materials, travel, meals and lodging, and 
 (2) a cafeteria plan in accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section 125. 
 
 Administrative Services and the Cabinet shall provide information to the local church 

concerning these plans. 
 
5.   In accordance with �342.1-2 and �333.1-2 of the 2004 Book of Discipline, the following 

provisions are recommended to become policy for the 2006 conference year. 
 a. The 2006 Minimum Base Compensation, which may be any combination of cash, 

utilities, or pastor�s share of benefits, shall be set at 60% of the 2005 Denominational 
Average Compensation as calculated by the General Board of Pensions and Health 
benefits.  The minimum for 2006 will be $31,436. 

 b. The Minimum Base Compensation for full time pastors as identified in the 2004 Book 
of Discipline shall be increased $400 for each year of prior service in any annual 
conference of the United Methodist Church or other international Methodist communion 
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up to a total of $2,400.00.  Pastors and elders coming from other denominations will be 
given the same consideration. 

 c. The Minimum Base Compensation shall be increased by $400 for each additional 
church served by the pastor in the charge. 

 d. The Minimum Base Compensation shall be increased by $525 for a pastor who is in 
Full Connection. 

 e. The new Minimum Base Compensation takes effect January 1, 2006.

 For pastors who are not in Full connection in the Annual Conference. 
 One Church Two Churches Three Churches 
 Entry Level $31,436 $31,836 $32,236 
 
 Add four hundred dollars ($400) for each additional year of service up to a total of 

$2,400.00. 
 
 For pastors who are in Full Connection in the Annual Conference. 
 
 Entry Level $31,961 $32,361 $32,761  
 
 Add four hundred dollars ($400) for each additional year of service up to a total of 

$2,400.00. 
 

 f. All pastors appointed to their first appointment on or before July 1 of the preceding 
year will meet qualifications of “second year in ministry”. 

 g. Each church should make an effort to provide minimum base compensation.  
However, churches that are unable to provide minimum base compensation may apply 
for equitable compensation funds as follows: 

 (1) Missional grants of up to 25% of the minimum compensation are given to enable 
strategic ministry where the skills of the pastor and/or the demands of the situation 
indicate special need.  Examples are: new church development, cooperative parish 
leadership, inner city ministry, rural ministry, and other specialized ministries.  These 
grants are not limited in terms of duration. 

 (2) All other equitable compensation grants for up to 25% of minimum compensation 
depending upon the year of asking as follows: 

 
  Year of Asking % of Min Compensation 
 1 25% 
 2 25% 
 3 25% 
 4 20% 
 5 15% 
 6 10% 
 
 By year 7, the local church should be prepared to cover its pastor�s full salary or use 

alternative staffing plans. 
 
6. A church must be off Equitable Compensation for 3 years before the sequence can 

begin again.  If they are off 3 years or less, they resume where the sequence stopped.  
If they are off 4 or more years, they start over as a newly funded church. 

 
7. The funding period for equitable compensation grants will be from July 1st of the current 

year to June 30th of the following year.  It is expected that all charges receiving funds 
will furnish a copy of the following year�s pastoral support form to the equitable 
compensation commission to verify that the minimum salary has been met. 
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8. All pastors under appointment who are in good standing and are appointed by the 

Bishop to less than full-time service under the provisions �624.3 and �333.2 of the 
2004 Book of Discipline shall have a claim and the right to receive equitable 
compensation in quarterly increments. 

 
9. Before a local charge can receive annual funding from the Equitable Compensation 

Fund, an application form must be completed and consultation shall be held with the 
Executive Council of the District Council on Ministries or the District Stewardship Team.  
The charge shall share its program goals for the coming year.  The recommendations of 
the Executive Council or District Stewardship Team, with proper signatures, shall be 
forwarded to the District Superintendent for his/her signature.  The District 
Superintendent shall forward the recommendations to the Vice-Chairperson, 
Commission on Equitable Compensation, no later than March 1, 2006.

Action Item #207 
 
Connectional Ministries Council 2006 Ministry Plan 
A. During 2006, the Conference Connectional Ministries Council will continue to engage in 
the following efforts on behalf of the local churches and connectional ministry of the Iowa 
Annual Conference: 
 

- Support local church mission and ministry through the work of the six Connectional 
Field Ministers deployed to bi-districts in the Conference. 

- Provide staff leadership of Youth and Young Adult Ministry and of Camp, Conference, 
and Retreat Ministry through the work of the Directors of each of those ministry areas. 

- Provide staff support to the work of the six programming boards, five commissions, and 
two age-related councils that make up the Connectional Ministries Council. 

- Continue support of Iowa Religious Media Services and the Church Center for Land and 
People. 

 
B. A portion ($25,000) of the dues currently being paid to EMI will be transferred to the 
Episcopal office for the use of the Social Witness Advocacy and Education Ministry 
(SWAEM).  This transfer of resources will allow staff of SWAEM to commit time, which is 
currently used in fund raising, to activities that will secure the presence of an ecumenical 
voice in the advocacy arena. 
 
C. The CCMC will continue implementation of the Matthew 25 Initiative, completing the two-
year transition period in 2006, and finalize plans for full implementation of the Initiative in 
2007.  For a complete description of the Matthew 25 Initiative and the transition process now 
half-completed, please refer to pages 157 – 160 of the 2004 IAC Journal.  The Emerging 
Ministries Fund, a contingency fund under the responsibility of the CCMC, was created by 
the Matthew 25 Initiative and is now listed as a separate fund. 
 
D. The CCMC Program Ministry Resource (support) Fund provides administrative support 
(primarily meeting expenses, materials production and distribution, and continuing 
education) for program boards, commissions, and council so that those groups can use their 
own funds for ministry.  The Program Ministry Resource Fund also supports the Iowa 
Conference commitment to ecumenical cooperation Iowa Religious Media Services, and the 
Church Center for the Land and People.  The reduction in this fund compared to 2005 is the 
result of transferring Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa dues into the ministries described in B 
and C., above. 
 
E. The CCMC Resource and Program Delivery (operations) Fund provides financial support 
for the day-to-day operation of the Connectional Ministries Council, including the staff 
responsibilities described in the A., above.   
 
F. Connectional Ministries Council total expenses in each year shall not exceed its total 
revenues and support for that year.  The Connectional Ministries Council in cooperation with 
the Council on Finance and Administration shall plan to eliminate the deficit balance of the 
Connectional Ministries Council by the end of 2010. (Editorial note:  By approval of the Miller 
amendment (see daily proceedings on Saturday morning), the $25,000 requested for 
Ecumenical Ministry, Witness, and Participation Fund has been moved to CCMC deficit 
reduction). 
 
All Iowa Annual Conference programs, activities, and expenditures shall be consistent with 
the mission of the church as stated in The 2004 Book of Discipline of The United Methodist 
Church (¶120 & 121).  The Conference Connectional Ministries Council shall administer this 
provision, in cooperation with the Council on Finance and Administration.

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The essential ministry and program focus of each District is to play a supportive role in 
helping the conference faithfully fulfill its defined mission and support each local church in 
faithfully fulfilling its mission to make disciples.

3) providing training and spiritual formation events for leaders of local churches, and 
4) challenging and supporting leaders in their growth and churches in their mission. 

 
Each District divides its ministry responsibility into committees in a way that meets its needs.  
The primary areas of programming and ministry covered by these committees include:

2) Parish Development –new ministry and revitalization ministry projects 
3) Mission Education and Promotion 
4) Social Witness 
5) Hispanic Ministries 
6) Youth Ministries 
7) Evangelism 
8) Spiritual Formation and Education Ministries 
9) Communications 

 
Funding for District Ministries currently comes from three sources;   

1) Conference apportionment for District Councils activities – divided among the 
 Districts. 
2) Individual District plans and voluntary askings as described below. 
3) Registration fees and other income from events. 

 
Each District has an amount requested from local churches to be used as “seed money” for 
specific ministries.

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – I 
 

Rationale:  The proposed amendment specifies that a fair and open process shall be utilized 
for the election of General Conference delegates. 

 
 On May 3, 2004, at a session of the General Conference of The United Methodist 
Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 812 Yes, 72 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote. 
 In the 2004  Book of Discipline, Division II, Section II, ¶l3.2, Article I  amend by 
substitution as follows: 
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 Delete ¶12.2, which reads, “Delegates shall be elected by the annual conferences 
except that delegates may be elected by other autonomous Methodist churches if and when 
the General Conference shall approve concordats with such other autonomous Methodist 
churches for the mutual election and seating of delegates in each other’s highest legislative 
conferences.”  In its place, substitute, “Delegates shall be elected in a fair and open process 
by the annual conferences.  Delegates may be elected by other autonomous Methodist 
churches if and when the General Conference shall approve concordats with such other 
autonomous Methodist churches for the mutual election and seating of delegates in each 
other’s legislative conferences.” 
 
 If voted and so declared by the Council of Bishops, ¶12.2 (¶13.2) would read: 
 
 Delegates shall be elected in a fair and open process by the annual conferences.  
Delegates may be elected by other autonomous Methodist churches if and when the General 
Conference shall approve concordats with such other autonomous Methodist churches for 
the mutual election and seating of delegates in each other’s legislative conferences. 
 
Action Item #302 – Concur – 973 Yes, 24 No 

 
Proposed Constitutional Amendment – II 

 
Rationale: The proposed amendment adds home missioners to the classifications over which 
General Conference has authority to define and fix powers and duties. 

 
 On May 3, 2004, at a session of the General Conference of The United Methodist 
Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 876 Yes, 20 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote. 
 
 In the 2004 Book of Discipline, Division Two, Section II, ¶16.2, Article IV amend by 
deletion and addition, as follows: 
 
Delete “and” before “deaconesses” and add “and home missioners” at end of sentence. 
 
 If voted and so declared by the Council of Bishops, ¶15.2 (¶16.2) would read: 
 
 To define and fix the powers and duties of elders, deacons, supply preachers, local 
preachers, exhorters, deaconesses, and home missioners.

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – III 
 

Rationale:  The phrase, proposed to be deleted, applied to annual conference in existence 
prior to 1981.  It is now obsolete and may be appropriately discontinued.

Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 873 Yes, 31 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote.

 On May 3, 2004, at a session of the General Conference of The United Methodist 
Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 864 Yes, 34 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote. 
 In the 2004 Book of Discipline, Division Two, Section VI, ¶32, Article I amend by 
addition as follows: 
 
 Add “and home missioners” after “the active deaconesses” in the first sentence.

Action Item #306 – Concur – 1013 Yes, 21 No 

 
Proposed Constitutional Amendment – VI 

 
Rationale:  The proposed constitutional amendment is needed to support the addition of the 
conference director of Lay Speaking Ministries to the list of lay members of the annual 
conference in ¶602.4, as passed by General Conference in 2000.

Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 832 Yes, 51 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote.

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – VII 
 

Rationale:  The proposed amendment provides a definition of clergy members of the annual 
conference.

Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 877 Yes, 19 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote. 
 In the 2000 Book of Discipline, Division Two, Section VI, ¶30, Article I, (2004 Book of 
Discipline, Division Two, Section VI, ¶32, Article I) amend by deletion and addition as 
follows: 
 Add “and lay” between “clergy” and “members” in first sentence.   
 Delete “as defined by the General Conference, together with” after “clergy and lay 
members” in first sentence. 
 Place a period after “clergy and lay members” in first sentence.  Insert the following 
immediately after the first sentence:  “The clergy membership shall consist of deacons and 
elders in full connection, probationary members, associate members, and local pastors 
under appointment.  The lay membership shall consist of” 

 
 If voted and so declared by the Council of Bishops, ¶30 (¶32)  would read: 

 
 The annual conference shall be composed of clergy and lay members. The clergy 
membership shall consist of deacons and elders in full connection, probationary members, 
associate members, and local pastors under appointment.  The lay membership shall consist 
of professing members elected by each charge, the diaconal ministers, the active 
deaconesses and home missioners under episcopal appointment within the bounds of the 
annual conference, the conference president of United Methodist Women, the conference 
president of United Methodist Men, the conference lay leader, district lay leaders, the 
conference director of Lay Speaking Ministries, Conference Secretary of Global Ministries (if 
lay), the president or equivalent officer of the conference young adult organization, the 
president of the conference youth organization, the chair of the annual conference college 
student organization, and one young person between the ages of twelve (12) and seventeen 
(17) and one young person between the ages of eighteen (18) and thirty (30) from each 
district to be selected in such a manner as may be determined by the annual conference.  In 
the annual conferences of the central conferences, the four-year participation and the two-
year membership requirements may be waived by the annual conference for young persons 
under thirty (30) years of age.  Such persons must be professing members of The United 
Methodist Church and active participants at the time of election.  Each charge served by 
more than one clergy shall be entitled to as many lay members as there are clergy members.  
The lay members shall have been for the two years next preceding their election members of 
The United Methodist Church and shall have been active participants in The United 
Methodist Church for at least four years next preceding their election. 
 If the lay membership shall number less than the clergy members of the annual 
conference, the annual conference shall, by its own formula, provide for the election of 
additional lay members to equalize lay and clergy membership of the annual conference. 

 
Action Item #308 – Non-Concur – 541 Yes, 575 No 
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Proposed Constitutional Amendment – VIII 
 

Rationale:  The proposed constitutional amendment would allow the General Conference 
(and the Iowa Annual Conference) to go ahead and adopt enabling legislation at the same 
time it adopts a constitutional amendment instead of waiting until the next General (or 
Annual) Conference Session.  This would speed up implementation of legislation that 
requires a constitutional amendment. 

 
 On May 7, 2004, at a session of the General Conference of The United Methodist 
Church held in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, the following Constitutional Amendment was made 
by a recorded vote of 806 Yes, 32 No.  It is now presented to the Annual Conferences for 
vote. 
 In the 2004 Book of Discipline, Division Five, ¶59, Article I amend by addition. 

 
 Add a new second paragraph as follows, ”In the event that the General Conference 
adopts an amendment to the Constitution, the General Conference may immediately adopt 
enabling legislation for such amendment which shall be contingent on ratification of the 
amendment by the required two-thirds affirmative vote of the aggregate number of members 
of the several annual conferences present and voting, and effective once the Council of 
Bishops, operating as a canvasser of votes, announces that the amendment has been 
passed.  In the same manner, an annual conference may approve legislation in anticipation 
of such a change in the Discipline and/or Constitution that would likewise become effective 
upon the effective date of said Disciplinary Change or Constitutional Amendment.

C. LAITY ADDRESS  
Norma Morrison, Conference Lay Leader 

June 10, 2005 
 

 For me, one of the great things about the 2004 Book of Discipline is that it spells out 
exactly what my role as Conference Lay Leader should be.   I share just a few things briefly 
in hopes that we will all work together better in our churches, districts, and conference. 
 Besides being part of a whole lot of meetings, the Conference Lay Leader is to increase 
the participation of laity in the sessions and structure of the Annual Conference.  For many of 
us, parliamentary procedure, Roberts Rules of Order and those microphones can seem real 
intimidating. 
 Last year I tabulated lay and clergy participation at the microphones and you might be 
as surprised at the results as I was.  Of those who identified themselves as they spoke at the 
microphones, 54% were clergy males, 20.6 % were lay females, 13.9 % were clergy 
females, and the lowest percentage - 11.5 % were lay males.  AT the risk of extending 
Conference which I do not want to do and keeping these figures in mind, if you have 
something you believe needs to be said, I encourage you as a lay person to find your way to 
a microphone. A more important task for me is to support lay participation in the 
conference, districts and local churches in cooperation with the bishop, district 
superintendents and pastors.  Bishop Palmer and I are exploring what it means to be 
partners in ministry and I challenge each of you to work on your ministry partnerships... 
whether in the District or your local church.  I also know there are still some open places on 
the Conference ballot.  Perhaps there is a place you could serve. 
 And briefly... a reminder that The Discipline says that Laity Sunday shall be observed 
annually, preferably on the 3rd Sunday in October.  The theme for this year is One in Spirit, 
All in Ministry, In the Spirit of Discipleship. 
  
 Will you join me in prayer. 
 Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of Your faithful and kindle in us the fire of Your love.  
Send forth Your Spirit, and challenge us to live as You would have us live.  Amen. 
 
 The room was buzzing with lively conversations as almost 1300 of us gathered for the 
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Saturday morning session of the “Healthy Churches: Transforming the World” Conference.  
We had come to Houston, Texas from all over the country and had already been blessed 
and challenged by wonderful speakers,  workshops, and music.  But that day would soon 
become different from all others... 
 I have attended dozens of conferences in my life, and they have almost always been 
mountaintop experiences.  I love meeting new people - sharing ideas - singing and worship - 
learning new things.  This conference was no exception.  In fact, I came back with 25 pages 
of notes, a bag full of books, and a jam-packed suitcase.  I also brought back the 
experiences of God telling me, “Don’t give up!” - a wonderful catch up time with Jim 
Campbell, my spiritual mentor and friend - and hearing Bishop Palmer proclaiming so 
eloquently the message I have long believed our church needs to hear. 
 But I also came back with questions - questions that could make all of us a little 
uncomfortable.  Please know I am not pointing a finger or judging anyone...  But now, even 4 
months later these are my wrestlings... questions I’m still trying to answer for myself... 
 From Dr. Griffiths, the opening speaker from Wesley Chapel in London - “What’s the 
point in preaching if you don’t expect a response?” 
 From Vance Ross from the GBOD, “What business is the church really in?”  “How’s 
business?” 
 Of almost 1300 committed church leaders, why did only 120 take the risk to meet the 
homeless? 
 What scripture really speaks to me about what I experienced going to the bridge that 
Saturday in January? 
 People had many thoughts about it then...  Obviously Matthew 25 came to mind... What 
about the wedding feast, inviting people in off the streets? 
 
 Well, this is my story... 
 Just as the morning session began, a pastor came to the microphone with a challenge.  
He had learned there were two to three hundred homeless people living under a bridge only 
a few blocks from our hotel.  How about if we went to the McDonalds there and bought two 
meals for lunch... one for ourselves and one to share with a homeless person?  We would 
meet at noon and walk over together.  AND we would invite them to join us for dinner at the 
hotel! 
 With Bev Spencer’s encouragement and a  sense of anticipation, I soon found myself in 
the midst of the crowd on my way to the bridge.  The air was charged with all kinds of 
emotions... uncertainty that was almost fear... excitement... nervousness... 
 We soon arrived to find that the “bridge” was actually a freeway overpass, about 6 
blocks long.  
 Even the experience at McDonalds was exciting.  Can you imagine 120 people in line at 
your local fast food restaurant?  Although taken back a bit, they took it in stride and filled all 
those orders quickly.  At one point the manager asked, “Where’s my pastor?  Why isn’t he 
here?”  Could it be the seed was planted for future outreach from her church? 
 Suddenly I had my 2 meals and I walked out of the crowd.  What would I find when I 
rounded the building?  What was I supposed to do?  I surveyed the situation as I crossed the 
street.  There were lots of people, all lined up and waiting.  How were the others handling it?
 Before I could figure it out, a man named Leonard arrived.  He had heard there was 
food ... he needed 2 meals, one for himself and one for his wife Greta.  I looked down at my 
sack.  “Here.  I have 2 meals.” 
 “Please come with me.  I want Greta to meet you.”  I found myself walking several 
blocks under the bridge hearing Greta’s story. 
 Greta had been raped several times in her life... she was now pregnant and had AIDS 
but God had answered her prayer that she would have all the AIDS and her baby would not 
have any.  We would find Greta on the concrete under a blanket because she was cold 
because of being anemic.  He was hoping to find her a warmer place to stay. 
 Sure enough that’s how we found Greta but she sat up when Leonard told her we had 
food.  I pulled out some granola bars and raisins that I had brought along.  “I LOVE raisins,” 
she said and her smile lit up her face. I invited them to dinner at the Hilton and assured them 
the hotel would have to let them in.  They were my guests.  How excited Greta seemed!  “I’ll 
comb my hair,” she said. 
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 “You look beautiful just the way you are”. 
 Leonard walked me part way back to the others and several of us headed back to the 
hotel.  It reminded me of my mission trips to Mexico... only this was somehow different. 
 Needless to say, the Hilton security staff was nervous but arrangements were made for 
us to meet our new friends outside and escort them up to the banquet room.  I left my 
workshop early only to find that 70 homeless folks were already there.  I kept looking for 
Leonard and Greta but couldn’t find them.  Where were they?  They promised they would 
come.  I was up and down the elevator... around the banquet room... to the corner and back, 
and back to the corner again... 
 Suddenly I was living another scripture story, that of the prodigal son.  Only this time I 
was the Father... watching, waiting, hoping.  Sadly Leonard and Greta didn’t come.  Maybe it 
was too far for her to walk... hopefully they found a warmer place to stay for the night. 
 There were 5 homeless men at my table... one came because of Leonard, God’s 
assurance to me that all was well.  Now I met another new friend, David.  After dinner David 
said he would like to meet the pastor and how thrilled he was to meet Bishop Palmer who 
was giving the message for the worship service.  We shared communion then it was time for 
good-byes. 
  We walked them downstairs and they went back to their worlds... and we went back to 
ours. 
 
 It was quite a remarkable experience.  What incredible joy followed for those of us who 
were a part. And for me I was able, in a small way, to live out the scripture that I have 
chosen for my life verse... Philippians 1:19, from the New Century Version. 
 “The thing I want and hope for is that I will not fail Christ in anything.  I hope that I will 
have the courage now, as always, to show the greatness of Christ in my life here on earth.” 
 And in Houston ~ on one Saturday in January ~ for one, brief, shining moment, we were 
the Church at its best~ and we saw the face of Jesus.

to Ivan 
I saw the face of Jesus one January day.  
His knotted beard and worn-out clothes made me almost turn away.  
He asked for money. He was hungry. But something made me say,  
“We can go inside and have some lunch, if that'd be okay.” 
 
It was the face of Jesus that I didn't recognize.  
It was the face of Jesus beneath a thin disguise.  
God's spirit moved within me and took me by surprise.  
It was the face of Jesus that opened up my eyes. 
 
We stood in line and ordered as others frowned and stared.  
As we sat, I fumbled with the food, and thought, should I be scared?  
Without a word, as if he'd heard me, he stood and left his chair  
to pick up a straw, a gesture for which I was unprepared.  
 
He was the face of Jesus that I didn't recognize.  
He was the face of Jesus beneath a thin disguise.  
God's spirit moved within him and took me by surprise.  
He was the face of Jesus that opened up my eyes, 
 
to be the light shining out of darkness;  
to share God's love, no matter where or when;  
to be the hope that offers others wholeness;  
to share God's glory again and again and again;  
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to be the face of Jesus that others recognize, 
to be the face of Jesus, no longer in disguise. 
May my life reflect the abundance of all that God supplies,  
to be the face of Jesus that opens others' eyes. 
 
 May our lives reflect the abundance of all that God supplies 
 May we be the face of Jesus that opens others’ eyes. 
 But the question still burns inside... 
 Of almost 1300 committed church leaders, why did only 120 take the risk to meet the 
homeless? 
 The numbers here are almost the same... What would happen if we were given that 
same challenge at this Annual Conference? 
 1 John 3, verses 16-18 says, “This is how we know what real love is: Jesus gave His life 
for us.  So we should give our lives for our brothers.  Suppose a believer is rich enough to 
have all that he needs.  He sees his brother in Christ who is poor and does not have what he 
needs.  What if the believer does not help the poor brother?  Then the believer does not 
have God’s love in his heart.  My children, our love should not be only words and talk.  Our 
love must be true love.  And we should show that love by what we do.” 
 When the gavel is struck at the end of the day... when the last prayer is spoken, the last 
hymn sung on Sunday of this Conference, what matters most is that we not just talk about 
the work of the Church, but that we do it!  Obviously, meetings like Annual Conference are 
necessary.  Providing for order and making decisions is absolutely essential for any 
operation to run smoothly.  But for me, meeting the needs of our hurting world... physically 
and spiritually... is where I picture Jesus would be.  That is what stirs my heart and inspires 
me to greater sacrifice for the cause of Christ. 
 One of my favorite T-shirts says, “You can talk the talk.  Can you walk the walk?”  Can 
we? 
 Next year at Annual Conference can we take just 3 hours and DO the work of the 
Church?... Help build a house for Habitat for Humanity... work in a food pantry... assemble 
kits for Ingathering or UMCOR? 
 If the Sessions Committee could find us those 3 hours, can our Districts, Boards, and 
Agencies work together to make that happen?  1000 plus people times 3 hours!  What kind 
of witness could we be to the people of Iowa? 
 For one, brief, shining moment, could we be the church at its best~ and see the face of 
Jesus? 
 “When we follow the Lord in ministry, God always comes knocking with a bigger idea.  
And one day... maybe today... God’s idea for us will be so big that doing 3000 hours of 
ministry during Annual Conference will seem like just another amazing opportunity for us to 
watch Him keep His promises.” 
 Amen.  So may it be. 
 

D. TREASURER’S REPORT 
TO THE 

2005 IOWA ANNUAL CONFERENCE 
OF THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH 

Dr. Charles Smith, Conference Treasurer/Statistician 
 
Bishop Palmer, Rev. Wendel, lay and clergy members of the Iowa Annual Conference, it has 
been my privilege to be your servant in Christ as Conference Treasurer during this past year.   
 
The first paragraph of the Preamble to the constitution of the United Methodist Church sets 
the tone for our mission with these words.  “The church is a community of all true believers 
under the Lordship of Christ.  It is the redeemed and redeeming fellowship in which the Word 
of God is preached by persons divinely called, and the sacraments are duly administered 
according to Christ’s own appointment.  Under the discipline of the Holy Spirit the church 
seeks to provide for the maintenance of worship, the edification of believers and the 
redemption of the world. (The 2004 United Methodist Book of Discipline, page 21) 
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There are many parts of this preamble, I as the Conference Statistician cannot quantify.  For 
example, I would not know whether the person who is sent by the Bishop to preach and 
administer the sacraments is a person who is really divinely called.  I also would not know 
how we, as a redeemed community have the Word of God preached each week.  You who 
listen each week and observe the lifestyle and actions of your appointed minister would 
know something of their divine call and the preaching of the word. 
 
However, there are some items that we can review to determine how we are doing as a 
church.  According to the preamble we are a redeemed and redeeming fellowship.  One of 
the ways we know redemption is occurring is when a person stands before the congregation 
and answers in the affirmative the question, “Do you confess Jesus Christ as your Savior, 
put your whole trust in his grace, and promise to serve him as your Lord, in union with the 
church which Christ has opened to people of all ages, nations, and races?  In 2004, the 
congregations of Iowa received 3,734 members by profession of faith.  That is 681 more 
than we lost by death. 
   
As I pondered this statistic, I began to wonder how many congregations over the last 10 
years have received on the average, two or less members per year on confession of faith.  In 
a review of the reports, I discovered that in Iowa out of our 850 congregations we have 304 
congregations that in the last ten years have received 20 or fewer members by profession of 
faith.  The numbers are 38 congregations have received no members by profession of faith 
in the last ten years, 69 congregations have received between 1-5, 60 congregations 
between 6-10 members, and 137 congregations between 11-20 members. On the other side 
of the ledger there are 155 congregations who have received more than 100 persons by 
profession of faith over the last ten years. 
 
As a redeemed community, the Conference ended 2004 with 194,307 members, a decrease 
of 939 members.  However, 298 congregations reported an increase in membership this past 
year.  There were 428 congregations that reported decreases in membership with 125 
reporting no change and few not reporting at all.  We are a redeemed fellowship of faith.  I 
hope and pray that we will become more of a redeeming fellowship, inviting members of our 
community to come and hear the Word of God being preached. 
 
The church is a community where the sacraments are administered.  We do not ask how 
many times during the year congregations celebrates the sacrament of Holy Communion.  It 
is assumed at most, monthly or at least quarterly.  We do ask about the sacrament of 
baptism.  In 2004, Iowa United Methodist baptized 3,519 people.  This is 31 less than last 
year.  Again, I wondered what a ten-year review would discover.  In the last ten years there 
have been 353 congregations who have celebrated the sacrament of baptism less than 20 
times or an average of two times a year.  The numbers look like this; 31 congregations have 
not had a baptism in the last ten years, 74 have baptized between 1 and 5 persons, 87 have 
baptized between 6 and 10 people, and 161 congregations have baptized between 11-20 
persons.  On the other side of this, in the last ten years 104 congregations have celebrated 
baptism more than 100 times. 
 
The preamble states that, “under the discipline of the Holy Spirit the church seeks to provide 
for the maintenance of worship.”  Our churches in conducting worship services the year had 
an average attendance at worship of 69,301 which is a decrease of 2,621.  In this year’s 
statistical report of 850 congregations, 288 of our congregations reported an increase in 
worship attendance from the previous year; however, 427 reported a decrease in worship 
attendance and 125 reported no change and a few not returning the reports.  Again, I hope 
and pray the 427 congregations that showed lower average attendances than last year are 
asking the question why, and also asking how to invite more of our community to worship so 
that our divinely called minister may preach the word of God 
 
The preamble states that, “under the discipline of the Holy Spirit the church seeks to provide 
for the edification of believers.  Our education ministry according to the reports is a mixed 
result.  The traditional church school enrollment for 2004 was 67,473 a decrease of 1,543.  
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Again, 273 congregations had growth in their church school, 376 reported a decrease and 
for me the most disturbing number is that 97 congregations report that they have no church 
school at all.  However, our attendance at short term classes, after school programs, and 
other types of small groups has increased dramatically from 44,192 in 2003 to 60,095 in 
2005. 
 
The preamble also states that “under the discipline of the Holy Spirit the church seeks the 
redemption of the world.”  Let’s use this as a way to understand how the money you put in 
the offering plate each Sunday is used.  First of all the United Methodists of Iowa gave to all 
causes in 2004 a total of $95,269,869.  Here’s a chart of the numbers to see how this money 
was spent.   
 32.0% was spent for pastoral support 
   9.7% was spent on the program support for local congregations 
  (Things like education, worship costs, program staff) 
 23.0% was spent on operating expense of local congregations 
  (Things like secretaries, janitors, and copy machines, insurance) 
   4.6% was interest and principle paid on loans usually for buildings 
 12.0% was paid for building improvements 
   2.7% was paid by United Methodist women, men and youth for special causes 
   3.1% was paid in special offerings or advance special giving 
  12.9% was paid in apportionments 
 
The apportionment receipts for 2004 were $12,307,719.  This was 83.04% of what was 
apportioned.  The Ministerial Support apportionments were received at 89.60% ($5,519,328) 
and were 3.31% less than in the year 2003.  The Ministerial  Support apportionments funds 
the Ministerial Education Fund, the Episcopal Offices, District Superintendents, Equitable 
Compensation, Office of Pastoral Care and Counseling,  Death and Disability Benefit for 
clergy, and the Conference share of retired clergy health care costs. 
 
The Administrative Ministries apportionments were received at 80.33% ($2,218,150). Again, 
this was 2.06% less than in 2003.  Administrative Ministries funds the work of the 
Conference Board of Trustees, the Annual Conference Session and Committees related to 
the work of the Annual Conference, the office of Conference Treasurer, the Council of 
Finance and Administration, a grant to the Iowa United Methodist Foundation and the 
Communications office. 
 
The World Service and Conference Benevolence apportionment was received at 77.43% 
($4,385,763) or 0.02% less than last year.  This fund supports the mission and ministry 
outreach of the general church and as well, our own conference ministry programs such as 
camps, Wesley Foundations, congregational development, advocacy programs, Youth 
Ministries, Connectional Ministries, initiatives in ministry such as Hispanic Ministries and 
many seed money for many of our teaching academies, grants to colleges and Laity 
initiatives. 
 
The last apportioned fund is Africa University and the Black College Fund, this fund received 
78.04% ($174,478) or a 0.17% decrease from the year 2003. 
 
Recently, I finished a study of the New Testament Book of Acts of the Apostles.  One thing 
that stood out for me in that study was how dependent they were on the power and leading 
of the Holy Spirit.  Whether it was Phillip going to the Ethiopian Eunuch, Peter being sent to 
the Roman Centurion, or Paul on his journeys, time and time again the Holy Spirit was their 
guide and mentor.   In the same way I find it most appealing that in the preamble to the 
United Methodist Church constitution the phrase “Under the Discipline of the Holy Spirit” is 
used.   
 
One way to understand the meaning of the word discipline is to understand that it is the 
acceptance of or submission to an authority.  I hope and pray that each of our congregations 
in this Annual Conference may once again be open to the possibility that now is the time to 
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be under the discipline of the Holy Spirit, as we seek to provide for the maintenance of 
worship, the edification of believers and the redemption of the world.  When we really submit 
to the discipline of the Holy Spirit our numbers, our divine calling and mission will really make 
us a community of true believers under the Lordship of Christ. 
 
 

E. IOWA ANNUAL CONFERENCE APPORTIONING BASIS 
 

The basis for apportioning the 2006 Conference budget adopted by the Iowa Annual 
Conference at the 2005 Conference Session is as follows: 
 
The formula used to apportion the Conference apportionment budget to the congregations of 
the Iowa Annual Conference shall be the four year average of local expenses excluding all 
United Methodist Mission giving and local community mission projects, amounts paid on 
principal and interest, grants from the Conference or District, apportionment paid and all 
single capital improvements projects above $1,000 as a percent of that congregations share 
of the four year average total of all congregations local expenses. The percent share of each 
congregation shall be the percent share of the Conference apportionment budget. 
 
NOTE: Following is an example only. 
 
Anywhere, Iowa – United Methodist Church 
 
Using the statistical reports for the most recent previous four years, the next years 
apportionments are calculated as follows: 
 
(1) All church expense except: 

a. giving to United Methodist missions 
b. giving to local community missions 
c. amounts paid on principal and interest 
d. rental expenses for facilities 
e. grants from Conference or District 
f. apportionments paid 
g. single capital improvement projects above $1,000 are added together and 

averaged over the four years

(2) All local congregations’ expenses (minus the exceptions) are added together for all 

churches in the conference and averaged over four years.

(3) The Conference apportioned budget is divided by the four year average of local church 
  expenses to determine a percentage.

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(4) The percentage of the total church expenses to the apportioned budget is multiplied by 

the four year average of the local church expenses to determine the total amount of 
apportionments for that church.

F. REPORT OF THE CAMP & RETREAT CAMPAIGN 
Submitted by Russ Wilson 

Campaign Director 
June 11, 2005 

 
The Camp & Retreat Capital Campaign will be officially concluded at the end of June 2005. 
This will be the final report of the campaign. 
 
Several factors have presented formidable challenges to the success of the Campaign. 
Those include the tragedy of September 11, the fall of the Stock Market, the economic slow 
down in Iowa, and the loss of several campaign staff members due to serious health 
problems. In my experience the past few years have been the worst years in the last 25 to 
raise money. 
 
In spite of those obstacles, the Campaign has achieved many notable successes and 
produced a total of $3,257,000, which represents more than twice the gifts received in the 
last capital campaign. The successes include: 
 
1) A new, year-round horse arena at Camp Wesley Woods that has resulted in a three-

fold increase in the equestrian program. The annex to the arena includes a classroom, 
restrooms, showers and a pack-out center for food and supplies for campers in the 
outlying areas. 

 
2) A dam has been constructed at Camp Aldersgate creating a lake that, when 

completely full, will provide water recreation options and add to the beauty of the 
campus. 

 
3) $1,159,191 was raised and designated by the donors to specific campsites or projects. 

The unspent balances are being held in accounts for those sites and projects. The total 
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amounts raised are: Aldersgate - $115,784; Golden Valley - $27,217; Okoboji - 
$245,286; Pictured Rocks - $231,947; Wesley Woods - $538,956. Some of these funds 
have been expended on capital campaign projects, the horse arena at Camp Wesley 
Woods, for example. The unspent balances are not sufficient to fund a capital project 
at the respective sites. 

 
4) The Buxton Lodge, a new, winterized, adult-friendly facility, has been built and funded 

at Wesley Woods, increasing their ability to accommodate adult groups, year around. 
 
5) Over $265,173 was generated by the campaign and received by the five camps 

directly from churches and individuals. Some of those funds have been designated for 
capital projects included in the campaign master plan, but some funds were designated 
for other camp projects. Those totals are: $46,622 for Aldersgate, $21,091 for Golden 
Valley, $70,680 for Okoboji, $20,509 for Pictured Rocks, and $106,271 for Wesley 
Woods. Hopefully, as time passes sufficient funds will be raised and added to these 
funds to accomplish additional projects. 

 
6) A total of $3,257,000 has been raised in cash, pledges, gifts-in-kind, and planned gifts. 

Some of those gifts were designated to specific camps or projects. Some gifts were 
undesignated. Obviously, the deferred gifts included in the total will not be realized for 
years to come and cannot be applied to current projects. Unfortunately, only 76 out of 
800 churches in the Conference organized campaigns and submitted gifts. As stated 
above the last capital campaign conducted by the Iowa Conference generated a total 
of $1.5 million, including one mega gift of $700,000. The largest gift in this campaign 
was $100,000. This campaign has resulted in much broader participation than former 
campaigns with an estimated 1,000 individual and church donors. 

 
7) Individuals and couples, totaling 12 households, have verified that they have included 

the camp campaign in their estate plans. One of those commitments is currently 
estimated to be $85,000, another to be $65,000. The total of known deferred gifts is 
$584,333. (This figure is included in the total.) It is likely that there are additional 
planned gifts about which we have not been informed. 

 
8) In several cases campaign staff have facilitated gifts for local churches while working 

with a donor on a gift to the capital campaign. Known gifts generated for local churches 
total $170,000. (That figure is not included in the total above.) 

 
9) Several exciting projects are currently in process. It is too early to discuss them, but 

hopefully, additional major gifts and additional projects will be announced in the near 
future. 

 
10) A less tangible but very important achievement of the campaign is that several 

thousands of church members have been informed of the importance and value of the 
camp and retreat ministry. Hundreds of people have heard Bishop Palmer speak 
passionately about the value of the camp and retreat ministry. Thousands have seen 
the video and additional thousands have received presentations in their living rooms, 
kitchens, and offices. Thousands of people know that the camping program is the most 
effective, Conference-sponsored effort for the recruitment of young people for Christ 
and the Church. They know also that God recruits hundreds of professional and lay 
leaders for the Church through the camping programs. This campaign has raised the 
bar in the Conference in regard to generosity of stewardship. Hundreds of individuals 
and couples have given larger gifts than they have ever given to a church-related 
program. 

 
Although the doors of the campaign will be closed on June 30, the doors to a continuing 
camp development office sponsored by the Board of Camps will be opened. I will be retiring 
from the campaign but Jackie Howard will continue the development program to benefit the 
camps. Jackie will be working with individuals to encourage gifts, pledges and planned gifts 
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in support of the camp and retreat ministry. The camp and retreat development office is 
located in the Conference Center. 
 
I, and the campaign staff, wish to express appreciation to the many pastors, volunteers, 
donors and others who have helped to make the campaign a success. A special thanks is 
extended to Bishop Palmer who gave generously of his time and energy in support of the 
campaign. The success could not have been achieved without the work, dedication, and 
generosity of a lot of people, many of whom are present at this Annual Conference. We 
thank you.

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B. PLAN OF ORGANIZATION AND RULES OF ORDER

(Editor’s note: Where the ¶ symbol occurs the reference is to a paragraph number in The Book
of Discipline of The United Methodist Church, 2004.)

I. THE ANNUAL CONFERENCE SESSIONS1

A. Regular and special sessions of the Iowa Annual Conference of The United2
Methodist Church shall be held at such times and places as shall be determined3
in the manner prescribed in The Book of Discipline of The United Methodist4
Church.5

1. Opening and Daily Sessions. The organization and program of these6
sessions shall be the responsibility of the Annual Conference Session7
Planning Committee.8

2. Clergy Session. (¶605.6) The Annual Conference Session Planning9
Committee shall recommend to the annual conference the place for the10
session.11

3. Lay Session. A meeting of the lay members of the conference may be12
held during the annual conference session as arranged by the Board of13
Laity. It shall communicate its request for such a meeting to the Annual14
Conference Session Planning Committee in order that a time and a place15
may be provided.16

4. Roll Call and Attendance.17

a. Attendance (¶ 602.7 & 8). All members, lay and clergy, shall attend the18
daily session of the conference unless excused by submitting a request in19
writing to the conference secretary or by turning in to the conference20
secretary’s office an excuse from attendance card signed by the district21
superintendent.22

b. Roll call shall be taken at the annual conference session as follows:23

(1) A registration card shall be mailed to and returned by each24
member of the annual conference.25

(2) Seating shall be arranged by the Annual Conference Session26
Planning Committee.27

5. Report of the Conference Treasurer, Statistician, and The Council on28
Finance and Administration.29

a. At the first business session of the regular session, as one of the early30
items of business, there shall be a report of the conference statistician, the31
conference treasurer, and the proposed conference budget. The proposed32
budget shall be received without debate as the working budget for the33
coming calendar year.34

b. Any legislation coming before the conference which would require a35
change in the proposed budget shall be handled in the following manner:36

(1) The conference shall consider the item on its merits. If the37
conference approves the item and wishes to request additional38
funding, it can recommend the item for funding through the Council39
on Finance and Administration. All items shall be held for final action40
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until all budget adjustment requests have been heard by the Council1
on Finance and Administration. The Council on Finance and2
Administration shall consider all additional requests in relationship to3
the total budget and bring a composite report, including the revised4
budget, proposed for conference action.5

(2) Those items on which action has been deferred because of6
request for budget change, shall be considered for final action in7
accordance with the recommended funding of the Council on Finance8
and Administration.9

B. Pre-Conference Preparation. 10

1. Pre-Conference Manual. The projected report of the Conference11
Connectional Ministries Council, other preliminary reports, the conference12
program, and such other information as may be pertinent to the orderly13
conduct of the conference sessions shall appear in a Pre-Conference14
Manual which shall be distributed to members of the annual conference not15
later than twenty days before the first day of the conference session and16
shall be published under the direction of the Sub-Committee on Journal17
Publication. (See II.B.9.c.(3), page 236)18

2. Conference Orientation Events. Following distribution of the Pre-19
Conference Manual in the spring, annual conference orientation events20
shall be held in each district for the purpose of providing an overview of the21
annual conference session and to discuss proposed legislation. These22
events shall be coordinated by the cabinet and the Annual Conference23
Session Planning Committee. The orientation events may, or may not, be24
combined with the annual district conference. Any amendments suggested25
at the district events would have to be proposed at the legislative26
committee at annual conference by a member of that committee.27

C. Offerings. Offerings shall be received during the Covenant Eucharist Service28
and the Commissioning and Ordination Service and shall be directed to such29
projects as determined by the bishop and the Administrative Cabinet and30
announced to the session of the conference.31

D. Legislative Committees.32

1. There shall be legislative committees, as may be determined by the33
Annual Conference Session Planning Committee on recommendation of34
the Conference Connectional Ministries Council.35

2. The committee chairpersons and secretaries shall be selected by the36
Annual Conference Session Planning Committee in consultation with the37
bishop. No person shall serve as chairperson and/or secretary for more38
than four consecutive years.39

3. The members of the annual conference shall be assigned to legislative40
committees which shall consist, as nearly as possible, of equal numbers41
of clergy and lay members. The chairperson or designee of each42
conference agency shall be assigned to the legislative committee which43
will deal with the agency’s work. The members of the Program Review44
Committee shall be assigned among the legislative committees as45
resource persons concerning the program proposals recommended to the46

annual conference by the Conference Connectional Ministries Council. The1
rest of the conference members shall be assigned at random by the2
Annual Conference Session Planning Committee. Each charge shall be3
advised in advance as to the legislative committee to which its lay and4
clergy member(s) are assigned.5

4. The Annual Conference Session Planning Committee shall assign the6
reports, recommendations, proposals and resolutions of the agencies and7
institutions of the conference to the proper legislative committees where8
they shall be considered at least twelve (12) hours before being presented9
on the floor of the conference; provided, however, that neither this nor any10
other business procedure shall preclude the presentation of new materials11
by individual members of the annual conference in legislative committees12
or at any session of the annual conference. Reports, recommendations,13
proposals and resolutions of the Board of Pensions will be assigned to the14
appropriate legislative committee for informational purposes only.15
Conference directed items shall go, in their entirety, to the annual16
conference for action.17

5. When the legislative committees report their recommendations to the18
annual conference, a representative of the Conference Connectional19
Ministries Council will be available to speak on behalf of its coordinated20
program.21

6. The legislative committees may amend or revise sections of the reports22
projecting programs and proposals and shall report to the conference on23
all matters assigned to them.24

7. Consent Calendars. When the reports of the legislative committees are25
made to the annual conference, those items which have gone through the26
legislative process without substantive changes may be placed on the27
appropriate consent calendar by majority vote of the legislative committee.28

a. Common Consent Calendar: Items requiring a majority vote will be29
listed on the Common Consent Calendar.30

b. Resolution Repeal Consent Calendar. In annual conference sessions31
held in even-numbered years a review report of existing conference32
resolutions will be received, listing the resolutions recommended for repeal33
by the Resolutions Committee and the relevant conference agency. The34
repeal recommendations will be considered in one or more legislative35
committees. By majority vote the legislative committee may list a36
resolution on the Resolution Repeal Consent Calendar.37

c. Printing the Consent Calendars: Each consent calendar will identify38
the items placed on it by listing the item numbers in order. The Common39
Consent Calendar will be printed at the beginning of each legislative40
committee’s printed report. In annual conference sessions during which41
resolutions are reviewed, the  Resolution Repeal Consent Calendar will be42
printed in the legislative committee’s report immediately following the43
Common Consent Calendar.44

d. Adoption of Consent Calendars: Calendar items will be acted upon45
by vote without reading or discussion. The Common Consent Calendar46
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and the Resolution Repeal Consent Calendar will be adopted upon a1
majority vote of the annual conference.2

e. Removing an item from a Consent Calendar: 3

(1) Any member may move that an item be lifted from the Common4
Consent Calendar. If that motion is seconded and if at least twenty5
five percent (25%) vote to have it removed, it will be removed and6
considered in it’s numerical sequence with the rest of the report.7

(2) Any member may move that an item be lifted from the Resolution8
Repeal Consent Calendar. If that motion is seconded and if at least9
twenty five percent (25%) vote to have it removed, it will be referred10
to the following year (Resolutions Year) for debate and vote.11

8. Defeated Items. When the reports of the legislative committees and other12
reports are made to the annual conference, those items which have gone13
through the legislative process and have been defeated will be placed on14
a list to be reported to the conference as ‘Item defeated.’ All defeated15
items will be listed and identified by number at the beginning of each16
legislative committee report, and may be reconsidered in numerical17
sequence by an affirmative vote by at least 25 members of the plenary.18

9. Matters requiring legislative action shall be given priority within a legislative19
committee’s scheduled time. Informational reports not completed in the20
allotted time shall be presented as miscellaneous business on the final day21
of the conference session or at such times as may be possible.22

10. A minority report may be presented when approved by one-tenth of the23
members of the legislative committee.24

11. Summary reports dealing primarily with agency and institutional25
achievements shall be accepted for printing in the Iowa Annual Conference26
Journal without being read to the conference.27

12. Reports from the legislative committees which involve substantial changes28
from the Pre-Conference Manual shall be prepared in printed form and29
distributed to the conference before consideration.30

13. During a regular session of the annual conference, a meeting of a31
legislative committee may be called only by a majority vote of the annual32
conference.33

E. Equalization of Conference Membership Between Laity and Clergy.34

1. Lay members of the Iowa Annual Conference shall be members of a35
United Methodist church within the Iowa Annual Conference. (¶32)36

2. Those filling the following positions, if lay persons, shall be equalization37
members of the Iowa Annual Conference: (¶32)38

a. Conference Lay Leadership39
(1) Conference Secretary40
(2) Conference Chancellor41
(3) Conference Treasurer42
(4) Members of the Conference Connectional Ministries Council staff.43
(5) Conference Coordinator of Youth Ministry44
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(6) The Editor and Editorial Staff of the Iowa Annual Conference1
Journal2
(7) Elected leadership of Conference Council on Youth Ministry3
(8) Additional district youth members4
(9) The president, vice presidents, secretary and treasurer of the5
Conference United Methodist Men.6
(10) Elected leadership of United Methodist Women as defined by7
the Women’s Division8
(11) Chairpersons of conference agencies as defined in IV.C.1,9
page 266, of this Iowa Annual Conference Journal.10

(23) Delegates to General and Jurisdictional Conferences who shall26
serve for the quadrennium following the conference for which they27
are elected28
(24) Members of General and Jurisdictional agencies29
(25) Chair of the Iowa United Methodist Student Movement30
(26) One student representative from each of the four United31
Methodist church-related colleges in Iowa, to be selected by the32
president of the college in consultation with the district33
superintendent34
(27) One student representative from each Wesley Foundation in35
Iowa, to be selected by the student governing board36
(28) Active and retired diaconal ministers who have local church37
membership in Iowa38
(29) Church and Community Workers and deaconesses who are39
members of a United Methodist Church in Iowa.40

b.  District Leadership41
(1) District Lay Leader42
(2) District United Methodist Men President43
(3) District United Methodist Women President44
(4) District Council on Ministries Chairperson 45

3. The Iowa Annual Conference Secretary shall determine by September 146
of each year, the number of additional lay members needed for the next47
annual conference to be equal to the number of clergy members of the48
Iowa Annual Conference and shall certify this number to the bishop.49
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4. The Iowa Annual Conference Secretary shall determine the ratio of1
members to clergy members of the annual conference (as defined in2
¶602.1) appointed to each charge of the Iowa Annual Conference.3

5. The additional lay members needed to bring equalization shall be assigned4
by the Iowa Annual Conference Secretary as follows:5

a.  One-half of the additional lay members needed to bring equalization6
shall be assigned to the districts in equal numbers, and each district7
conference shall elect upon nomination by the District Nominating8
Committee, said additional lay members to the Iowa Annual Conference;9
provided, however, that if one-half of the additional lay members is not10
exactly divisible by the number of districts, then the remainder shall be11
added to the number of lay members assigned to the local charges as12
hereinafter provided.13

b.  One-half of the additional members needed to bring equalization plus14
any remainder not assigned to the districts shall be assigned by the Iowa15
Annual Conference Secretary to the charges having the highest ratio of16
members to clergy members of the annual conference in descending17
order. Those churches whose ratio is twice the number of members need-18
ed to bring equalization under this subsection, shall be assigned two lay19
equalization members. If the ratio is three times the number, three lay20
members shall be assigned. In case of tie, eligibility shall be determined21
by lot.22

6.  All computations shall be based on the statistical tables of the Iowa23
Annual Conference Journal of the immediately preceding annual24
conference.25

7.  All lay members selected under the above provisions shall be entitled to26
the same mileage payments as other members of the annual conference.27

8.  The district superintendent and other persons responsible for determining28
the lay members of annual conference in the process defined above are29
encouraged to make certain, insofar as possible, that there are young30
adults represented in the selection.31

II. ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE32

A. Terminology33

1. Organization Definitions34

a. Agency: a regularly established board, commission, council, standing35
committee or committee which has been constituted by the annual36
conference. See IV.C.1, p. 266 for definition as related to nominations.)37

b. Council: an organization created by the annual conference to perform38
defined responsibilities of review and oversight on behalf of the annual39
conference in relation to other agencies and to perform other assigned40
functions. Councils are amenable and accountable to the annual41
conference and report to it.42

c. Board: a multi-function organization accountable to the Conference43
Connectional Ministries Council and/or the annual conference, as provided44
in The Book of Discipline. A board may have subgroups for which it is45
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responsible and accountable.1

d. Committee: a body, either temporary or permanent, created to carry out2
certain functions of mission, study, oversight, or review. It is amenable to3
its parent body. Committees may be created by the annual conference4
and/or its agencies.5

e. Commission: an organization established by the annual conference for6
the fulfillment of a specific function.7

f. Standing Committee: a subgroup of an agency with a specific purpose,8
accountable to the agency of which it is a part.9

(1)  A standing committee may be initiated when one or more of the10
following criteria are met:11

(a) Mandated by The Book of Discipline.12
(b) Program is to be implemented over a period longer than five13
years.14
(c) Appointed by the resident bishop, as mandated by The15
Book of Discipline, or requested by the annual conference.16
(d) Program budget is larger than $50,000 and cannot be17
adequately administered on a quarterly basis by the parent18
agency.19
(e) Program staffing requires a long term (five years or more)20
advisory committee.21

(2) Chairpersons of standing committees are eligible to be members22
of the standing committee’s respective agency.23

g. Task Force: an organization with one objective, which will be24
accomplished in no more than five years, and whose membership25
numbers no more than fifteen. 26

h. Task Group: an organization with one objective, which will be27
accomplished in no more than two years, and whose membership numbers28
no more than seven.29

i. Network: The formation of program networks will focus on services30
which require large numbers of people to make personal or resourcing31
contacts.  There are no limits on the number of persons associated with32
networking.  Networks are established when cross-conference programs33
are approved for implementation. A network shall be accountable to one34
or more conference agencies.35

2. Membership Definitions36

a. Ex-Officio: full voting members, by virtue of office, of an agency of the37
annual conference with all rights, unless indicated otherwise.38

b. Consultants: those persons who by virtue of their position, knowledge,39
and/or expertise are appointed to an agency. They have the privilege of40
speaking but not making motions or voting. They are expected to be41
present at the meetings of the groups for which they are consultants.42

c. Cabinet and Staff Consultants: District superintendents and staff of the43
Conference Connectional Ministries Council, Administrative Services, and44
Episcopal Office may serve as consultants to agencies of the annual45
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conference. The Bishop, Dean of the Cabinet, the Director of Connectional1
Ministries, and the Conference Director of Administrative Services shall2
assign cabinet and staff consultants to agencies of the Annual Conference3
on an annual basis. Cabinet and staff consultants will be listed in the4
Organizational Structure printed in the Journal of the Iowa Annual5
Conference for that year.6

d. Resource Persons: called upon from time to time because of expertise7
needed by a group at a particular time. They do not have the privilege of8
making motions or voting.9

e. Ecumenical Partner: a member of another denomination, serving as an10
ecumenical liaison. They have the privilege of speaking and, where The11
Book of Discipline allows, of making motions and voting.12

f. Youth: a person 12 through 18 years of age, at time of election.13

g. Young Adult: a person 19 through 30 years of age, at time of election.14

B. Administration. The officers, boards, commissions, councils, and standing15
committees of the Iowa Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church16
shall be those herein listed and such others as are, or hereafter shall be,17
provided by The Book of Discipline or by action of the Conference.18

1. Officers.19
a. Presiding Officer (¶ 603.6)20
b. Assistant to the Bishop, appointed by the bishop.21
c. District Superintendents (¶ 403, 404.2)22
d. Conference Connectional Ministries Council Director (¶607)23
e. Conference Secretary (¶ 603.7) 24
f. Treasurer (¶ 618)25
g. Chancellor (¶ 603.8)26
h. President of the Board of Trustees (¶2512.2)27

2. General/Jurisdictional Agency Members. Persons of the annual28
conference who are elected members of a jurisdictional or general agency29
of The United Methodist Church shall be members with vote of the30
corresponding Iowa Annual Conference agency. Expense allowances for31
conference agency meetings of such members living in Iowa shall be the32
responsibility of the annual conference agencies.33

3. Annual Conference Administrative Coordinating Council.34

a. Membership: (45)35

(1) The membership shall consist of the chairs and one additional36
member of each of the following: Conference Connectional Ministries37
Council, Conference Council on Finance and Administration,38
Conference Board of Trustees, Board of Pensions, Human39
Resources Committee, Annual Conference Session Planning40
Committee, Rules of Order Committee, Resolutions Committee,41
Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee and Conference42
Leadership Development Coordinating Committee.43

(2) The chair of the Annual Conference Administrative Coordinating44
Council shall be the bishop or bishop’s designee.45
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b. Function: Meetings of the council shall be scheduled to ensure1
accountability, communication, clarity and shared purpose related to the2
common work of the Annual Conference Session Planning Committee,3
Annual Conference Human Resources Committee, Rules of Order4
Committee, Resolutions Committee, Conference Nominations Coordinating5
Committee and Conference Leadership Development Coordinating6
Committee.7

4. Conference Communications Services and Resources. Conference8
Communications Services and Resources shall be located within the9
Episcopal Office. Its purpose is to provide consultation, service, product10
and process development and production, technical assistance, and11
advice to all ministries of the Iowa Annual Conference, including local12
church, appointive, program, and administrative ministries. Specifically,13
Conference Communications Services and Resources will be responsible14
for strategic planning across all aspects of communications; public15
relations, including media relations, issues management, and advertising;16
crisis management, including maintaining an updated conference crisis17
management plan, training key persons, and guiding the conference18
response to crises; on-going communications, including editing and19
publishing printed and electronic communications tools for the conference;20
and technical support to local churches, boards and agencies, and clergy21
and lay persons in the area of communications.22

a. The Communications Advisory Team (¶645)23

(1) Membership:24

(a) There will be nine members selected for their content25
expertise in a variety of communication areas. Members will be26
appointed by the bishop to 3-year terms with one-third rotating27
off each year.28

(b) The chairperson will be appointed by the bishop and will29
serve a one-year term.30

(2) Function.31

(a) The team will meet quarterly to advise the Director of32
Communications Services and Resources, and to assist with33
strategic planning.34

(b) The Team will serve as the Commission on35
Communications as required by ¶645, 2004 Book of Discipline.36

(3) Staff: There will be a Director of Communications Services and37
Resources (¶608) who shall be employed through a process38
designed and managed by the Conference Human Resources39
Committee and who shall be amenable to the Bishop of the Iowa40
Area. The Director of Communications Services and Resources will41
relate directly to the Communications Advisory Team, and will be an42
ex officio member of the Annual Conference Session Planning43
Committee.44

5. Council on Finance and Administration (¶ 610- 618) (Also, see VI,45
pages 272-276)46
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a.  Membership: Six clergy, seven laity, and two youth. At least one clergy1
and one laity must be from churches under 200 members. It is strongly2
recommended that at least three of the laity be women, one person be3
from an ethnic group, and one person be under age twenty-five, with the4
goal of having membership from each district.5

b. There shall be a Conference Treasurer/Director of Administrative6
Services, elected by the annual conference on nomination of the Council7
on Finance and Administration, responsible for all fiscal matters, and8
directly amenable to the Council on Finance and Administration.9

c. Ex officio members of the council are: (¶611.2.c.)10
(1) the conference treasurer/director of administrative services,11
without vote;12
(2) the presiding bishop, without vote;13
(3) a district superintendent chosen by the cabinet, without vote;14
(4) the director of the Conference Connectional Ministries Council,15
without vote.16

d. There shall be a Conference Statistician who shall be nominated by the17
Council on Finance and Administration and elected by the annual18
conference. The statistician shall be related to the Council on Finance and19
Administration for evaluation, accountability, support and budget.20

e. The council may be divided into the following committees:21

(1) Administrative, shall oversee audits; review personnel and22
organization, insurance and bonding; and recommend policy with23
regard to conference computer services.24

(2) Apportionments, shall research and recommend formulas, relief,25
adjustments, and method of apportioning to the local churches.26

(3) Budget, shall research, plan and devise the amounts, size,27
component parts, format, and funding levels of the conference28
budget.29

(4)  Special Financial Askings, shall oversee research, planning, and30
coordination of all special fund raising askings of the conference31
including, but not limited to, capital fund drives and district askings.32

(5)  Interpretation, shall enlist and train persons for interpretation and33
shall perform the functions of ¶612.4.34

f. The following conference administrative agencies and offices will be35
accountable to the Council on Finance and Administration for budgeting36
and all fiscal matters related to the discharge of their functions:37

Administrative and Appointive Cabinets38
Annual Conference Administrative Coordinating Council39
Annual Conference Human Resources Committee40
Annual Conference Session Planning Committee41
Assistant to the Bishop’s Office42
Board of Pensions43
Board of Trustees44
Commission on Equitable Compensation45
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Committee on Episcopacy1
Committee on Pastoral Care and Counseling2
Committee on Investigation3
Conference Connectional Ministries Council Administrative Fund4
Conference Leadership Development Coordinating Committee5
Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee6
Conference Secretary7
Conference Treasurer/Director of Administrative Services8
Episcopal Office (for funds received from the Annual Conference)9
Joint Committee on Disability10
Resolutions Committee11
Rules of Order Committee12

g. The council shall be responsible for reviewing, evaluating and13
coordinating all budget proposals from the agencies and offices. The14
council shall schedule a time each year, sometime after the Program15
Review Committee has met, to allow the Conference Connectional16
Ministries Council the opportunity to represent the needs of the agencies17
before the council. The Council on Finance and Administration shall18
recommend to the annual conference for its action and determination19
budgets of anticipated income and proposed expenditures.20

6. Board of Trustees. ¶2512 and 639.21

a. The board shall appoint from its membership one consultant to each22
District Board of Church Location and Building and shall assume the23
expenses of sending the representatives to the respective boards.24

b. The Board of Trustees has jurisdiction of the Iowa United Methodist25
Conference Center, but, in order to coordinate functions within the26
conference center, a Conference Center Administrative Council may be27
established.28

7. Board of Pensions ¶638.29

a. Membership: shall consist of not more than 24 persons. Each member30
shall be elected for a term of eight years. The membership shall be in four31
classes with a new class being elected every two years. The conference32
treasurer shall be an ex officio member without vote of the executive33
committee (¶638.3). A representative of the Council on Finance and34
Administration shall be a consultant.35

b. Organization: The board shall be organized as a corporation under36
Chapter 504A of the 1991 Code of Iowa and subject to the Articles of37
Incorporation of the Iowa Annual Conference of The United Methodist38
Church, the by-laws of said corporation, specific directives by the Iowa39
Annual Conference and any applicable requirements contained in The40
Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church.41

8. Commission on Equitable Compensation. (¶624) The Commission on42
Equitable Compensation shall consist of ten persons plus one district43
superintendent named by the cabinet (¶624.1). It is recommended that44
membership include two laymen, two lay women, one youth and five45
clergy. A member of the Council on Finance and Administration may serve46
as consultant.47
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9. Annual Conference Session Planning Committee.1

a. Membership:2

(1) Twelve at-large members nominated by the District Nominations3
Committees, plus one youth nominated by the Conference Council4
on Youth Ministries, elected by the annual conference.5

(2) Ex-officio members shall be the bishop, assistant to the bishop,6
Director of Connectional Ministries, Director of Communications7
Services and Resources, a representative of the appointive cabinet,8
the conference lay leader, the conference secretary, a representative9
from the Commission on Religion and Race, and the chair of the sub-10
committee on Business and Agenda.11

(3) The chair of the Annual Conference Session Planning Committee12
shall be the bishop or the bishop’s designee.13

b. Organization:14

(1) Shall consist of at least three sub-committees, Conference15
Arrangements, Business and Agenda , and Journal Publication. The16
chair of the sub-committee on Conference Arrangements shall be the17
bishop or the bishop’s designee. The chair of the sub-committee on18
Business and Agenda shall be nominated by the bishop and elected19
by the Annual Conference Session Planning Committee. The20
conference secretary shall be the chair of the Journal Publication21
sub-committee. 22

(2) Shall meet at least two times a year. Meetings shall be scheduled23
in a manner which facilitates the planning and work of the annual24
conference session.25

(3) May select additional persons from outside its membership to26
perform various functions for the conference session. The work of27
these persons is subject to the approval of the committee.28

c. Function: Shall articulate the long range, overall direction and theme for29
the annual conference sessions, and assist the annual conference in30
fulfilling its purpose as defined by The Book of Discipline (¶601) and the31
annual conference mission statement through the following sub-32
committees:33

(1) The Sub-committee on Business and Agenda shall consist of34
the chair and six members of the Annual Conference Session35
Planning Committee. The sub-committee shall:36

(a) Prepare an Order of Business for the official session of the37
conference for inclusion in the printed program.38

(b) Furnish to the presiding officer, at the opening of each39
business session of the conference, a list of the items of40
business and reports which are ready for action.41

(c) Furnish to the presiding officer the names of those allotted42
time to represent certain interests, together with the time given43
to each speaker.44
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(d) Help guide the order by attending to the relative importance1
of different aspects of business, worship, learning, inspiration2
and promotion of the life of the annual conference session.3

(e) Consult with and advise the chairpersons and secretaries of4
the legislative committees as to procedure in presenting reports5
and other business of the conference.6

(f) Recommend which matters of courtesy, privilege, and7
special orders may come before the conference.8

(2) The Sub-committee on Conference Arrangements shall consist9
of the chair and six members of the Annual Conference Session10
Planning Committee. The sub-committee shall:11

(a) Recommend to the annual conference the location of the12
conference session, at least two years in advance.13

(b) Implement the theme, as determined by the Annual14
Conference Administrative Coordinating Council, for the annual15
conference session.16

(c) Plan for conference session worship services and17
ceremonies.18

(d) Prepare and mail registration, information materials and the19
Pre-Conference Manual to the annual conference members in20
advance of the session. The Pre-Conference Manual shall21
include reports and proposed programs and budgets requiring22
annual conference approval.23

(e) Provide for a variety of support functions and amenities for24
the smooth flow of activities during the annual conference25
session, including but not limited to a sergeant at arms and26
director of pages.27

(3) The Sub-committee on Journal Publication and the Iowa28
Conference Book of Resolutions shall consist of the conference29
secretary who shall be the chairperson and three members of the30
Annual Conference Session Planning Committee.31

(a) The Journal of the conference signed by the presiding32
bishop and the secretary, with all reports authorized for33
publication, (together with memoirs and established historical34
records) when printed shall constitute the official Journal of the35
conference. The resolutions adopted by the annual conference36
when printed shall constitute the official Book of Resolutions of37
the conference.38

(b) Business of the Annual Conference: The questions shall be39
answered and recorded on the forms provided by the40
Committee on Official Forms and Records of the General41
Council on Finance and Administration. (¶ 805.4.c.)42

(c) The Sub-Committee on Journal Publication shall be43
responsible for the publication and distribution of the Iowa44
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Annual Conference Journal.1

(d) The Iowa Annual Conference Journal and Book of2
Resolutions will be available to individuals and churches at the3
cost of printing and mailing. Orders for the Iowa Annual4
Conference Journal and Book of Resolutions are due to the5
journal editor by the last day of annual conference.6

(e) Information reports covering the calendar year shall be7
submitted each year to the editor of the Iowa Annual8
Conference Journal by all agencies and institutions of the9
Conference in accordance with the schedule established by the10
Sub-Committee on Journal Publication. The deadline date for11
information reports is March 15.12

(f) All matters intended for publication in the Iowa Annual13
Conference Journal shall be submitted to the editor according14
to the guidelines and schedule printed by the Journal Editor in15
consultation with the Sub-Committee on Journal Publication.16

(g) Except as may be otherwise provided for in these rules or17
in The Book of Discipline reports of proposed conference action18
shall be included in the Pre-Conference Manual with only19
ministry plans and budget summaries printed in the Iowa Annual20
Conference Journal. The complete official record of conference21
actions will be maintained by the conference secretary and22
journal editor with copies available from the Conference23
Connectional Ministries Council office on request.24

(h) Printing of additional reports shall be limited to the State of25
the Church Address or the Laity Address/District Superintend-26
ents’ report, neither of which shall exceed 2,500 words.27

(i) All other reports to be published shall not exceed such limits28
as may be established by the Sub-Committee on Journal29
Publication.30

10. Annual Conference Human Resources Committee.31

a. Membership: 32

(1) The membership shall include:33

(a) Twelve members whose nominations shall be coordinated34
by the Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee35
through the district nominations committees and elected by the36
annual conference, with one representative per district, and one37
youth. In the selection of these persons, consideration shall be38
given to expertise in personnel related issues and policies.39

(b) The Appointive Cabinet, the Council on Finance and40
Administration and the Conference Connectional Ministries41
Council shall each appoint a representative to be a member of42
the committee.43

(c) The Commission on Ministry with Persons with Disabilities,44
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the Commission on Religion and Race and the Commission on1
Status and Role of Women shall each appoint one2
representative to be a member of this committee.3

(d) The agency involved may select a representative(s) from its4
agency when a personnel issue related to that agency is before5
the committee.6

(2) Officers of the Annual Conference Human Resources Committee7
shall be the chair, the vice-chair and secretary, all to be elected from8
the membership of the committee.9

(3) No employee or family member of an employee of the Iowa10
Annual Conference, with the exception of the Appointive Cabinet11
representative and the ex-officio member, may serve on the12
committee. If a family member of a committee member is being13
considered for employment, the committee member must excuse14
himself/herself from any and all of the process used in securing15
someone for the position to be filled. If a family member of a16
committee member is hired, the latter must immediately resign from17
the committee with the exception of the ex-officio member who must18
refrain from involvement in any matters for which the committee has19
responsibility in relationship to the family member employed.20

(4) The committee may from time to time contract with a21
consultant(s) specializing in personnel matters.22

b. Function: The role of the Annual Conference Human Resources23
Committee shall vary depending on the agency or employing body’s24
relationship to the annual conference. The functions of the Annual25
Conference Human Resources Committee shall be as follows in26
relationship to the categories listed:27

(1) The first category is that of annual conference professional staff28
whose salary is paid directly from the annual conference treasury.29
The Annual Conference Human Resources Committee shall:30

(a) Provide a professional staff employment policy handbook31
that covers such employment issues as sick leave, vacation,32
and other pertinent items unless The Book of Discipline directs33
otherwise, or the staff member is a clergy person where other34
annual conference rules of order apply.35

(b) In the case of a vacancy, three members from the Annual36
Conference Human Resources Committee and four members37
from the agency shall form a search committee. The search38
committee shall advertise, interview and recommend to the39
appropriate agency a person to fill the vacancy. If a search is40
being conducted for the Director of Connectional Ministries  or41
the Conference Treasurer / Director of Administrative Services,42
the bishop or his/her designee shall be a member of the search43
committee.44

(c) Make salary and benefit recommendations to the annual45
conference for the professional staff.46
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(d) Work with the appropriate employing agency or body to1
evaluate the work of the individual professional staff member.2
This work shall include but not be limited to developing an3
evaluative tool, requiring a written report as a part of the4
committee’s permanent files and monitoring remedial actions5
when it is determined that such actions are necessary.6

(e) Establish hiring, dismissal and grievance procedures that7
the appropriate employing agency or body shall follow when the8
need arises.9

(2) The second category is that of annual conference support staff10
whose salary is paid directly from the annual conference treasury.11
The Annual Conference Human Resources Committee shall:12

(a) Provide a conference support staff employment policy13
handbook that covers such employment issues as sick leave,14
vacation and other pertinent items.15

(b) Establish hiring, evaluation, dismissal and grievance16
procedures for the conference support staff and assist the17
director of the agency in implementing these procedures.18

(c) Establish job classifications and salary levels for each19
classification and monitor agencies for compliance.20

(d) Assist each agency in establishing job descriptions and21
evaluating the need for each position.22

(3) The third category is that of an incorporated agency which23
receives 50% or more of its annual funding through apportionments24
or fees collected by the annual conference. The Annual Conference25
Human Resources Committee shall:26

(a) Require the agency to have written personnel policies and27
shall review these policies to ensure they are in compliance28
with Iowa Annual Conference legislation and applicable state29
and federal laws. 30

(b) Assist the agency in developing hiring, evaluation,31
grievance, and dismissal procedures when requested by the32
employing agency.33

(c) Consult with the agency to ensure compliance with the34
agency’s own personnel policies.35

(d) Provide training for agency directors and boards in matters36
related to personnel issues.37

(4) The fourth category is that of an unincorporated employing38
agency which receives 50% or more of its annual funding from39
apportionments and fees collected by the annual conference or an40
agency which is incorporated and for whom the central treasury of41
the annual conference writes the payroll checks.42

(a) The Annual Conference Human Resources Committee shall43
require the unincorporated agency to have written employment44
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policies for the latter’s professional and support staff. These1
policies shall include hiring, evaluation, grievance and dismissal2
procedures. Employment policies shall be monitored by the3
Annual Conference Human Resources Committee.4

(b) The Annual Conference Human Resources Committee shall5
require an incorporated agency for whom the central treasury6
of the Iowa Annual Conference writes the payroll checks to7
have written employment policies for professional and support8
staff. These policies shall include hiring, evaluation, grievance9
and dismissal procedures. Employment policies shall be10
monitored by the Annual Conference Human Resources11
Committee.12

11. Committee on the Episcopacy (¶636). The committee will have 1513
members, including the Conference Lay Leader, Iowa's representatives on14
the Jurisdictional Episcopacy Committee, one youth elected by the15
Conference Council on Youth Ministry and three members named by the16
bishop. The additional members will be nominated by districts according17
to the matrix provided by the Conference Nominations Coordinating18
Committee and elected by the annual conference, immediately following19
General Conference, for a term of four years, as specified by The Book of20
Discipline.21

12. Episcopal Residence Committee (¶637)22

13. Committee on Pastoral Care and Counseling.23

a. The committee shall have primary responsibility for the programs and24
functions of the Director of Pastoral Care and Counseling of the Iowa25
Annual Conference. The committee shall be composed of six members26
elected for four-year terms in two classes, and one youth.27

b. The Director of Pastoral Care and Counseling will be responsible to the28
Committee on Pastoral Care and Counseling.29

c. The office will be located outside the conference center for purposes of30
confidentiality.  Office equipment and furnishings shall be the responsibility31
of the Conference Board of Trustees through the administrative council of32
the conference center.33

d. Responsibilities and duties of the Director of Pastoral Care and34
Counseling shall be:35

(1) To assess the needs of the ministry professionals and their36
immediate families of the Iowa Annual Conference.37

(2) To establish a significant trust level with the ministry38
professionals and their immediate families.39

(3) To serve as a resource person in designing and implementing40
programs to creatively meet those assessed needs.41

(4) To provide counseling for ministry professionals and their42
immediate families or make referral to other appropriate43
professionals.44
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(5) To establish relationships for adequate consultation with1
psychiatrists and other physicians, psychologists, social workers and2
other appropriate persons.3

(6) To be available to travel to various parts of the state of Iowa to4
set up and staff consultation centers where ministry professionals5
can drive a reasonable distance to receive consultation on counseling6
they are doing as well as serving as a resource person for retreats7
and workshops.8

e. Relationships are as follows:9

(1) The director will relate to the Committee on Pastoral Care and10
Counseling and to ministry professionals and their immediate11
families.12

(2) The director will establish relationships with the bishop and the13
appointive cabinet so as to be available for referrals and consultation.14
However, in the interest of confidentiality, the director shall not give15
any reports on specific counseling relationships to the bishop and/or16
appointive cabinet unless it is seen as appropriate by both the17
director and the counselee(s).18

(3) The director will establish relationships with existing conference19
groups such as the Conference Connectional Ministries Council and20
the Board of Ordained Ministry with the objective of cooperation and21
the avoidance of duplicated efforts. Continuing education done by the22
director is expected to be in terms of serving as a resource person23
for workshops and retreats along with the consultation with ministry24
professionals on their counseling, as time is available.25

(4) The director will establish relationships with existing mental26
health organizations and personnel so that appropriate use can be27
made of such resources.28

14. Conference Leadership Development Coordinating Committee.29

a. Membership: 30

(1) Shall consist of one person from each of the twelve districts31
nominated by the district nominations committee and elected at the32
district conferences, and one representative each from the33
Commission on Ministry with Persons with Disabilities, the34
Commission on Religion and Race and the Commission on Status35
and Role of Women, and one youth. The chair shall be elected from36
within the committee.37

b. Functions:38

(1) Have responsibility for coordinating the development of39
leadership for annual conference boards, agencies, commissions,40
committees and positions in accordance with The Book of Discipline41
and/or the Iowa Annual Conference Rules of Order.42

(2) Be aware of and give support to the leadership development43
being done in the annual conference by groups such as districts,44
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boards, councils, commissions, committees, and conference lay1
organizations.2

(3) Evaluate the leadership development opportunities available both3
within and outside the church to discover the gaps and overlaps and4
propose ways to have a full and complete program of leadership5
development.6

(4) Ensure that agencies initiate and develop continuing leadership7
programs which shall include:8

(a) Enabling a gift discovery process.9
(b) Clear descriptions of leadership positions.10
(c) Training.11
(d) Support.12
(e) Evaluation.13
(f) Exiting.14
(g) Working with and managing volunteers.15
(h) Group dynamics and effective leadership of a group.16
(i) Alternate ways of doing business in order to hold fewer face-17
to-face meetings with the attendant travel costs.18
(j) Learn how to plan the optimum number of programs which19
can be accomplished effectively.20
(k) Learn how to write good program proposals.21
(l) Program planning and management.22

(5) Distribute listings of current leadership development opportunities23
both within and outside the church.24

(6) Maintain a record of leadership development opportunities25
completed by individuals. Make this record available to district26
agency and local church nominations committees.  A system of27
recording Continuing Education Units (CEUs) might be developed.28

(7) Help groups do leadership development at their regular meetings29
or retreat settings.30

(8) Coordinate, with the twelve District Councils on Ministries, the31
development of a design for leadership development and the32
implementation of this design within the districts to assist local33
churches in making disciples.34

(9) Assist district Leadership Development and Nominations35
Committees in securing information concerning the interest,36
experience, and competency of individuals who are willing to serve37
on specific conference agencies prior to nomination to a conference38
agency. This information shall serve only as a guide in the selection39
of nominees and in no way shall it bind the district committees on40
nominations in making their selection of nominees.41

(10) Initiate efforts to coordinate the work of the committee with the42
leadership development efforts of the Board of Ordained Ministry,43
Order of Elders, Order of Deacons, the School for Ministry44
Commission and the Board of Laity and other agencies working with45
leadership development.46
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15. Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee.1

a. Membership:2

(1) Shall consist of one person from each of the twelve districts3
nominated by the district nominations committee and elected at the4
district conferences, and one representative each from the5
Commission on Ministry with Persons with Disabilities, the6
Commission on Religion and Race, and the Commission on the7
Status and Role of Women, and one youth. The chair shall be elected8
from within the committee.9

(2) There shall be an Executive Secretary of the Conference10
Nominations Coordinating Committee who shall have the11
responsibility of keeping a database for the leadership pool, providing12
an annual update for nominations matrices, keeping service records13
for clergy and laity, receiving nominations reports from district14
nominating committees, preparing the ballot for annual conference15
elections, preparing selected Journal pages (Organizational Structure16
and Laity directories) for print, and receiving updates and changes to17
be communicated to appropriate bodies. The executive secretary18
shall not be a voting member of the Conference Nominations and19
Coordinating Committee.20

(3) No current member of the Conference Nominations Coordinating21
Committee may be nominated for any annual conference agency or22
position for which the committee has coordinating responsibility until23
one year has elapsed since the person left the membership of the24
committee.25

(4) No members of the same family shall serve concurrently as26
members of the Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee.27
No person or immediate family member of a person employed as a28
staff member of the annual conference or in any capacity by an29
agency of the annual conference, nor any person holding30
membership on any conference agency, shall be eligible for31
membership on the Conference Nominations Coordinating32
Committee. If a member of the committee is appointed to the33
superintendency or the position of Assistant to the Bishop,34
Conference Treasurer/Director of Administrative Services or the35
Director of Connectional Ministries, he/she shall cease being a36
member of the committee.37

b. Functions:38

(1) Coordinate nominations for annual conference boards, agencies,39
commissions, committees and positions in accordance with The Book40
of Discipline and/or the Iowa Annual Conference Rules of Order.41

(2) Serve as a clearing house and coordinating committee for all42
nominations that involve election by the annual conference and43
present to the annual conference session a ballot containing the44
names of all persons nominated for positions which require annual45
conference election. The Conference Nominations Coordinating46
Committee shall present a comprehensive written report of47
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nominations to the annual conference at least 12 hours before1
election and cause the election report to be printed in the Iowa2
Annual Conference Journal.3

(3) Serve as a resource to the district nominations committees who4
will nominate persons for membership on agencies not otherwise5
provided for in The Book of Discipline or the Annual Conference6
Rules of Order. In resourcing the district nominations committees, the7
Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee will develop a8
matrix for district committees so as to ensure that membership for9
agencies for which the district committees have nominating10
responsibility, be sensitive to gender, ethnicity, persons with11
disabilities, age, district equity, clergy who have been members of the12
annual conference for less than ten years, and lay persons who have13
demonstrated leadership on a district or local church level.14

(4) Expedite the process of nominations on district and conference15
levels, providing an efficient method of gathering data, keeping16
records, disseminating information to districts and to other persons17
or groups involved in nominations, and facilitating the process of18
reporting back to the annual conference the nominations from various19
sources.20

(5) Receive from district nominations committees a list of nominees21
for conference agencies and elected members.22

(6) Establish, on an annual basis, a process for addressing23
contingencies which arise from variations in district nominations24
committees’ ability to meet their nominating responsibilities.25

(7) Consult with district nominations committees concerning the rules26
(See IV.B.3 through IV.C.10 on pages 265-267) which are to be used27
in the selection of nominees for membership on standing annual28
conference agencies.29

(8) Shall provide the names of members of the conference agencies30
and the tenure of each member for printing in the Iowa Annual31
Conference Journal.32

(9) When revisions or additions to agencies need to be made33
following the closing session of the annual conference, interim34
elections (for the remainder of the conference year only) shall take35
place as follows:36

(a) Elections necessary to provide district representation on an37
agency shall be made by the District Council on Ministries in38
consultation with the Conference Nominations Coordinating39
Committee.40

(b) When vacancies occur in the general or at-large41
membership of an agency, the appropriate body or the42
Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee shall seek43
nominations from the pertinent district committee on44
nominations and submit to the Conference Connectional45
Ministries Council a nomination for each vacancy. If necessary,46
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the election may take place by mailed ballot to the Conference1
Connectional Ministries Council members. After 15 days from2
such mailing, a majority vote by return ballots shall constitute an3
interim election.4

(c) When interim vacancies are filled by conference agencies5
in accord with The Book of Discipline, the names of all persons6
involved shall be cleared through the Conference Nominations7
Coordinating Committee to determine eligibility and to adjust8
records.9

(10) Shall request annually from the secretary of each of the10
agencies a report on the attendance record of members. The11
secretary of each agency shall contact in writing each member of the12
agency who has missed two consecutive meetings calling attention13
to the absences and request a response on a return card within 1514
days indicating a desire to remain as a member of that agency.   If15
there is not a request for continuing membership, the office shall be16
declared vacant. The vacancy shall be filled in accordance with the17
Rules of Order.18

(11) Coordinate nominations from the annual conference floor:19

(a) Members who wish to make nominations from the floor20
following the first report of the Conference Nominations21
Coordinating Committee shall file within twenty-four (24) hours22
a completed form available from a Page.23

(b) The person being nominated must have given his/her24
consent.25

(c) The Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee shall26
check to see if the nomination would violate any conference27
Rules of Order and shall have a copy of this form returned to28
the nominator prior to the voting, so marked to indicate that the29
nominee is eligible, or reason he/she is ineligible for election.30

(d) When the second Conference Nominations Coordinating31
Committee report is given, members will be given the32
opportunity to make nominations from the floor of persons who33
have been determined by the committee as eligible to serve. In34
most cases, the member making the nomination will have to35
state not only the agency in which they would have their36
nominee serve, but also the position and term of office for which37
the person is being nominated.38

(e) As each nomination from the floor is made, a vote will be39
taken for that particular position. When all nominations from the40
floor are finished, a vote on the entire Conference Nominations41
Coordinating Committee report will be taken.42

16. Conference Resolutions Committee43

a. Members:44

(1) shall consist of seven members of whom at least one clergy and45
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one laity must be from churches under 200 members, and one must1
be a youth.2

(2) It is recommended that  two additional persons who are members3
of the state legislature, one from each major party, shall be4
consultants.5

b. Functions: (See VIII.J, pages 278 - 281.)6

17. Committee on Rules of Order.7

a. Membership:8

(1) The membership shall consist of nine members including one9
youth, one young adult, and one ethnic minority.10

(2) Consultative members shall be: the conference secretary and the11
conference parliamentarian.12

b. Functions:13

(1) Be the primary steward of the Iowa Annual Conference Plan of14
Organization and Rules of Order and of the Standing Items.15

(2) Receive and review proposed changes and/or additions to the16
Plan of Organization and Rules of Order.17

(3) Report to the annual conference recommended changes to the18
Plan of Organization and Rules of Order to keep them in compliance19
with The Book of Discipline.20

(4) Prepare guidelines for annual conference approval regarding21
election of General and Jurisdictional delegates.22

(5) Prepare guidelines for annual conference approval regarding23
submitting General Conference petitions to the annual conference for24
consideration.25

(6) Following the annual conference session, edit and reconcile the26
Rules of Order to be in compliance with the Book of Discipline and27
annual conference action and to reduce duplication.28

(7) Standing Items.29

(a) A decision of the annual conference which has influence on,30
or implications for, the on-going life of the annual conference,31
its agencies, and/or its churches may be a standing item.32

(b) A report to the annual conference which is intended to give33
guidance to future decision-making by the conference, its34
agencies, and/or its churches may be a standing item.35

(c) The Rules of Order committee shall review the actions of36
the annual conference and determine the list of standing items37
each year. Standing items shall be printed each year in the38
Journal. The list of standing items shall be reported to the next39
annual conference. Any standing item may be amended by40
majority vote.41

18. Joint Committee on Incapacity. (¶ 651)42
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19. Committee on Investigation (Ordained Ministry). (¶2703.2) This1
committee shall be elected at the beginning of each quadrennium, for a2
four-year term.3

20. Committee on Investigation (Diaconal Ministry). (¶2703.3) This4
committee shall be elected at the beginning of each quadrennium, for a5
four-year term.6

21. Administrative Review Committee. (¶635)7

22. Committee on Ministerial Ethics.8

a. Membership: A representative of the bishop, the director of Pastoral9
Care and Counseling, one representative each from the Division of Elders,10
the Division of Deacons, the Appointive Cabinet, the Board of Laity, two at-11
large members appointed by the bishop to ensure inclusiveness, and one12
youth of at least 16 years of age. The bishop’s representative shall13
convene the committee.14

b. Functions: To review annually for revisions and updates any policies15
related to ministerial ethics; to recruit, train and support personnel who16
carry out various functions allowed for in any such policies; to evaluate17
such personnel; to provide ongoing training throughout the annual18
conference on ministerial ethics issues, and to provide annual training for19
new professionals in ministry.20

23. Conference Secretary. (¶603.7) Nominated by the bishop in consultation21
with the district superintendents and elected by the annual conference.22
The election shall be for the quadrennium. The conference secretary shall23
be related to the episcopal office, which shall be responsible for evaluation,24
accountability, support and budget.25

24. Conference Parliamentarian.26

a. The Bishop shall name for the quadrennium a conference27
parliamentarian who shall study carefully the  Plan of Organization and28
Rules of Order of the Iowa Annual Conference, the General Conference29
rules and Robert’s Rules of Order and advise the appropriate conference30
agencies and leaders regarding these rules.31

b. The conference parliamentarian, in consultation with the bishop, shall32
name a pool of parliamentarians and shall train and coordinate the pool,33
whose tasks shall be as follows:34

(1) Act as consultants for each legislative committee meeting; and35

(2) Assist the conference parliamentarian during the annual36
conference sessions.37

C. Conference Benevolence Program38

1. There shall be a Conference Connectional Ministries Council.39

a. Function. The Conference Connectional Ministries Council through its40
agencies, task forces, and task groups is a channel for the redeeming and41
creating process in our time. The Council is responsible, in relationship to,42
and cooperation with, other entities within the Annual Conference for43

carrying out the responsibilities identified in ¶607 of the 2004 Book of1
Discipline. Further functions of the council are to:2

(1) Receive program recommendations from the local churches, the3
charge conferences, the district agencies, the annual conference4
agencies, and the Jurisdictional and General Councils on Ministries.5

(2) Plan and develop these recommendations into a coordinated6
program to be recommended to the annual conference for7
consideration, amendment, and adoption as the annual conference8
program.9

(3) Provide implementation for and administration of coordinated10
program as adopted by the conference.11

(4) Evaluate programs of the conference.12

b. Membership:13

(1) Officers of the council shall be the chairperson, vice14
chairperson/financial secretary and secretary. They shall be elected15
by the council upon nomination of the Conference Connectional16
Ministries Council Nominating Committee at the beginning of each17
quadrennium. Council officers’ tenure shall be limited to no more than18
eight years. The nominees do not need to be members of the council19
at the time of their election. If already members of the council at the20
time of their election, they will be replaced as the representative of21
their respective district or agency.22

(2) Members of the executive committee shall be the officers, bishop,23
assistant to the bishop, one district superintendent chosen by the24
cabinet, conference lay leader, Director of Connectional Ministries,25
and the elected representative of the General Council on Ministries.26
Approximately one-half of the members of the executive committee27
shall be lay persons. The president of the Council on Finance and28
Administration and the chairperson of the Program Review29
Committee shall be consultants.30

The executive committee shall review the progress of and31
possible revisions in the program adopted by the Conference32
Connectional Ministries Council and receive reports from, and33
counsel with, the employed conference program staff. The committee34
shall act as the finance committee unless responsibility is assigned35
to some other committee.36

(3) The general membership of the Conference Connectional37
Ministries Council shall include the chairpersons of the twelve District38
Councils on Ministries, chairpersons of the eight conference program39
boards, chairpersons of the two age level councils, chairpersons of40
the five commissions, chairpersons of the Conference Connectional41
Ministries Council committees, twelve district superintendents,42
presidents of the United Methodist Women and the United Methodist43
Men, conference secretary, the Conference Secretary of Global44
Ministries, one additional representative from each of the following:45
youth council, United Methodist Women and United Methodist Men,46
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and two young adults selected by the Conference Connectional1
Ministries Council nominating committee.2

(4) Consultants shall be the president of Council on Finance and3
Administration, Iowa Annual Conference representative to4
Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa, chairperson of the Conference5
Nominations Coordinating Committee and the Conference6
Leadership Development Coordinating Committee and the7
Ecumenical Partners. Tenure on the Conference Connectional8
Ministries Council shall not apply to the chairpersons of the District9
Councils on Ministries.10

c. Programming groups: The ministry support tasks of the program11
agencies of the annual conference are quite broad in nature. Task forces,12
task groups, networks and, when needed, standing committees may be13
established by the agencies on a short-term basis. The membership of14
most agencies will consist of an executive committee and general member15
representatives from each district. These rules do not list which sub-16
groups an agency will form.17

(1) Program Standing Committees: Accountable to a Conference18
Connectional Ministries Council agency. May be initiated if one or19
more of the following criteria are met:20

(a) Mandated by the The Book of Discipline and/or the annual21
conference Rules of Order.22

(b) Program is to be implemented over a period longer than five23
years.24

(c) Membership appointed by the bishop, as mandated by the25
The Book of Discipline, or requested by the annual conference.26

(d) Program budget is larger than $50,000 and cannot be27
adequately administered on a quarterly basis by the parent28
agency.29

(e) Program staffing requires a long-term (five years or more)30
advisory committee.31

(2) Program Task Forces: A program related task force of no more32
than 15 members may be formed, when an annual conference33
program item(s) requires full implementation which is not otherwise34
provided by the parent Conference Connectional Ministries Council35
agency. It is recommended that program related task forces be36
initiated only when a program item(s) has been clearly prioritized as37
one to be fully implemented. A priority program item would include all38
of the following characteristics:39

(a) Related agency clearly has asked and listened to the40
customer requesting resource support.41

(b) Program has been scheduled for implementation.42

(c) Related agency has no other means of implementing the43
program.44
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(d) Program has adequate funding.1

(e) Personnel has been recruited.2

(3) Program Task Groups: The formation of a program related task3
group will follow the same concepts as a task force, except that it will4
have no more than seven members and may include only two of the5
five characteristics for a priority item.6

(a) Related agency clearly has asked and listened to the7
customer requesting resource support.8

(b) Program has been scheduled for implementation.9

(c) Related agency has no other means of implementing the10
program.11

(d) Program has adequate funding.12

(e) Personnel have been recruited.13

(4) Networks: The formation of program networks will focus on14
services which require large numbers of persons to make personal15
or resourcing contacts. There are no limits on the number of persons16
associated with networking. Networks are established when cross-17
conference programs are approved for implementation.18

(5) Organizations Related to the Iowa Annual Conference: The19
annual conference is related to a number of organizations (as20
provided in II.E.). Each is organized for a specific function. It is21
recommended that these organizations report their purpose, function,22
and any program to the Conference Connectional Ministries Council23
annually. Programs planned and implemented by these organizations24
may be communicated to the Program Review Committee for the25
purpose of coordination.26

d. Committees: It is strongly recommended that the voting membership27
of the committees hereinafter named consist of one-third laywomen, one-28
third laymen and one-third clergy. It is further recommended that, with the29
exception of the executive committee, the chairpersons be selected on the30
same ratio, with one laywoman, one layman and one clergy as nominees31
for chairperson and from these persons the council nominating committee32
shall nominate chairpersons to be elected by the council. In making33
appointments to these committees, careful attention shall be given to the34
possible need to include a representative number of women, young adults,35
college or university students, youth, persons over sixty-four years of age,36
persons with disabilities, and ethnics. Membership on the committees shall37
be limited to no more than eight years.38

(1) Program Review Committee.39

(a) Membership:40
i) One person selected from each of the twelve41

districts.42
ii) Ex-officio members shall be:43

a) One representative from each of the following44
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commissions:1
- COSROW (shall be a woman).2
- Ministry With Persons With Disabilities (shall3
be a person with a disability).4
- CORR (shall be an ethnic person).5

b) One representative from the following councils:6
- Age Level Council.7
- Youth Council.8

c) The assistant to the bishop.9
d) Cabinet representative.10

(b) Responsibilities: The committee shall be responsible for11
reviewing, evaluating, and coordinating all program plans12
(activities, calendar and budgets) developed and implemented13
under the direction of the Conference Connectional Ministries14
Council. The committee should strive to maximize the15
effectiveness of the conference program and to support and16
enhance district programming. Program plans and budget17
proposals will normally come to the Program Review Committee18
through the conference agencies but may also come directly19
from District Councils on Ministries, charge conferences,20
churches or individuals. If necessary, the committee may refer21
proposals back to the executive committees of specific22
agencies for reconsideration and modification. Program events23
planned at the annual conference level, whether conference-24
wide, district oriented, or local church oriented, shall be25
scheduled on the conference calendar only after approval by26
the Conference Connectional Ministries Council. The committee27
will normally meet twice each year to fulfill its responsibilities.28

(c) Program proposals which have not been considered by the29
Program Review Committee and the Conference Connectional30
Ministries Council and published in the Pre-Conference Manual,31
may be brought to the appropriate legislative committee, with32
adequate copies for distribution there, and, if adopted, made a33
part of the legislative committee’s printed report to the annual34
conference.35

(d) Program proposals or changes to be brought directly to the36
conference floor shall be:37

i) Printed only by order of the annual conference.38
ii) Referred to the Program Review Committee.39
iii) Distributed to the conference members at least 2440

hours before the stated adjournment time.41

(e) When a new program which has not been presented to the42
Program Review Committee or the Conference Connectional43
Ministries Council, and which requires the employment of44
salaried leadership, is presented to the annual conference45
session, it may be considered by the conference only after46
receiving a 2/3rds majority vote to consider.47

(f) When a program proposal is presented to the annual48
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conference which requires the employment of salaried1
leadership and which has been rejected by the Program Review2
Committee or the Council on Ministries, the chairperson of the3
Program Review Committee or the Director of Connectional4
Ministries shall inform the conference of the reasons for the5
rejection.6

(2) Committee on Planning and Research.7

(a) Membership shall be the chairperson and six members8
selected for their expertise. The vice chairperson/financial9
secretary and secretary shall be selected from the membership.10

(b) Tasks:11
i) Assist research activities,12
ii) Conduct research for the church and its agencies,13
iii) Develop, organize and maintain an information base,14
iv) Assist the Conference Connectional Ministries15

Council and agencies of the conference in their16
planning processes,17

v) Recommend research initiatives to the Conference18
Connectional Ministries Council, and19

vi) Fund research projects.20

(3) Nominating Committee: Membership shall be the chairperson21
selected from the membership of the Conference Connectional22
Ministries Council and four general members selected by the23
executive committee of the council, with the approval of the council.24
They shall prepare nominations for membership on the committees25
of the council and nominate the chairpersons for the committees from26

the nominees prepared by the various27
committees.28

(4) Ethnic Local Church Concerns Committee: (7 members)29

(a) Membership shall be the chairperson and six general30
members representing the ethnic membership of Iowa United31
Methodist churches. The vice chairperson/financial secretary32
and secretary shall be selected from the general membership.33

(5) Hispanic Ministries Committee: There shall be a committee34
composed of the membership and officers of the Hispanic Ministries35
Standing Committee of the Conference Board of Global Ministries.36
The chairperson of the committee will be a member of the37
Conference Connectional Ministries Council.38

(6) Native American Committee: (¶653) (7 members). Membership39
shall be the chairperson and six at-large members. The vice chair-40
person/financial secretary and secretary shall be selected from the41
general membership.42

(7) Other. The council may appoint such other committees, task43
groups, and consultants as may be deemed essential to the effective44
discharging of its responsibilities.45
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e. Conference Connectional Ministries Council Staff:1
(1) There shall be a Director of Connectional Ministries, who shall be2
the executive responsible for carrying out the decisions of the3
Conference Connectional Ministries Council, and for providing4
leadership in the manner described in ¶607 of the 2004 Book of5
Discipline.6

(2) There shall be six associate directors of the Conference7
Connectional Ministries Council who shall serve as field staff, under8
the direction of the Director of Connectional Ministries.9

(a) Each field staff associate council director will be assigned10
to reside in and work as local church specialists in a bi-district11
area.12
(b) The primary task of the field staff is to explore needs with13
local churches to offer program resourcing to the local churches14
and the districts they serve. In carrying out this task, they would15
both initiate contacts and respond to requests from the16
churches in their districts.17
(c) The field staff associate director, the district18
superintendents, and the district administrative secretaries in19
the bi-district area will work as a ministry team in a collegial20
manner.21
(d) Each field staff associate director may relate to one annual22
conference agency, as assigned by the Director of Connectional23
Ministries.24
(e) There shall be an Advisory Committee for each field staff25
position, composed of the two district superintendents, two lay26
persons from each district (selected by the district27
superintendent), and one representative from the assigned28
annual conference agency.29

(3) There shall be an associate council director for Camp,30
Conference and Retreat Ministries who shall be employed by,31
directed by, and amenable to the Conference Connectional Ministries32
Council, under the direction of the Director of Connectional Ministries33
in cooperation with the Board of Camp,  Conference and Retreat34
Ministries. The associate council director for Camp, Conference and35
Retreat Ministries,  as the staff person related to the Board of Camp,36
Conference and Retreat Ministries, will be the administrator of the37
conference’s camping program and the campsites.38

(4) There shall be an associate council director for Youth and Young39
Adult Ministry who shall be employed by, directed by, and amenable40
to the Conference Connectional Ministries Council, under the41
direction of the Director of Connectional Ministries in cooperation with42
the Conference Council on Youth Ministry. The associate council43
director for Youth and Young Adult Ministry will be responsible for the44
programs of the Conference Council on Youth Ministry, including45
Youth Annual Conference, and will relate to the Board of Higher46
Education and Campus Ministry.47

(5) For a person to be considered as a member of the conference48
program staff three criteria must be met. Such a person must:49
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(a) meet the standards established by and be elected by the1
Conference Connectional Ministries Council,2
(b) be serving as either a volunteer or paid person on at least3
a half-time basis, and4
(c) be amenable through the Director of Connectional Ministries5
to the Conference Human Resources Committee and work6
cooperatively in accepting assignments under the leadership of7
the Director of Connectional Ministries.8

f. Meetings: The regular meeting dates of the Conference Connectional9
Ministries Council should be set and publicized in advance, to assist10
member agencies in planning. It shall hold at least three meetings a year;11
one of these shall be not later than March 15, to prepare the correlated12
annual conference program; another shall be held after the annual13
conference session not later than the end of September; another shall be14
held by January 31. Additional meetings may be called by the executive15
committee or by the bishop. A copy of the correlated annual conference16
program (insofar as financial matters are involved), together with the17
proposed budget of the Conference Connectional Ministries Council, shall18
be sent to the Council on Finance and Administration as promptly as19
possible, in order that the council may do its work in preparation for the20
annual conference session. Other copies shall be sent to the district21
superintendents for consideration by the District Councils on Ministries.22

g. Relationships and Responsibilities: The Conference Connectional23
Ministries Council shall have the following relationships and responsibilities24
including the amenabilities indicated:25

(1) Because the local church is central to the life and mission of The26
United Methodist Church and the connectional system is meant to27
serve the local church, the Conference Connectional Ministries28
Council’s most important relationship is to the local church, and its29
most important responsibility is to resource the program of the local30
church.31
(2) All annual conference program agencies shall cooperate with and32
be amenable, between sessions of the annual conference, to the33
Conference Connectional Ministries Council of the annual conference34
in matters relating to the development, implementation and35
administration of the program.36
(3) To study and coordinate the budget askings of the conference37
agencies and the District Council on Ministries as they relate to local38
church revitalization in consultation with the Council on Finance and39
Administration.40
(4) To interpret to local church communities of faithful disciples the41
connectional covenant of mission in which they are bound together42
and are instruments of God’s world encompassing work with a view43
to gaining the financial support needed in order to implement that44
connectional mission.45
(5) To develop and/or coordinate leadership training enterprises46
throughout the conference.47

2. Program Boards. There shall be six program boards in the annual48
conference whose members shall be elected for four year terms. These49
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shall relate to the work areas in the local church and district and to the1
program boards of the general church, as specified by the Conference2
Connectional Ministries Council. The boards shall submit the elements of3
program which are to be promoted in, supported by, or implemented by the4
district councils and local churches of the conference to the council for5
consideration and calendaring, prior to presentation to the local churches.6

The boards are organized in accordance with the provisions of ¶ 609 of7
The Book of Discipline and the names used here are not to be construed8
as necessarily the annual conference counterparts of similarly named9
general church boards. The disciplinary provisions and functions which10
apply to these boards shall be limited to those indicated in this plan of11
organization. Other necessary functions will be fulfilled through the12
organizational structures developed by the boards. It is strongly13
recommended that the board sub-groups represented on the Conference14
Connectional Ministries Council shall select chairpersons on the 1/3, 1/3,15
1/3 ratio insofar as possible.16

a. Board Membership17
(1) The Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee, in18
consultation with the district superintendents, shall design a system19
to ensure, insofar as possible, a balanced membership on20
conference boards. It is strongly recommended that the members be21
1/3 clergy, 1/3 lay women, and 1/3 lay men, and that there be22
persons named from each of the following groups:23

(a) young adults;24
(b) ethnics;25
(c) over 64 years of age;26
(d) advocates for persons with disabilities.27

(2) All conference agencies, with the exception of those precluded by28
The Book of Discipline, shall include a youth member The29
Conference Council on Youth Ministry will nominate youth members30
to administrative agencies to be elected at annual conference and31
elect youth members to benevolence agencies.32

(3) The chairperson of each board shall be nominated and elected by33
the board. Nominees do not have to be members of the board at the34
time of their nomination. The board chairpersons are members of the35
Conference Connectional Ministries Council36

(4) Members of General and Jurisdictional agencies are ex-officio37
members of the corresponding conference agencies. Affected38
conference agencies will be increased in membership accordingly in39
such cases.40

b. Standing Committee Membership: No person shall serve more than41
eight consecutive years on a standing committee. The number of years a42
member of an agency may serve on a standing committee shall not43
exceed the number of years remaining in one’s tenure on the agency. If a44
new standing committee is established by the Conference Connectional45
Ministries Council, membership on a previous standing committee shall be46
counted as tenure limitations.47
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c. The program boards shall be:1

(1)  Board of Camp, Conference and Retreat Ministries (152
members).3

(a) Responsibilities:4

i) Establish a vision, a direction for the ministry, and5
monitor the progress to assure that the organization6
is carrying it out.7

ii) Be the link between the sites and annual conference8
(agencies and congregations), assuring that the9
agencies’ and churches’ needs and issues are10
understood by the Camp, Conference, and Retreat11
Ministries leaders, and that the Camp, Conference12
and Retreat Ministries’ needs and issues are13
understood by the churches and annual conference14
agencies.15

iii) Establish standards of quality for carrying out all16
aspects of the ministry with systems of accountability17
for assuring that the standards are maintained.18

iv) Set annual goals which are attainable and19
measurable, and establish a regular system of20
accountability and feedback to assure that the goals21
are met and new goals established.22

v) Oversee the management of the sites, programs and23
personnel to assure fiscal responsibility, stewardship24
of property, quality of programming, fairness in staff25
relations, and practices which reduce the exposure26
of risk in the annual conference.27

(b) Officers of the board and members of the executive28
committee shall be the chairperson, vice chairperson and29
secretary. The officers may be selected from outside the board30
membership.31

(c) The Board will have 16 members: 4 lay, 4 clergy, 4 persons32
with special expertise, one youth, and 3 officers. There shall be33
a goal of having membership which will represent each of the34
districts.35

(d) The Board shall have a Personnel standing committee.36

(2) Board of Church and Society, with functions as outlined in The37
Book of Discipline, (¶ 628). (19 members)38

(a) Officers of the board and members of the executive39
committee shall be the chairperson, vice-chairperson/financial40
secretary and secretary. The officers may be selected from41
outside the membership of the board.42

(b) Membership shall include the officers, one person from43
each of the twelve districts, the chairpersons of the Advocacy,44
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Resolutions, and Restorative Justice standing committees, and1
one youth. The Mission Coordinator for Social Action for the2
Iowa Conference of the United Methodist Women shall be an3
ex-officio member.4

(c) The Iowa Conference Legislative Advocate shall participate5
as a Conference Connectional Ministries Council staff liaison.6

(d) The board shall have three standing committees: Advocacy,7
Resolutions, and Restorative Justice.8

(3) Board of Discipleship with functions as outlined in The Book of9
Discipline (¶ 629). (21 members)10

(a) Officers of the board and members of the executive11
committee shall be the chairperson, vice chairperson/financial12
secretary and secretary. The officers may be selected from13
outside the membership of the board.14

(b) Membership shall include one person from each of the15
twelve districts, one youth, and five at-large members each of16
whom shall advocate on behalf of one of the following five areas17
of ministry:18

i) Education19
ii) Evangelism20
iii) Spiritual Formation21
iv) Stewardship22
v) Worship23

(4) Board of Global Ministries with functions as outlined in The24
Book of Discipline, ¶ (632).(21 members)25

(a) Officers of the board and the members of the executive26
committee shall be: chairperson, vice chairperson, secretary27
and financial secretary. The officers may be selected from28
outside the membership of the board.29

(b) Membership shall include one person from each of the30
twelve districts, the Conference Secretary of Global Ministries31
who will chair the Mission Education standing committee, the32
Conference Volunteers in Mission Coordinator who will chair the33
Volunteers in Mission Standing Committee, the Conference34
Iowa-Nigeria Partnership Coordinator who will chair the Iowa-35
Nigeria Partnership Standing Committee, the chairpersons of36
the three remaining standing committees, and one youth.37

(c) The executive committee of the Conference Board of Global38
Ministries shall appoint a Conference Disaster chairperson.39

(d) The Mission Coordinator for Education and Interpretation of40
the Iowa Conference United Methodist Women shall be an ex-41
officio member.42

(e) The board shall have the following standing committees:43
i) Parish Development Ministries44
ii) Community and Institutional Ministries45
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iii) Mission Education1
iv) Hispanic Ministries2
v) Volunteers in Mission3
vi) Iowa-Nigeria Partnership.4

(5) Board of Higher Education and Campus Ministry with5
functions as outlined in The Book of Discipline (¶ 633). (17 members)6

(a) Officers of the board and members of the executive7
committee shall be the chairperson, vice-chairperson/financial8
secretary and secretary. The officers may be selected from9
outside the membership of the board.10

(b) Membership shall include one person from each of the11
twelve districts and at least one youth and one young adult.12

(c) Consultants may be the presidents of the Iowa United13
Methodist-related colleges or their designees, and a14
representative from each of the Wesley Foundations, which15
may be the director or a designee. Where community college16
ministries are viable, an advocate may be added to the board17
as a consultant.18

(6) Board of Laity, with functions as outlined in The Book of19
Discipline (¶630). (24 members)20

(a) Officers of the board and members of the executive21
committee shall be the chairperson (Conference Lay Leader),22
vice-chairperson/financial secretary (Associate Conference Lay23
Leader) [see ¶630.3], secretary, and Conference Director of Lay24
Speaking Ministries. The Conference Lay Leader shall be25
elected quadrennially on nomination of the Board of Laity. A26
person who has served on the Board of Laity for the maximum27
eight years tenure allowed agency members may have an28
additional four years of tenure, if elected Conference Lay29
Leader. (Exception to tenure rule IV.C.7.a, page 267)30

(b) Membership shall include the twelve district lay leaders.31

(c) Ex-officio members shall be the presidents of Conference32
United Methodist Women and United Methodist Men, the33
chairperson of the Conference Council on Youth Ministries,34
representative of Heifer Project International, representative of35
the School for Lay Ministry, representative of Thanksgiving36
Ingathering, Conference Director of Lay Speaking Ministries,37
and the Liaison to Ministerial Ethics and Conflict Ministries.38

3. Board of Ordained Ministry, with functions as outlined in The Book of39
Discipline, ¶ 634. (70 members) (Also, see V, pages 269-272.)40

a. Officers of the board shall be the chairperson, vice-chairperson (in41
charge of interview teams), registrar, secretary, and financial secretary.42
Members of the executive committee shall also include the chairs of the43
Order of Elders, the Order of Deacons, the committee on conference44
relations, the committee on recruitment and enlistment, the residency in45
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ministry committee, the loans and grants committee, the committee on1
certification and diaconal ministers, and the candidacy committee, as well2
as one district superintendent and one member at large.3

b. Membership shall consist of seventy persons nominated by the bishop4
and elected by the annual conference for a term of four years. At least5
one-fifth of the board shall be lay persons, which may include diaconal6
ministers. Board membership shall include at least one ordained clergy7
person in retired relationship, at  least one ordained clergy person in8
extension ministry, and two district superintendents who are to represent9
the cabinet. Two associate members or local pastors who have completed10
the course of study shall be members of the board with voice but without11
vote.12

4. Conference Council on Youth Ministry. (¶ 648). (41 members)13

a. The officers and executive committee shall be the chairperson,14
chairperson-elect and secretary who shall be selected at-large by the15
Youth Annual Conference.16

b. Membership shall include  two youth selected from each of the twelve17
districts; twelve District Youth Coordinators, and the representatives to (1)18
United Methodist Youth Organization (UMYO) and (2) Jurisdictional Youth19
Ministry Organization (JYMO).20

c. The council shall provide a list of nominees for youth members of21
conference agencies.22

d. The Conference Connectional Ministries Council, in consultation with23
the Conference Council on Youth Ministry, shall nominate annually a24
Conference Coordinator of Youth Ministry to be elected by the annual25
conference.26

e. The council shall have a single standing committee to manage the27
Youth Annual Conference (YAC) program.28

5. Conference Council on Older Adult Ministries. (¶650). (17 members)29

a. Officers and members of the executive committee shall be the30
chairperson, vice chairperson/financial secretary, and secretary. The31
officers shall be selected from the general membership.32

b. Membership:33
(1) shall be in accordance with ¶650.2, and34
(2) shall include one representative from each district. 35

6. Age Level Council. (17 members)36

a. Officers and members of the executive committee shall be the37
chairperson, the vice chairperson/financial secretary and secretary. The38
vice chairperson/secretary and the secretary shall be selected from the39
general membership.40

b. Membership shall include one representative selected from each of the41
twelve districts, one youth, and three at-large members, each of whom will42
advocate on behalf of one of the following three specific groups:43

(1) Children44
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(2) Adults1
(3) Family2

7. Archives and History Commission (¶640). (7 members). Membership3
shall be the chairperson, six at-large persons selected for their expertise4
and interest, and one youth. The vice chairperson/financial secretary and5
secretary shall be selected from the general membership.6

8. Christian Unity and Interreligious Concerns Commission (¶641) (177
members) 8

a. Membership shall be the chairperson, one person selected from each9
of the twelve districts, and one youth. The vice chairperson/financial10
secretary and secretary shall be selected from within the membership.11

b. Ex-officio members shall be the Ecumenical Partner, representative to12
Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa and the United Methodist Women13
representative to Church Women United.14

9. Advocacy Commissions. The purpose of the following listed15
commissions which will relate directly to the Conference Connectional16
Ministries Council, will be to advocate, monitor, and serve as catalysts to17
insure that the concerns of their constituents are adequately represented18
in conference programming. They are not to be programming groups in19
and of themselves, but rather they shall encourage other agencies to20
program with their concerns in mind. Their functions may include:21
collecting and assessing information, interpreting needs, providing22
resources and consultative services.23

a. Religion and Race (¶642) (25 members)24

(1) The officers of the commission and members of the executive25
committee shall be the chairperson, vice chairperson/financial26
secretary and secretary. The vice chairperson/financial secretary and27
secretary shall be selected from the general membership.28

(2) Membership shall include one person selected from each of the29
twelve districts, one youth, one young adult, and six ethnic fellowship30
group representatives each of whom will advocate on behalf of one31
of the following conference ethnic fellowships:32

(a) Asian33
(b) African-American34
(c) Native American35
(d) Hispanic36
(e) Filipino37
(f) Korean38

(3) One ecumenical partner from each of the following churches:39
(a) African Methodist Episcopal Church (AME)40
(b) African Methodist Episcopal Zion Church (AMEZ)41
(c) Christian Methodist Episcopal Church (CME)42

b. Status and Role of Women (¶643) (20 members)43

(1) Membership shall include one person selected from each of the44
twelve districts, one youth, and six at-large members. The vice chair-45
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person/financial secretary and secretary shall be selected from the1
membership.2

(2) A representative appointed by and from the Conference United3
Methodist Women shall be an ex-officio member.4

(3) Co-chairpersons shall be elected from the at-large members.5

c. Ministry With Persons With Disabilities (¶652) (14 members).6
Membership shall be the chairperson, one youth, and one person selected7
from each of the twelve districts. The vice-chairperson/financial secretary8
and secretary shall be selected from the membership. At least one-half of9
the members of this commission shall be persons having disabilities.10

10. Task groups.11

a. A proposal for an annual conference task group shall include budget12
provisions for the work of the task group.13

b. When the annual conference approves a motion for a new task group,14
the motion shall be referred to the Executive Committee of the Conference15
Connectional Ministries Council for its recommendation as to possible16
assignment to an existing agency. The Conference Connectional Ministries17
Council Executive Committee shall report back to the same annual18
conference session for its vote on the recommendation.19

11. Sunset Rule. When a new study committee, task group, or similar group20
is authorized by the annual conference, there shall be included the date21
when the work of the group is to be completed and the group disbanded.22

D. Conference Lay Organizations.23
1. United Methodist Women (¶ 646).24
2. United Methodist Men (¶ 647).25
3. Council on Youth Ministry (¶ 648)26
4. Iowa United Methodist Student Movement.27

E. Organizations Related to the Iowa Annual Conference:28

1. Covenant Organizations. The annual conference may recognize as29
covenant organizations:30

a. Associate organizations: educational, health care, and charitable31
organizations and institutions which are, or traditionally have been,32
associated with the Iowa Annual Conference and its predecessor33
conferences, but which receive less than one-half of their funding from the34
Iowa Annual Conference. The Iowa Annual Conference assumes no35
pension liability for Associate organizations.36

b. Affiliate organizations: organizations engaged in mission and ministry37
which are, or traditionally have been, affiliated with the Iowa Annual38
Conference and its predecessor conferences, and which receive at least39
one-half of their funding from the Iowa Annual Conference. Affiliate40
organizations have, or could have, a relationship with the Board of41
Pensions of the Iowa Annual Conference.42

c. Associate and Affiliate Covenants: Covenants describing the43
relationship between an Associate or Affiliate organization and the Iowa44
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Annual Conference will be reviewed every four years by the Conference1
Connectional Ministries Council, and a recommendation regarding the2
renewal of the covenant will be made to the annual conference.3

2. Coalitions and  Caucuses: organizations created for fellowship or for4
education regarding issues or causes related to the United Methodist5
Church and its ministry. Coalitions and caucuses are not created by, nor6
officially related to, the Iowa Annual Conference, nor to a conference7
program agency. In order to be recognized by the Iowa Annual8
Conference, a coalition or caucus:9

a. shall demonstrate to the Conference Connectional Ministries Council a10
valid relationship to the program and activities of the annual conference;11

b. shall be recommended to the annual conference by the Conference12
Connectional Ministries Council;13

c. shall not take positions in the name of either an annual conference14
program agency or the annual conference;15

d. shall, when referring to the United Methodist Church or a part of it,16
indicate that it is not speaking on behalf of the annual conference, one of17
its program agencies, or United Methodists in general;18

e.  shall be made up primarily of persons who are members of the Iowa19
Annual Conference, or local churches of the Iowa Annual Conference;20

f. shall receive little or no funding from the Iowa Annual Conference;21

g. shall deal with issues, not engage in attacks on individuals, and shall at22
all times use civil discourse and courtesy in communication and23
relationships; and24

h. may promote the change of Disciplinary provisions, but shall not seek25
to undermine the authority of the Book of Discipline.26

3. Associations or fellowships: Organizations intended to provide27
professional relationships and the sharing of professional techniques and28
information for groups within the annual conference or the general church.29
They are not created by, nor officially related to, the annual conference or30
program agencies of the annual conference.31

4.  Organizations related to the Iowa Annual Conference:32

a. Shall be listed in the Organizational Structure section of the Iowa33
Annual Conference Journal, and on the official web page of the Iowa34
Annual Conference;35

b. May request display space at annual conference sessions;36

c. May participate in the calendaring process of the annual conference;37
and/or38

d. May request mailing labels for clergy and local church officers of the39
annual conference, and may request that a link to their own web page be40
located on the official web page of the Iowa Annual Conference, subject41
to the same costs and editorial judgments as conference agencies.42
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5. The Conference Connectional Ministries Council shall consider1
applications from organizations, coalitions, caucuses, associations, and2
fellowships which seek to be related to the Iowa Annual Conference, and3
which demonstrate to the  Conference Connectional Ministries Council a4
valid relationship to the program and activities of the annual conference.5
The Conference Connectional Ministries Council shall made a6
recommendation to the annual conference regarding their inclusion among7
organizations related to the Iowa Annual Conference.8

6. The Conference Connectional Ministries Council office shall maintain a9
current list of all organizations related to the Iowa Annual Conference.10
Each covenant organization’s relationship will be reviewed every four11
years as provided in II.E.1.c (above). Coalitions, caucuses, associations,12
and fellowships may be removed from the list by their own request or, after13
due notice, by vote of the annual conference upon recommendation by the14
Conference Connectional Ministries Council. Action of the Conference15
Connectional Ministries Council, or its executive committee, to recommend16
removal of a coalition, caucus, associate, or fellowship has the effect of17
immediate suspension of the organization from its relationship to the18
conference, pending action of the annual conference on the19
recommendation.20

F. Representation in Ecumenical Bodies.21

1. Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa. The representatives of the Iowa Annual22
Conference of the United Methodist Church, according to the Articles of23
Incorporation of the Ecumenical Ministries of Iowa, shall be the bishop or24
bishop’s designate, and one additional communion representative, lay or25
clergy, who shall be appointed or elected annually to the board of26
directors. Maximum term is six years. In addition, there shall be one lay27
and one clergy representative appointed to each of the two commissions,28
Justice and Unity. This shall be for a term of three years, not to exceed two29
terms. These persons shall be appointed by the bishop and elected by the30
annual conference.31

III. DISTRICT MINISTRIES32

A. District Conference. There shall be a district conference in each district. (¶656-33
657).34

1. Membership. The district conference shall be composed of all the clergy,35
diaconal ministers, deaconesses, the church lay leader, the president of36
United Methodist Women, president of United Methodist Men, and37
president of United Methodist Youth Fellowship from each local church, the38
lay member(s) of the annual conference from each charge, equalization lay39
members of the annual conference, the district lay leader and associate40
district lay leaders, the president of the district United Methodist Women,41
the president of the district United Methodist Men, the district director of42
Age-Level Council, District Youth Ministries Council, all district Council on43
Ministries members and such other persons as the district conference may44
determine.45

2. The district conference may choose its own order of business. The46
secretary duly elected shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings.47
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3. The district superintendent shall be the presiding officer of the district1
conference.2

4. The district conference, in consultation with the Council on Finance and3
Administration may raise funds from the churches of the district for4
experimental ministries within the district. Such funds shall be deposited5
in the central treasury of the annual conference and disbursed on voucher.6

5. The district conferences shall meet at least thirty days before the annual7
conference session of the first year of the quadrennium, to elect members8
of the conference program agencies and the Conference Nominations9
Coordinating Committee and the Conference Leadership Development10
Coordinating Committee, as designated by this plan.11

6. The persons elected by the district conference shall include:12

a. The District Council on Ministries chairperson who shall also be the13
district representative on the Conference Connectional Ministries Council.14

b. One person as the quadrennial member of each of the following, and to15
fill vacancies as they occur:16

Board of Camp, Conference and Retreat Ministries (This person shall17
be the District Camp, Conference and Retreat Ministries Coordinator)18
Board of Church and Society19
Board of Discipleship20
Board of Global Ministries21
Board of Higher Education and Campus Ministries22

c. One representative to the Conference Nominations Coordinating23
Committee. (See II.B.15.a.(1), page 243.)24

d. One representative to the Conference Leadership Development25
Coordinating Committee. (See II.B.14.a.(1), page 241.)26

e. District Coordinators of Age-Level Council, who shall represent their27
district on the age-level council of the annual conference.28

f. The district lay leader and the district personnel of the Board of Laity.29

B. District Councils on Ministries. There shall be in each district a Council on30
Ministries elected by the district conference.31

1. Functions.32

a. To study the needs of the local churches in the district and help them33
establish and provide more effective ministry in and through the churches.34

b. To exercise, in cooperation with the Conference Connectional Ministries35
Council, program initiating and correlating responsibilities for district work36
areas related to the conference program boards and for any other37
programming agencies of the church on the district level.38

c. To develop experimental types of ministry within the district, reporting39
periodically results of its effort to the district and the Conference40
Connectional Ministries Council. It may establish special purpose41
committees, sub-district groups, and task groups from its own membership42
for various aspects of ministry. When approved by the district conference,43
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the District Council on Ministries may meet as sub-district councils, and as1
such transact such items of the District Council on Ministries’ business as2
the council may direct.3

d. Where mission demands, the district superintendents and the District4
Councils on Ministries are instructed and authorized to join in planning and5
carrying out their work with adjoining districts without regard to district6
boundaries.7

e. To encourage local churches to engage in creative and innovative8
approaches to ministry.9

f. To serve as a two-way channel of communication between the local10
churches and the annual conference and to assist local churches in11
communication with each other.12

g. To review the work of the district in the past year and to propose13
program and other recommendations for consideration by the Conference14
Connectional Ministries Council.15

h. Funds received from the annual conference and funds raised by the16
district shall be administered by the District Council on Ministries. District17
monies are intended for use in district programs and may not be used for18
conference programs, unless the District Council on Ministries votes19
district participation in those programs.20

2. Membership. The membership of the District Council on Ministries shall21
consist of not less than thirty (30) persons. It is strongly recommended that22
these members be elected so as to maintain a ratio of 1/3 laywomen, 1/323
laymen, and 1/3 clergy. District representatives to the Conference24
Connectional Ministries Council shall be members of their respective district25
councils. Membership may include district coordinators of Age-Level Council,26
chairpersons or coordinators of work areas of Christian Unity and27
Interreligious Concerns, Church and Society, Education, Evangelism, Higher28
Education and Campus Ministry, Missions, Religion and Race, Status and29
Role of Women, Stewardship, and Worship; representatives of all program30
agencies (these might be the same persons as the chairpersons or31
coordinators of work areas, just listed); the district lay leader, the district32
president of United Methodist Women, the district president of United33
Methodist Men, the elected district Youth Council president, representatives34
of sub-district groups or clusters of churches, and such other persons as may35
be deemed necessary. A member of the Conference Connectional Ministries36
Council staff shall be included as a resource person in each district Council37
on Ministries. It is strongly recommended that membership be chosen to38
include representation of ethnics, youth, young adults, and those over 6439
years of age. In accordance with the foregoing provisions, the district40
conference shall determine and elect the membership of the district Council41
on Ministries. Where there are District Executive Councils there should be a42
least one youth member.43

3. The District Council on Ministries shall represent the interest of and44
develop a correlated program for the district groups including district45
functions of the Board of Laity and the program calendar for United46
Methodist Women. Because of their specialized functions, the District47
Committee on Ordained Ministry and the District Board of Church Location48
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and Building shall be continued as separate agencies. No district agency1
shall be able to bypass or contravene the decision of the District Council2
on Ministries as all district programs are to be coordinated through the3
council.4

4. The district and sub-district youth organizations, through proper5
representatives, shall be invited to submit to the District Council on6
Ministries a budget request which would include the expenses of the7
district and sub-district Youth Coordinators.8

5. The officers of the council shall be:9
a. The administrative director (who shall be the district superintendent),10
b. A chairperson, elected by the district conference, (III.A.6.a)11
c. The district lay leader, elected by the district conference, (III.A.6.f)12
d. A secretary, elected by the district conference,13
e.  and a treasurer, if needed, elected by the council.14

6. There may be an executive committee consisting of the officers and such15
other persons as may be determined by the council. Members shall be16
elected from the membership of the council. It is strongly recommended17
that these members be selected in such manner that the ratio of 1/3 lay18
women, 1/3 lay men, and 1/3 clergy shall be maintained with special19
consideration being given to the inclusion of age and minority group20
representation.  When an executive committee is selected, it shall have the21
responsibility of acting for the District Council on Ministries between its22
sessions.23

7. The District Council on Ministries shall meet at least three times a year and24
such other times as shall be necessary. Meeting dates may be determined25
by the District Council on Ministries or the executive committee, or on call26
of the district superintendent.27

IV. NOMINATIONS, ELECTIONS AND APPOINTMENTS28

A. The Local Church Committee on Nominations and Personnel.29

1. This committee shall prepare a list of names of local church persons as30
suggested nominees for district and conference positions. These names31
shall be presented to the district superintendent as a part of the regular32
charge conference report to the district superintendent.33

2. The term of office for elected personnel in local churches by the charge34
conference or annual church conference shall be from January 1 through35
December 31. The lay member of the Annual Conference may be elected36
annually or quadrennially by the charge conference next preceding the37
regular meeting of the General Conference, as each charge conference so38
decides.39

B. District Nominations Committee40

1. Membership. The District Nominations Committee is nominated and41
elected by the district conference, by written ballot and majority vote and42
shall be composed of twelve members and the district representatives to43
the Commission on the Status and Role of Women and the Commission44
on Religion and Race, or their designees, plus one youth member, which45
shall be elected at Youth Annual Conference. It is strongly recommended46
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that the membership consist of four laywomen, four laymen, and four1
clergy, with sensitivity to gender, ethnicity, persons with disabilities, age2
(including youth), geography, clergy who have been members of the3
annual conference for less than ten years, and lay persons who have4
demonstrated local church leadership. These persons shall serve a four5
year term of office and cannot serve more than eight consecutive years or6
a major part of two terms, except for the first election, at which time the7
terms of office may be shortened to set up the rotating pattern. In the event8
a person moves from the district which elected him or her, he or she shall9
not continue on the District Nominations Committee, and the district shall10
provide for another person to fill the unexpired term. It is strongly11
recommended that the election shall take place so that one clergy, one12
layman, and one laywoman shall rotate off each year. After such service,13
four years shall elapse before a person shall be eligible for membership on14
the District Nominations Committee. The district superintendent shall be15
a consultative member of the District Nominations Committee without vote.16

2. Officers. It is strongly recommended that one clergy, one layman, and one17
laywoman elected by the district conference serve as the officers.18

3. Responsibilities.19
a. Nominate for district responsibilities as determined by the district20
conference, The Book of Discipline, and the annual conference Rules of21
Order.22
b. Provide nominees for election by district conference to membership on23
conference agencies.24
c. Submit to the Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee a list25
of persons to be nominated for other conference agencies according to the26
matrix provided by the Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee.27
d. Channel all information for conference elections, including those made28
by districts, and Iowa Annual Conference Journal records through the29
Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee.30
e. Adhere to the conference-determined guidelines (See IV.C, p 266)31
f. Nominate for vacancies between district conference sessions by32
submitting one or more nominees for each vacancy for election by the33
District Council on Ministries, including those vacancies created by34
persons moving from the district.35
g. Cooperate fully with the Conference Nominations Coordinating36
Committee in keeping accurate and systematic records of all transactions.37

4. Term of Office shall begin at the conclusion of the morning session of the38
last day of Annual Conference and be for a four year term with a maximum39
of two terms, unless otherwise provided by Articles of Incorporation or40
proper authority.41

C. Conference Nominations and Elections Rules.42
1. For the purposes of nominations and elections the following definition shall43

apply in reference to the term “annual conference agencies.” The agencies44
of the Iowa Annual Conference are the regularly established boards,45
commissions, councils, standing committees, and committees. Not46
included are: the Conference Connectional Ministries Council and its47
subcommittees, Conference Council on Youth Ministry, Annual Conference48
Administrative Coordinating Council, Committees on Investigation,49
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Administrative Review Committee, Joint Committee on Incapacity, the1
Committee on the Episcopacy, task forces or task groups, ecumenical2
groups, ex-officio members by virtue of membership on a general agency,3
or committees related to the conduct of the annual sessions of the4
conference. 5

2. Only active members in The United Methodist Church shall be eligible for6
nomination unless The Book of Discipline or the Iowa Annual Conference7
Rules of Order specifically provide for ecumenical representation.8

3. If a person nominated is a family member of a member on the district9
committee, the latter must refrain from any involvement in decision making10
about the position for which nominations are being sought and11
recommended. No member of a district committee may nominate a12
member of his or her family for membership on any annual conference13
agency or position for which the district committee has nominating14
responsibility.15

4. An employed staff member of the annual conference shall not be eligible16
for any agency membership.17

5. Since district superintendents are members of several agencies on an ex-18
officio basis, they shall not be nominated for additional membership. A19
district superintendent shall not be the chairperson of any agency; neither20
shall a clergy person continue as a chairperson if he/she is appointed21
district superintendent.22

6. The term of office for members of agencies of the conference are for four23
years.  If the election occurs at annual conference, the term of office shall24
begin at the conclusion of the morning session of the last day of annual25
conference, unless otherwise provided by Articles of Incorporation or26
proper authority.27

7. Tenure:28

a. There shall be an eight year tenure limitation for members of conference29
agencies unless a lesser number of years is specified elsewhere, including30
elective and ex-officio district representation.31

b. If a  new agency is established, membership on a predecessor agency32
shall be counted as tenure limitations.33

c. Regardless of previous positions held on the Conference Connectional34
Ministries Council, no person (except the bishop, members of the35
appointive cabinet, the conference secretary and assistant to the bishop)36
shall serve as a voting member of the Conference Connectional Ministries37
Council for more than eight consecutive years.38

d. A person whose tenure has expired may not be re-elected to that39
agency until being off for four years.40

e. A person filling a vacancy on a conference agency shall not be subject41
to the term of office of the preceding member. This applies also to a district42
representative on a conference agency.43

f. No person shall serve more than sixteen consecutive years on two or44
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more conference agencies. After reaching the sixteen year limit, a person1
will not be eligible for membership on any conference agency, until four2
years have elapsed. Ex officio service shall not be subject to this limitation.3

8. The Conference Nominations Coordinating Committee shall encourage the4
district committees on nomination to be reasonably certain that the5
persons they nominate are:6
a. Competent to represent the church in this particular field.7
b. Willing to make an effort to attend meetings.8
c. Willing to do a reasonable amount of home work on committee9
assignments for the agency.10
d. Active members of a local United Methodist Church.11
e. Able to demonstrate a commitment to the United Methodist connection,12
the biblical and historical foundations of the United Methodist Church and13
the good stewardship of annual conference resources.14

9. No person may be an elective member of more than one annual15
conference agency, including those nominated for district representation.16
However, ethnic persons may serve on one agency in addition to the17
Commission on Religion and Race;  persons with disabilities may serve on18
one agency in addition to the Commission on Ministry with Persons with19
Disabilities.20

10. A member of the Council on Finance and Administration shall not be21
permitted elective membership on any other conference agency or any22
other agency receiving financial support from the conference.23

D. Election of Officers of Agencies.24

1. Officers of agencies shall be elected from within the membership of the25
agency unless otherwise exempt in the Rules of Order. They shall be26
elected for a quadrennium, unless the Articles of Incorporation, The Book27
of Discipline, or these Rules of Order state otherwise. The officers shall28
assume their duties upon their election unless the Articles of Incorporation29
or The Book of Discipline state otherwise. The choice of a date for the30
election of agency officers, age-level and group representatives, and31
members-at-large shall be determined by the conference agency prior to32
the last annual conference session of a quadrennium, as follows:33

a. The meeting may be held at annual conference, after action has been34
taken on the report of the Conference Nominations Coordinating35
Committee, at a time set in the conference agenda.36

b. Or, the meeting may be held following the annual conference session,37
but no later than July 1.38

2. If the agency has been organized in the quadrennium which is ending, the39
chairperson in office shall convene the meeting.40

3. If the agency has not been organized in the quadrennium which is ending,41
it shall be convened by the Cabinet or the Conference Connectional42
Ministries Council staff representative to the agency.43

4. If the meeting is held after annual conference, the previous officers shall44
maintain the functions of the agency and plan for and carry out the meeting45
in which the elections are held. These officers have a vote only if they are46
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continuing as members of the agency. The report of these elections will be1
distributed to the members of the annual conference.2

5. At least twenty-four hours prior to the organizational meeting the3
chairperson in consultation with the staff person related to the agency shall4
appoint a nominating committee of not less than three nor more than five5
members, from the members nominated to serve in the coming6
quadrennium. Or, by prior decision, the agency may proceed with the7
plans for nominations by the committee of the whole of the agency. The8
members elected of the agency shall receive the report by either method9
and shall elect by written ballot or show of hands and majority vote a10
chairperson, vice chairperson, secretary and financial secretary of the11
agency. The vice chairperson and financial secretary may be the same12
person. An agency may elect co-chairpersons in place of a chairperson13
and a vice chairperson, provided such an election does not increase the14
total number of persons on the executive committee to more than four or15
is not in conflict with The Book of Discipline or other conference rules of16
order.17

6. If the person elected chairperson of an agency or a division of an agency18
is a district representative, that person becomes an at-large member. The19
district formerly represented by the newly elected chairperson shall choose20
another representative. Board members elected to any other officer21
position by their board are also to be replaced as district representative by22
the district which elected them. For commissions and the age level council,23
only the chairpersons elected from the membership are to be replaced by24
the districts which elected them.25

E. Annual Conference Members under Twenty-five Years of Age.26

1. In accordance with ¶32 of The Book of Discipline, two annual conference27
members who shall be of middle school/junior high/senior high age at the28
time of election, shall be elected by district caucuses during Youth Annual29
Conference (YAC).30

2. Two persons out of high school and under twenty-five years of age shall31
be elected by each district to serve as post-high annual conference32
members.33

F. General and Jurisdictional Conference Elections. (See 2002 IACJ, page 160.34
Also, the Standing Items) The second and third alternates elected to the General35
Conference shall be reimbursed by the annual conference at the same rate as36
those elected to General Conference. The second and third alternates elected37
to Jurisdictional Conference shall be reimbursed by the annual conference at the38
same rate as those elected to the Jurisdictional Conference. 39

G.  Nomination of Person(s) for the Office of Bishop. The annual conference,40
at the session immediately prior to the next regular session of the Jurisdictional41
Conference, may nominate a person or persons for the office of bishop (¶406.1).42
The clergy members elected to the General Conference delegation and any43
clergy members nominated from the floor will constitute the ballot on which all44
lay members and all clergy members may vote to select the conference’s45
nominee. If the annual conference chooses to have more than one nominee,46
then subsequent ballots shall be taken to select them.47
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V. MINISTERIAL QUALIFICATIONS AND RELATIONS1

A. Approval or Admission.2

1. Candidates seeking admission as associate, probationary, or full members3
shall submit all required documents to the Board of Ordained Ministry by4
February 1 of the year in which they seek admission.5

2. All persons who will be appointed for the first time as full-time Local6
Pastors shall be interviewed and must be approved by a Board of7
Ordained Ministry interview team by the close of annual conference.8

3. All persons seeking to be licensed local pastors (full-time, part-time or9
student) shall furnish the Board of Ordained Ministry with a medical report10
on the form provided.11

B. Candidate Assessment.12

1. The Board of Ordained Ministry shall establish and administer a13
psychological assessment program for the purpose of ascertaining14
candidates’ strengths or weaknesses which would enhance or hinder15
effectiveness in ministry. Psychological assessment shall be required of16
the following persons:17

a. All seeking to be certified as candidates for ordained ministry.18

b. Persons seeking probationary or associate membership who have not19
received psychological assessment.20

2. The Board of Ordained Ministry, through its appropriate committees, may21
require further assessment of persons seeking probationary, associate or22
full membership.23

3. An assessment deemed to be equivalent by the Board of Ordained24
Ministry or its consultant may fulfill this requirement.25

4. No candidate will be recommended or rejected solely on the results of26
psychological assessment.27

C. Education and Service Requirements.28

1. Those persons seeking full membership as elders (¶335) in the Iowa29
Annual Conference shall be expected to exhibit competency in the30
following areas:31

Biblical studies, theology, church history, homiletics, Christian32
education, pastoral care, social ethics, worship, administration, spiritual33
formation, evangelism, and mission.34

At least one unit of clinical pastoral education or an alternate35
equivalent program approved in advance by the Board of Ordained36
Ministry.37

2. Ordained ministers from other Christian denominations. (¶347.3).38

a. All matters relating to admission shall be referred to the Board of39
Ordained Ministry. Educational requirements for pastors from other40
denominations shall be the same as required of other candidates seeking41
membership in the Iowa Annual Conference.42
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b. Those coming from other Christian denominations shall be required to1
provide the Board of Ordained Ministry with a copy of their credentials and2
a letter from the proper judicatory authority verifying their good standing as3
a pastor in that denomination prior to any recommendation for admission4
into membership in the Iowa Annual Conference.5

c. Ordained ministers from other Christian denominations who became6
probationary members under the 1992 Book of Discipline shall serve a7
minimum of two years of probationary membership. Ordained ministers8
from other Christian denominations who became probationary members9
under the 1996 Book of Discipline shall serve a minimum of three years of10
probationary membership. They shall meet all of the requirements for11
probationary membership except candidacy.12

d. Ordained ministers of other Christian denominations serving United13
Methodist churches must complete a minimum of two semester hours or14
three quarter hours in each of the fields of United Methodist history,15
doctrine, and polity by June 30, 2002, or within three years of the time they16
begin to serve in the Iowa Annual Conference. This requirement may be17
met by undertaking an independent study program provided and18
administered by the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry. (See19
¶335, The Book of Discipline, 2004.) This requirement does not apply to20
ministers of other denominations who are serving a United Methodist21
church because of a yoked or shared connection.22

3. Probationary members under the 1992 Book of Discipline must serve two23
years full time in parish ministry after graduation from seminary before24
becoming a full member. A probationary member under the 1996 Book of25
Discipline (¶315) seeking elder’s orders must serve three years full-time26
in a parish ministry after graduation from seminary before becoming a full27
member. The last year of probationary membership must be served within28
the geographical bounds of the Iowa Annual Conference. This rule shall29
also apply to those transferring to the Iowa Annual Conference as30
probationers. The Board of Ordained Ministry may make exceptions for31
persons appointed to extension ministries.32

4. All persons on the elders orders track who request reinstatement to33
probationary membership after having been discontinued shall serve a34
minimum of two years as a local pastor in the Iowa Annual Conference.35

D. Conference Relations.36
In addition to the duties prescribed by The Book of Discipline for the Board of37
Ministry, the following are added:38

1. Unless otherwise disposed of by the Conference, all matters pertaining to39
the subject of conference relations shall be referred to this board, which40
shall investigate the same and report its finds and recommendations to the41
conference.42

2. Any member applying for disability leave shall be required to present to the43
board a physician’s certificate or report as to his/her physical condition.44

3. Those members who are in the retired or leave of absence relationship or45
on disability leave shall be considered by this board each year without46
formal reference.47
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4. All requests for change of relationship, reinstatement or restoration of1
credentials shall be referred to the Board of Ordained Ministry and no2
action shall be taken by the conference until the Board has made its report3
and recommendation.4

E. Finance. The Board of Ordained Ministry shall perfect internal organization for5
the adequate administration of all available funds having to do with ministerial6
education and recruitment for the ordained ministry.7

Earnings accrued from unexpended money in the Ministerial Education Fund8
shall be credited to the same.9

F. Financial Obligation.10

1. Percentage payments. Amounts in default, at time of union and thereafter11
with simple interest at three percent from the time of union, shall constitute12
a lien on the defaulting clergy person’s annuity, and upon his retirement or13
death the Conference Board of Pensions shall recover the shortage by14
appropriating the amount of the lien from the annuity of the involved,15
subject to the regulations and limitations prescribed by The Book of16
Discipline of The United Methodist Church.17

2. Proportional payments (¶621, 638.4). The Conference Board of Pensions18
shall keep a complete record of all church failures to pay their Ministerial19
Support Apportionment in full. The Board shall engage in appropriate20
educational efforts to inform local church treasurers and pastors of their21
responsibility to implement proportional payments of pastoral22
compensation when the Ministerial Support Apportionment is not paid in23
full. This same principle shall apply to district superintendents in regard to24
the total for the district to which they are assigned.25

G. Moral and Official Conduct of Clergy. The method of approval of the moral26
and official conduct of the clergy members of the conference shall be by means27
of the Board of Ordained Ministry making inquiry of each district superintendent28
about each ordained minister in the district, and inquiring of the bishop about29
each district superintendent, and one report being made by the Board of30
Ordained Ministry to the bishop and the conference. (¶ 604.4 and 605.6).31

H. Pastoral Appointments. The relationship of pastor and charge shall begin32
immediately on the effective date of appointment and shall continue until the33
appointment of a successor, unless terminated or altered by episcopal authority34
or permission. Each charge conference shall set the salary and other35
remuneration of the pastor for the period January 1 through December 31. Each36
local church is responsible for the pastor’s support from July 1 through June 30.37

I. Retiring clergy and diaconal ministers shall submit to the Conference Archives38
a brief autobiography of their active ministry or complete a biographical data39
form supplied by the Commission on Archives and History.40

VI. REPORTS, FINANCE AND PROPERTY41

A. Fiscal and Statistical Year. The fiscal and statistical year of the annual42
conference shall be from January 1, to December 31.43

1. The Council on Finance and Administration will determine the date(s) when44
expenditures and receipts shall be received by the conference treasurer45
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for credit for that fiscal year.1

2. The conference statistical reports shall be mailed to the person(s)2
designated by the conference statistician by a date set by the statistician --3
but no later than March 1.4

B. The Conference Treasurer’s record of monies sent by churches shall5
become the official report on these items to the annual conference.6

C. Central Treasury. There shall be a central treasury of the Iowa Annual7
Conference. Each annual conference agency receiving funds through the8
conference budget shall have a credit account with the conference treasurer,9
against which vouchers shall be drawn by the person so authorized by the10
agency; checks shall be drawn directly to the credit of the payee. Other annual11
conference organizations shall be urged to use this central treasury for handling12
of their funds.13

1. Rules established by the annual conference for the guidance of the14
conference treasurer shall be as follows:15

a. The treasurer shall serve as the fiscal agent (not the treasurer) of each16
of the several agencies. This means that the treasurer shall not be17
considered an ex-officio member of that board or commission, but will18
simply handle the funds, and be properly bonded for the same.19

b. The fiscal agent shall keep a separate account for each board with sub-20
accounts for special purposes tied in with the budget of the agency to21
facilitate reporting to the agency.22

c. A statement of each account shall be prepared at least quarterly.23
Copies of the financial statements shall be distributed annually to the24
pertinent agency, the Council on Finance and Administration, and the25
Conference Connectional Ministries Council.26

d. The agency shall designate and officially notify the fiscal agent as to the27
person or persons having the right to draw the vouchers.28

e. The conference treasurer, serving as the fiscal agent, shall not pass on29
the justifiability of an expenditure called for by the voucher. If there aren’t30
sufficient funds, the treasurer will notify the agency involved and hold31
payment until funds are available. The treasurer shall notify the agency32
chair or the Director of Connectional Ministries in the event of vouchers33
which seem to be in violation of conference rules or good accounting34
practice.35

f. Vouchers requesting payment to the person signing the voucher shall36
have a second signature. The signature would be that of the chairperson37
of the parent agency or the conference staff person relating to the38
committee or office in question.39

2. The conference treasurer shall be responsible for the employment of the40
person or persons who work as assistants in the treasurer’s office, in41
consultation with the chairperson of the Council on Finance and42
Administration. The same rules as to vacation, sick leave, etc., shall apply43
to such employees as apply to all other employees in the Conference44
Center.45
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3. The central treasury shall be authorized to receive and disburse funds and1
subsidies on behalf of and at the request of district superintendents.2

4. Each District Council on Ministries shall deposit all funds received for3
district program work with the central treasury and shall use that facility as4
its disbursing agency. The central treasury shall be authorized to receive5
and disburse other district funds; this shall be the recommended pattern.6
The Committee on Camp, Conference and Retreat Ministries may utilize7
the services of the central treasury and, in consultation with the Council on8
Finance and Administration, the procedure for receiving and disbursing9
related funds shall be determined.10

5. The Annual Conference, through the Council on Finance and11
Administration shall cover directly the cost of operating the treasurer’s12
office and require all annual conference agencies to use its services. No13
charge shall be made by the central treasury to an annual conference or14
district agency or to a district superintendent for handling such accounts.15
However, corresponding adjustments shall be made in agency budgets if16
they have previously maintained their own treasury.17

D. Apportionments.18

Any proposal or amendment brought to the conference floor which affects the19
apportionment formula shall be referred to Council on Finance and Administration for20
its response before final action is taken by the conference.21

E. Records Center.22
The bishop’s office shall be the center for keeping permanent biographical and23

personnel files for all pastors of the Iowa Annual Conference.24
The Conference Director of Administrative Services office shall be the center for25

keeping service records and vital statistics for all pastors of the Iowa Annual26
Conference and their families. This same office shall be the repository for property27
records.28

F. Bonding.29
1. The president of the Council on Finance and Administration shall annually30

arrange for the bonding of the conference treasurer and all other persons31
who are responsible for funds of the Iowa Annual Conference. The32
conference treasurer shall be bonded for $100,000 and the treasurer’s33
office staff shall be bonded for $100,000. All other persons responsible for34
funds of the Iowa Annual Conference shall be bonded up to the amount of35
$20,000. These bonds are to be retained by the president of the Council36
on Finance and Administration.37

2. The president of the Council on Finance and Administration shall annually38
arrange for the bonding of all persons who are responsible for funds in the39
several churches making up the Iowa Conference. This to be a blanket40
bond extending coverage to each of these persons to a maximum amount41
of $10,000, the cost of which will become an item of administrative42
expense.43

G. Audit. Any board, commission, committee, or institution program group that44
receives $10,000 or more from the Iowa Annual Conference and is related to the45
Iowa Annual Conference, and that maintains funds into which it receives and46
dispenses money in an amount in excess of $20,000 annually, shall have its47
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accounts audited and report this audit annually by March 1 of each calendar1
year to the Council on Finance and Administration.2

H. Funding of New Program. Any motion or report that calls for the adoption of3
a new conference program requiring an increased conference budget and/or4
increased appropriation of monies or any new or increased apportionment, or5
any proposed fund raising program by any institution, shall be printed in the Pre-6
Conference Manual under the section having to do with the board, commission,7
committee, or institution making the request, if it is for a sum in excess of8
$10,000. If such a resolution or report is not printed in the Pre-Conference9
Manual, it may be considered by the conference only after receiving a two-thirds10
majority vote for consideration. In the event the conference votes to hear the11
resolution or report, twenty-four hours must elapse before the vote for adoption12
is taken. If adopted, all such funding requests must be referred to the Council13
on Finance and Administration14

I. Moving Policy. There shall be a moving policy recommended by the Council15
on Finance and Administration to the annual conference.16

J. Sustentation Fund. There shall be a Sustentation Fund. (¶625)17

K. Fund Balances and Conference Unrestricted Reserve.18
1. All debit balances (deficits) in any conference board or agency account19

shall be carried forward into the next fiscal year. All credit balances20
(surpluses) in any conference board or agency account shall, at year end,21
be credited to the conference’s Unrestricted Reserve Fund. This rule does22
not apply to:23

a. Accounts that contain funds restricted by the original gift or receipt.24

b. Any conference board or agency account in deficit at year end may be25
approved to close such deficit to the conference’s Unrestricted Reserve by26
the Council on Finance and Administration.27

c. Administrative agency accounts with surpluses may be approved for28
carryover into the next fiscal year by the Council on Finance and29
Administration.30

d. Program and benevolence agency accounts with surpluses may be31
approved for carryover into the next fiscal year by the Conference32
Connectional Ministries Council upon recommendation of the Program33
Review Committee and approval of the Council on Finance and34
Administration.35

2. The Council on Finance and Administration may also set policies for -36
carryover of deficit and credit accounts, so that the treasurer may do so37
without annual action by the Council on Finance and Administration. If the38
funds are in a program area, the recommendation will come to the Council39
on Finance and Administration from the Conference Connectional40
Ministries Council. All standing carryover funds must be reviewed at least41
once each quadrennium.42

L. Policy on Interest Payments on Funds Held by the Conference Treasurer.43
The conference treasurer will credit interest payments quarterly on capital funds44
held by the treasurer for conference agencies.45
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1. No interest will be paid on funds apportioned by the annual conference.1

2. The rate paid will be 1/2 of 1% below the average rate being earned by the2
conference during the quarter.3

3. Any operation deficits carried by the agency will be deducted from the4
balances before interest is calculated.5

4. The Council on Finance and Administration at its December meeting each6
year shall designate which funds are to be eligible for interest payments7
in the ensuing year.8

M. Miscellaneous.9

1. For needs of conference causes greater than $300, the Council on Finance10
and Administration shall receive 35 detailed copies of the proposed11
budget, together with 35 copies of the latest itemized financial statement,12
printed on 8 1/2 x 11 paper at least ten days prior to the budget hearing.13

2. Each fall the Council on Finance and Administration, based on the four-14
year average of previous years’ apportionment receipts and projection of15
the current year’s apportionment receipts, will instruct each agency to16
prioritize its spending for the next year and submit the revised spending17
budget to the Council on Finance and Administration. If the agency has a18
program that needs to be funded at 100%, the balance of the remaining19
programs shall be funded at a ratio of the remaining budget. Agencies may20
adjust their own budget line items to attain the spending limits with21
benevolence budgets receiving the consent of the Conference22
Connectional Ministries Council and the Council on Finance and23
Administration and other agencies receiving consent of the Council on24
Finance and Administration.25

3. There shall be an annual report from each church to the annual conference26
as to its total indebtedness for current expenses and capital expenditures.27

4. All expense allowances to pastors, including travel, utilities, fuel, social28
security, pensions, and hospitalization, shall be reported in the expense29
columns in the Iowa Annual Conference Journal.30

5. Funds in any conference budget may not be used to initiate new programs31
or transfer funds without the consent of the Program Review Committee32
and Conference Connectional Ministries Council. When a request for a33
transfer of funds is made when no regular Program Review Committee is34
scheduled, the committee shall act on the request by phone consultation,35
mail and/or special meeting.36

6. If the memberships of more than one pastoral charge are to be solicited in37
any financial campaign or program initiated by any agency or institution38
owned by or related to the annual conference, or receiving annual39
conference funds, or any entity outside the Iowa Annual Conference other40
than the General Conference, the approval of the Council on Finance and41
Administration and/or Annual Conference shall be required.42

7. The Council on Finance and Administration shall make recommendations43
each year regarding provision for travel, lodging, and meal expenses for44
ministerial and lay members for the annual conference session.45
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8. There shall be a listing of all abandoned church properties of The United1
Methodist Church in Iowa filed with the report of the Conference Board of2
Trustees and printed each year in the Iowa Annual Conference Journal.3

9. Approval for funding mission appeals may be granted after consultation4
among and approval of the office of the resident bishop, chairperson of the5
Iowa Board of Global Ministries, chairperson of Council on Finance and6
Administration, and chairperson(s) of other mission related agencies. The7
chairperson of the Board of Global Ministries is to convene the consultation8
process.9

10. Persons or immediate family members who relate to programs that receive10
program funds from the Iowa Annual Conference are required to refrain11
from voting on proposals as the budget is developed in the program12
agency of the annual conference.13

11.  Federated churches, involving United Methodists, shall be apportioned on14
the same basis and in the same manner as United Methodist churches,15
requiring requested reports from the pastor for Iowa Annual Conference16
Journal records needed for such determinations as voted by the annual17
conference. The Iowa Annual Conference Journal records shall show the18
numbers as applicable to United Methodists only or where this can not be19
resolved, satisfactory percentages of all totals shall be made by the local20
church in consultation with the district superintendent of the United21
Methodist Church.22

12. Vouchers for Special Gifts. Gifts of any sort received as a result of direct23
solicitation on the part of any conference institution, when such gifts do not24
pass through the hands of the treasurer of a local church nor apply on any25
apportionment to a local church, shall be considered as Special Gifts. All26
such annual totals shall be reported to the conference treasurer for27
recording in the Iowa Annual Conference Journal.28

13. Each conference corporation shall provide a summarized financial report29
for printing in the Iowa Annual Conference Journal.30

VII. CENTRAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT31

A. There shall be a Central Services Department maintained at the United32
Methodist Conference Center. This department shall be responsible to the33
director of Administrative Services.34

B. The equipment for the department shall be owned in the name of the Iowa35
Annual Conference. The director of Administrative Services, in consultation with36
the Conference Board of Trustees, shall make the decisions concerning the37
adding of new equipment as well as the replacement of present equipment. The38
cost of the maintenance, repair, replacement and addition of equipment shall39
come from the Conference Center equipment funds.40

C. The director of Administrative Services, in consultation with the Conference41
Board of Trustees, shall develop and maintain the guidelines regarding the42
operation and funding of the Central Services Department.43

VIII. PARLIAMENTARY RULES OF ORDER44

A. Parliamentary Rules. The annual conference shall follow Robert’s Rules of45
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Order, except when Robert’s differs from the rules of the Iowa Annual1
Conference. Robert’s Rules are not printed here.2

B. Quorum. The members present at any duly called sessions of the annual3
conference shall constitute a quorum.4

C. Voting Area. At the opening of the session, the voting area of the conference5
shall be fixed. A member of the conference shall be within the prescribed area6
in order to participate in discussion or to vote except when official7
responsibilities require his/her absence.8

D. Voting Procedure.9

1. When resolutions, petitions and program items come before the annual10
conference from the legislative committees, the vote of the conference11
shall be on the substance of the item rather than on the recommendation12
of the legislative committee.13

2. Voting shall be done by show of hands or electronic devices unless other-14
wise ordered by the conference. If voting by show of hands, a vote by15
secret ballot or a count vote may be ordered on call of any member,16
supported by one-third of the members present and voting.17

E. Reports. No report shall be presented to the conference unless adopted by the18
designated quorum at a properly constituted and publicized session of the19
agency making the report.20

F. Privilege of Speaking. Lay and clergy members of agencies, elected by the21
conference or appointed by order of the conference, or in pursuance of22
provisions in The Book of Discipline, who are not members of the conference23
may be granted the privilege of speaking, on matters relating to the reports of24
the respective agencies of which they are members.25

Persons not officially connected with the Iowa Annual Conference may not26
address the conference at a business session without first obtaining the27
approval of the Committee on Business and Agenda, which committee shall fix28
a definite time to be allotted to such persons and, if approval is given, only29
under circumstances of extreme urgency shall this time exceed five minutes.30

G. Authority of the Chairperson. The presiding officer—usually the bishop—shall31
be the legal chairperson of the conference. He/she shall decide points of order32
raised by the members, and shall rule on points of order not raised by the33
members, as he/she deems necessary to conform to the Rules of Order;34
subject to an appeal to the conference by any member without debate. When35
any member raises a point of order he/she shall cite the rule he/she adjudges36
to have been violated.37

1. At such time as the bishop is unable to preside, the provisions of ¶603.638
of The Book of Discipline shall be followed.39

2. If no other bishop is available, the assistant to the bishop shall convene40
the session and the annual conference shall elect a president pro41
tempore.42

H. Speaking. When a member speaks to the conference the member shall give43
her/his: name, charge and whether they are clergy or lay.44
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I. Motions Written.1
1. All motions shall be written and presented to the conference secretary in2

triplicate, and any which exceed 80 words shall be printed and distributed3
to the members of the conference prior to consideration.4

2. Before any materials may be distributed on the conference floor, approval5
must be granted by the Sub-Committee on Business and Agenda. All such6
legislative materials shall carry the name of the person or agency7
preparing the material. Any conference member who has been denied8
permission to distribute materials to the conference floor by the above9
committee shall have the right to make appeal to the annual conference10
with not more than one person speaking for the distribution and not more11
than one speaking against, after which a vote shall be taken.12

J. Procedures for Submission and Processing of Resolutions.13
1. Definitions:14

a. “Resolutions” are motions which are intended to cause the annual15
conference to express its mind on some matter of concern. A resolution16
might also cause the altering of some aspect of conference procedure.17
Resolutions are distinguished from program proposals in that resolutions18
do not cause the expenditure of money or a significant amount of staff19
time, the holding of meetings, nor the conducting of studies.20

b. ”Urgent Issues” are issues that did not exist prior to a deadline for21
submitting resolutions provided in these rules and for which action is22
required before the next regular Resolutions Year.23

c. ”Existing Resolutions” includes all resolutions contained in the most24
current edition of the Iowa Annual Conference Book of Resolutions. All25
resolutions, once passed, shall remain in effect unless and until repealed.26

d. ”Resolutions Years” are odd numbered years (2005, 2007, etc.) and27
are the years in which new resolutions may be considered at Annual28
Conference sessions.29

e. ”Review Years” are even numbered years (2006, 2008, etc.) and are30
the years at which the Resolutions Committee shall present suggested31
deletions from the current Book of Resolutions.32

f. ”Resolutions Cycle” refers to the time period beginning with October I33
st of an even year, and ending with the Annual Conference session of a34
resolutions Year.35

2. Individuals, congregations, or districts shall submit resolutions or36
recommendations for repeal of existing resolutions to the Conference37
Resolutions Committee by October lst of the even year preceding a38
Resolutions Year.39

a. Resolutions submitted after that deadline shall be held until the next40
Resolutions Year unless the Resolutions Committee determines that the41
resolution concerns an Urgent Issue.42

b. The Resolutions Committee shall review all submissions and take one43
of the following actions:44
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(1) Return the resolution to its author for redrafting and re-1
submission.2

(a) Redrafting shall be limited to resolutions that do not meet3
the criteria of VIII.J.8 hereafter.4

(b) A period of 30 days shall be allowed for such redrafting.5

(2) Refer the resolution to the appropriate Conference Agency for6
review.7

(3) If received after the submission deadline:8

(a) Inform the drafter that the resolution shall be held until the9
next resolutions cycle, or10

(b) Declare the resolution an Urgent Issue and follow the11
procedure set forth in VIII.J.6 hereafter.12

3. Resolutions submitted after the deadline may be submitted directly to the13
appropriate Conference Agency prior to December 31st, with the consent14
of said agency.15

4. Conference Agencies shall submit their own resolutions, and the16
resolutions referred to them, to the Conference Resolutions Committee by17
December 31 of the even numbered year.18

a. The Conference Agencies shall include a recommendation for or19
against or abstention on any referred resolutions. The Agency's20
recommendation shall be submitted with the resolutions for legislative21
consideration at Annual Conference.22

b. Conference Agencies may combine proposed resolutions which deal23
with the same or similar subject matters, or otherwise make editorial24
changes to proposed resolutions prior to return to the Resolutions25
Committee.26

c. If a recommendation against a referred resolution is made by such27
agency, the reasons for such recommendation shall be stated when the28
resolution is returned to the Resolutions Committee and shall be printed29
in the Pre-Conference Manual.30

5. Upon receipt of agency reports, the Resolutions Committee shall:31

a. Reject any resolutions that:32

(1) Is the same as or similar to an already existing General33
Conference or Iowa Annual Conference Resolution or addresses the34
same subject matter as an existing resolution, unless cast as an35
amendment to the existing resolution. (Any request for a change to36
a General Conference Resolution or to the Book of Discipline,37
should be cast as a petition to General Conference.)38

(2) Contain factual information that is misstated, incorrect, or39
misleading. All statistical and historical references shall be footnoted40
(footnotes will not be counted toward the resolution word count.)41

(3) Is inconsistent with or contradicts a current resolution- unless42
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cast as an amendment to, or for repeal of, an existing resolution.1

(4) Is in conflict with the current Book of Discipline of the United2
Methodist Church. Any request for change of the Book of Discipline,3
shall be cast as a petition to General Conference and submitted as4
such.5

b. Notify the drafter of any resolution that is rejected of such rejection,6
including the reason for the rejection.7

c. Submit all other resolutions to the editor of the Pre-Conference Manual.8

d. Promote and interpret the resolution process at all levels of the Annual9
Conference.10

6. Resolutions that are submitted after the deadlines set forth above and that11
are determined by the Resolutions Committee to concern Urgent Issues,12
shall be submitted by the Resolutions Committee to the Pre-Conference13
Manual editor if possible, or shall be printed and submitted directly to the14
appropriate Legislative Committee as soon as practical but in any event15
prior to the commencement of Annual Conference.16

7. Resolutions that are submitted after the deadlines set forth above and that17
are determined by the Resolutions Committee not to concern Urgent18
Issues, shall be held by the Resolutions Committee until the next19
Resolutions Cycle, unless permission to waive these rules is voted by the20
Annual Conference. If such permission is voted, the proposed Resolutions21
shall be reviewed by the Resolutions Committee for compliance with the22
balance of this Standing Item before being submitted to the Annual23
Conference for debate and action.24

8. All resolutions submitted shall comply with the following drafting rules:25

a.  Shall contain no more than 250 words, excluding title and footnotes,26
but including all “Whereas” and “Be it Resolved” clauses.27

b. Address only one subject matter.28

c. All references to the Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church,29
the General Conference Book of Resolutions or the Iowa Annual30
Conference Book of Resolutions shall include paragraph or section31
references.32

d. References to Scripture shall include Book, Chapter and Verse and33
shall state the translation.34

e. A motion to amend an existing resolution shall state that it is an35
amendment to an existing resolution (including resolution number) and36
shall restate the language of the existing resolution with language to be37
stricken in strikethrough and language to be added in double underline.38

f. Motions to amend or repeal existing resolutions shall state the purpose39
of the motion in the title, and shall refer to the resolution to be repealed or40
amended by Number and Title in the body of the submission, and shall41
otherwise comply with all drafting requirements for resolutions.42

g. Each resolution shall be in the form that is made a part of the Book of43
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Resolutions. All submissions shall be typed, double spaced and on one1
side of sheet. Proposed resolutions may be submitted electronically as2
Rich Text Format (RTF) or Microsoft Word documents.3

9. In Review Years, the Resolutions Committee shall review the current4
Book of Resolutions and:5

a. Receive recommendations for repeal from individuals, congregations6
or districts prior to December 1 of the odd year preceding a Review Year.7
The Resolutions Committee shall consider such recommendations during8
its review process.9

b. Recommend repeal of any existing resolution that, at the time of10
review:11

(1) Contradicts or is in opposition to the current Book of Discipline.12

(2) Has become moot for any reason.13

c. Refer any existing resolutions about which it has a question regarding14
retention or repeal to a Conference Agency for review.15

10. At the conclusion of the review process, the Resolutions Committee shall16
report to the editor of the Pre-Conference Manual any resolutions that are17
recommended for repeal by the Resolutions Committee and an agency of18
the Conference.19

a. If both the Resolutions Committee and the agency to which it was20
referred recommend repeal of a resolution, the request and the reason21
shall be contained in the Pre-Conference Manual and the matter may be22
placed on a separate consent calendar (Resolution Repeal Consent23
Calendar) by a Legislative Committee. Any item removed from the24
Resolution Repeal Consent Calendar on the floor of Annual Conference25
shall be held over until the following year (Resolutions Year) for debate26
and vote.27

b. If the Resolutions Committee and the Agency do not concur, the item28
shall be held over until the next Resolutions Year and submitted for29
consideration at that time as part of the process for resolutions.30

K. Unlawful Motion After Speech. It shall not be in order for a member31
immediately after discussing a pending question and before relinquishing the32
floor to make a motion which, if adopted, would limit or stop debate.33

L. Limitation on Speaking. No person shall speak more than twice on the same34
question, nor for more than three minutes at a time without the consent of the35
conference, nor more than once until every member desiring to speak has36
spoken. This three minute limit may be reduced by a two-thirds vote without37
debate, at any time, and for any period of duration.38

Insofar as possible, lay members and clergy members shall be given equal39
opportunity to speak on a question.40

M. Speakers For and Against.41
1. When the report of a committee is under consideration, it shall be entitled42

to speak before there is further debate from the floor.43
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2. When a member from the floor moves to amend a report or a proposal1
before the conference, the person presenting the report or proposal that2
is being amended or his/her designee, shall be entitled to speak before3
there is further debate from the floor.4

3. The presiding officer will ascertain, when recognizing a member of the5
conference, on which side the member proposes to speak and not assign6
the floor to any member proposing to speak on the same side of the7
pending question as the speaker immediately preceding if any member8
desires to speak on the other side.9

4. Except for undebatable motions, no report shall be adopted or question10
relating to the same decided without opportunity having been given for at11
least two speeches for and two against the said proposal, provided that12
right is claimed before the chairperson or duly authorized member13
representing the committee’s report, if there be such, is presented to close14
the debate.15

5. When all have spoken who desire to do so, or if the previous question has16
been ordered, the maker of the motion shall be entitled to speak, then the17
chairperson and/or duly authorized member or members presenting the18
committee’s report shall be entitled to speak, after which the vote is taken.19

N. Suspension of Rules. Any of these Rules of Order, except those rules related20
to amending the Rules of Order, may be suspended for the immediate business21
under consideration by a two-thirds majority vote.22

O. Amendments. The Plan of Organization and Rules of Order may be amended23
at any session of the annual conference by a vote of two-thirds of members24
present and voting, providing that one day’s notice has been given and the25
proposed change or amendment has been submitted in writing, and a report has26
been given thereon by the Committee on Rules of Order.27
