Civilization's Crime against the Weak. 
As has been pointed out more than once 

in these columns, one of the greatest hin- 
drances t o  missions is the flood of strong 
drink poured into mission lands by so-called 
Christian nations. A missionary on the 
Gold Coast of Africa writes of a native 
festival a t  ivhich quantities of American 
rum were. consumed. The result was an 
orgy of. drunkenness and riot in which over 
thirty persons were killed. "That is what 
Boston rum means to Africa," he says. . 

Almost any missionary to Africa can tell 
a similar story of the horrors of the crim- 
inal rum trade, conducted f o r  profit under 
the protecting flags of Christian countries, 
the United States included. It is said that 
the distillers and brewers of the United 
States are sending every year not less than 
twenty million gallons of rum, whisky, and 
beer into lands where our missionaries are 
a t  work. Boston sends i ts  'rum, Baltimore 
its rye and bourbon whisky, and Peoria 
its carloads of liquor. Bishop Tugwell, who 
has spent many years in  Africa, is reported 
as  saying that the women in his diocese 
(Northern Nigeria) have become so de- 
graded that they pawn their babies to get gin. 
He says the people call Holland gin "Jesus 
water," since they buy i t  from white people 
and think all white people are Christians. 

I t  would seem that the dictates of com- 
mon humanity would deter men from a 
traffic s o  deadly with these weak child- 
peoples, f o r  whom we ought to feel only 
combassion and a sense of obligation. But 
evidently no such considerations weigh with 
the men who conduct the traffic. They are 
concerned not a t  all with its criminal re- 
sults, but only with the profit, i t  yields, 
however bloody their gain. only the hand 
of the law can put an end to this fiendish 
business. 

So far i t  has been impossible to get the 
Congress of this Christian country to enact 
any law to that effect, though the fight for 
such legislation has been on f o r  many years. 
Congress appears to have been too much 
under the influence of the men who make 
money out of the, business. When the Chris- 
tian citizens become as much interested in 
the suppression of this trade as  the liquor 
dealers are in its continuance, it will be 
suppressed; probably not before. 

Now let's make i t  personal. What have 
you, reader, ever done toward its suppres- 
sion? Ever write your Congressmen and 
Senators requesting such a step? If not, 
then do it to-day. The fight is still on. 
Let Congress know a t  once your wishes in '  
this matter.

OF the several annual Missionary Confer- 
ences held a t  Lalre Junaluslra, that held Au- 
gust 12-19 ranks second only to  the record- 
breaking gathering of 1913. Some three 
hundred delegates were present.

He 
delivered a second address on the same sub- 
ject the following evening. The most val- 
uable servicE! rendered .by Dr. Goucher, 
however, was his address Friday morning 
on "A Century of n'iethodist Missions." This 
was requested for publication f o r  use in 
connection with the missionary centenary 
next year. 

"America and the World Crisis" was the 
topic for Home ~ i s s i o n  Day, which featured 
an address by Dr. George B. Dean, of Phil- 
adelphia, on "The New nllethodist Episcopal 
Home Mission System," and one by Rev. F. 
S. Onderdonlr on "The Immigrant in the 
South," a subject on which Mr. Onderdonk 
is an authority.
